Agents of the company have
passed the word through agricultural
tommunltie that If the river and harbor
Mil Is enacted carrying this Item the
lord company will be. able to reduce the
price of tractors to the farmer, placing
them well within the reach of the aver-it- e

fanner and furnishing a solution
thereby of the problem of the scarcity of
firm labor.

larger Hospital on West 77th
Street Investors Buy Flats

and Dwellings.

Unusual demand for hotels developed
on the West Side yesterday. Two new
ones figured In leasing propositions at
rentals which total ll.S08.000. The Nor-
way, which Is being erected at 260 West
103d street, one of the largest hotels at-
tempted In that section for some time,
has been rented from the builders. Dr.
Finn L. Foaeume and Louis Cowan, for
a period of twenty-on- e years at an ag-
gregate rental of 1 1.008,000. The other
hotel project Is the I'nrkslde, at 31 West
Seventy-firs- t street, one of the several
hotels which Edward Browning Is build-
ing In that section. Edward Spiegel of
the Strand Theatre takes the building
for twenty-on- e years at a rental of
1800,000 for the term. The hotel Is four-
teen stories high and covers n narrow
site, as do alt tho Drowning hotel opera-
tions. The building will be ready for oc-
cupancy In October. Pease & Eiliman
negotiated this deal, which was prac-
tically closed last January. The Norway
Is a much larger structure, being fifteen
stories hlah and covering a nlot IB feet
wide and 100 feet deep. The site for the
building was purchased about a year ago
and' last June plana for the structure
were died with the Building Department
by the ISO West lOld Street Corporation,
which is. the name under which Dr.
Fossume is building the structure. These
plans estimated the cost of the building
at IS 50,000. They also showed that the
apartment hotel will contain 240 suites
und 157 baths. The Norway Hotel Com-
pany, which takes the building, will pay
$48,000 a year from September 1 until
September 1, 1038. Morton B. Marshall
is president of the hotel company and
H. F. Root managing director,
