The Journal of the American Medical
Arroiation for this month quoted an
grder from Surgeon-Gianeral Gorgas to
the effect that “medical studenta wiil
not be exempt from the draft, but they
will ba Eiven conditional and |imited
furloughs to continwe thelr medleal
viudles.”

May Continone Studies,

This means that the supply of new
physicians coming into the profession
will not be cut off or limited because
of llability to the draft. Nearly all of
these mon come between the ages of 21
and 21, as most of tham are reqyired
1o have academic training of & high or-
der before entering medical college
The furlough extended to them will
allow the continuance of their studies
as long na they keep seriously to work,
Taking advantage of this the College
of Phynicians and Surgeons of Colum-
bn University Is continulng the work of
{ts third year class through the summer
and into the fall without recess. As a
remilt the next graduation will take
place sbout February 1 of 1918, with
a clasa of noarly 100 students, who oth-
erxise would be graduated the follow-
Ing June, ready to go Into hospitals

The United States army will pot ac-
eepl & man for its Medleal Corps until
be hus had A year in a hospital as an
fnterne.  As a result there will not be
any great exodus of young men who
have just been graduated from medical
colleges into the army. thus leaving the
hospitals  without internes. As themse
men really are consldered as students
while stlll In the hospitals, although
Rolding w degree. it I considered prob-
able that the furlough from draft privi-
lege will be axtended to them,

Most Gradasntes in Hosapltals.

Practically 85 per cent. of the gradu-
ates af logal medieal
are i hospltmls, Of the ‘tw —saven
whn recelved thelr degrees from Cornell
Medienl College of New York all but
1wa Internes. These two ars In the
vavy, which, unilke the army, accepted
men without hospital experience, but
only aftst thrae monthe in the Army
arid Navy Medical Behool. The Collegs
af s and Surgeons graduated
a clam of ninety In June. Three are in
the military mervice and all the rest are
helleved to be In hospitals,

With thess safeguarda to hold young
graduntes to the hospitals, oMcials fear
fnly tha posstble exodus of older house
and visiting physicians who may be
wanted by the Government for overseas
service, Many already have gone, and
the hends of weveral Institutions in the
clty have expressed concern. With the
cooperation of the Medical Department,
ever which ls Surgeon.General Gorgns,
A balance will be struck between home
and overseas serviea. Not all tha most
ciperienced meon will be called for the
army. With a few of the older men In
the profession will go those who have
completed their first year's work as in-
termes but atill are comparatively young.

Dissension
within & country In a high source of
comfort and amistance to ita enemies
the least intimation of it they selze upon
with jubliation."

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MANTON MARBLE
DIES IN ENGLAND

Was Owner of the New York
“World” From 1862 to 1876
and Exposed Tweed Rale.

lLowpow, July 24.—Manton Marble,
Amerioan publicist and jJournulist, dled
to-day at Allington Castle, Maldstone,
tha residence of Sir Martin Conway. Mr

Marble wan owner and publisher of the
New York World from 1862 to 1576,

in Worcester. Masa, November
16, 1834, Manton Marble recelved his
sarly sduoation at the hands of his
father, was gradevated from the Albany
Academy In 1863 and from the Unlver-
sity of Rochaster In 1855, He engaged
in Journalinm at once and for seven
yoars maw service on the stafls of New
York and Boston newspapors,

Ha Iaft the wstaff of ths New Yark
Fuvening Post in 1840 to $oin that of the
World, and two years Inter became Itn
owner and puoblishar, retaining his pro-
pristorahip all through the clvil war and
reconstruction period

While the owner and oditor of the |
World he gave wide and early publieity |
to the writings of Harbert Spencer, Hae
beld that after Fort Sumtsr was fired
upon war was inevitable, opposed ex-
travagunt executlve pownr, cusiom house
taxation, Federal Income tax, suffrage
for noegroea and the Impeachment of
Preaident Johnmon Hoe urged and up-
held the Geneva Arbitration, Mr. Mar-
ble Ared the opening gun in the attack
on Bosa Twoesad and hammered at his
ring until the efty wan purged and
brought about the slection of Samuel J
TUdan as Govarnor. He wrote the Syrm-
cuss Democratle platform of 1876 and
that of the natlonal Democratic con-
vention at §t. Louls upon which Tilden
stood for the Prealdency. He also
framed the platform on which Grover |
Clevelund was elactad In 1884,

President Clevalnnd in 1586 designated
