the bollers so that they produce as little
s#moke as possible, The Board of Trade
declares the fires should be lald lightly
and kept clean and oven

Another rule requires that big wooden
plugs should be provided before the ship |
leaves port to ptop up shell holeés in the
vessel's smide. The plugs are provided
