FOOD BILL A SHAM,

TERKINS ASSERTS

3Icasuro at Albany Not De-

signed to Aid People, In

His Opinion.

T. B. DECLINES TO SERVE

"Impossible to Accept," Says
Colonel, but Adds Warn-

ing to 'Save Crops.

Geora'a W Triin. ut ... .. .u.vimi iiiuii ui uirMayors Food Supply Committee, de-
clared yesterday afternoon that the food
commlrslpn bill Introduced at AlDany on
Thursday night Is "a hollow sham." He
made plain his opinion that the bill
wasn't designed with any real Idea ofhelping the people In tho solution of the
food problem, and said the position takenby tho drafters of the bill was the posi-
tion that the food gamblers, speculators
and hoarders of food wanted the Legis-
lature to take.

After digesting a copy of the bill
at the special session Mr. Per-

kins said :

Scents Deceit In Tropnaal.
"The food commission bill Introduced at

Albany last night Is a hollow sham. It Is
clearly an attempt to mislead and de-
ceive,. postpone and delay and do nothing
of a constructive nature for the pcop.d
of this State. It Is ncrfectlv cloar that
the same forces are at work at 'Albany
to defeat Oov Whitman's plan for worth
while legislation that have been at work
In Washington In an uttempt to defeat
President Wilson plan for worth while
food legislation.

"Section 11 of the bill reveals the
real Intent of the Influences that are be-hi-

the bill. This section reads as fol-
lows :

Sec. II. Any municipality In this
State may. In case of famine or when
deprivation of necessaries for any part
of Its Inhabitants creates an emerg-
ency therefor, purchase food with
municipal funds or on municipal
credit and sell the same to Its In-
habitants, but before the exercise of
any such power or authority by any
municipality. It shall have the con-
sent in writing from the State Food
Commission to exercise such power.
The Mayor, If any, and the governing
body or bodies of any such munici-
pality, shall tile with the State Food
Commission a resolution and cer-
tificate stating that such a necessity
has arisen In said municipality, and
otherwise satisfy the State Food Com-
mission that such a necessity exists.
The State Food Commission shall act
upon the application as In its judg-
ment the public Interest reaulres.

Famine First, Then Jlrllrf.
"Summed up, this clearly means

lamine nrst. relief afterward. No
preparation In advance; do nothing at
alt until actual famine arises and then
maybe, perhaps. If, but, &c something
can bo done to relieve actual famine..
nut even this could not be dono for days
and perhaps weeks, because under this
section the Mayor would have to certify
to a condition of famine, the Board of
Estimato would meet and resolve, the
Board of Aldermen .would assemble and
tlo the same thing at each point the
toai profiteers having tho right to be
neara ana tnus to cause delay and then
tlie State food commission would. If
satisfied that famine existed. Issue Its
written consent to New York' city's going
ahead.

"A pleasing procedure for titarvlng
people! By the time all this red tape
had been unwound, assuming that
either famine or serious deprivation of
necessaries existed, most of the people In
New York would be dead.

"Thus does the effrontery of the men
who Inspired this bill stand out clearly.
But the people of this city are not ac-
tually starving to Jeath, and there la
little danger of their actually starv
ing to acatn. That Is not the
point at least not at the moment.
Tho point Is the price the people are
having to pay for food. It Is perfectly
evident from the draft of this section 11
that the men back of It think
no aifierence Mow high the price of food
goes so long as It can.be had at soma
price or other, and this Is precisely the
position that the gamblers, the specu-
lators and the hoarders of food want
the Legislature to take.

"Do these men think that tho Legis-
lature was called together In special ses-
sion by the Governor to legislate for the
producer and distributer and the con-
sumer, or for the gambler, the speculator
and the hoarder 7"

ROOSEVELT WON'T SERVE
lie Declines State Food Cnuirala-alonersb- lp

With Thanks.
Col. Theodore BoosevelL-wl- not serve

as a member of the State Food Control
.Commission to which he was named,
together with Jamas W, Wadsworth, Sr.,
and Morgan J. O'Brien, In the bill Intro-
duced In the Legislature Thursday. In
declining the honor thrust upon him Col.
Roosevelt had this to say:

"I appreciate the courteous Intentions
of the authors of the bill, but it Is Im-
possible for me to accept, In the first
place, the postlon should be tilled by a
man with knowledge and aptitude of a
very specllalzed kind, and my activities
and Interests for the last three years
have led along wholly' different lines
In the next place, I bellve that, save
under exceptional conditions which do
not obtain in this case, the Chief Exe-
cutive should make all appointments to
executive offices.

"But I am glad to take this chance to
say how vital I deem this kind of pre-
paredness and how all thoughtful people
should hall the Interest being taken In
It by the national Legislature In Wash-
ington and by the Legislature of our
own great State. Our first need is to
raise and put on the battle front great
masses of fighting men. But we, can-
not do so unless, and without any
further and lamentable delay, we build
quantities or sliln''. unless we grow and
conserve the Immense quantities of food
which will be needed not onty py us, but

HOUSE IN APPROVAL

OF TWO --FOOD BILLS

Conference Reports on Control
and Survey Measures

Arc. Adopted.

Special Dtipatch to Tax Sun.
Washington, Aug. 3. Conference re-

ports on tho Administration food
control and food survey bills were
adopted In the House to-d- without
much opposition.

IteDresentatlve Powers of Kentucxy,
after an unsuccessful effort to recommit f

the lonsr rilmuteil rpnort on the control
measure, voted In the negative, and then
changed 4ils vote. Representative re

of Texas merely voted "present."
On the survey measure the vote was viva
voce, with only a few scattered "noes."

The bills will be taken up In the Senate
but prpbably not adopted

before Tuesday. Opposition by Senator
Gore, Democrat, chairman of the Agri-

cultural Committee, who may flic a
minority report, now appears to be the
only dangerous stumbling block for them.

Adoption of the conference report on
food control, was featured by the
speeches of hot less than two dozen
Representatives who declared that al-

though they were against the bill for
various reasons they would vote for It
anyway, A similar number, chiefly
Democrats, made speeches of congratula-
tion to members of the conference com-
mittee on the report. About forty or
fifty members spoke for one minute each
to obtain the privilege of extending
their remarks In the record.

"I think this Is a very tine bill. I ask
unonlmous consent to extend my remarks
In tlie record," was tho text of most of
these speeches. ,

Representative Glllettr Massachusetts,
criticised the committee for not giving
the House a chance to consider or vote
on the proposal for a joint Congresslonau
committee on war expenditures. He aiso
criticised Chairman Lever for asking the
opinion of the President on the bill, al-

though he did not give the House a
chance to express an opinion.

Representatives Reais of Nebraska
and Focht, Pennsylvania, expressed
grave doubts as to the wisdom of the
bill. "The result of the bill will be to
spread confusion and disaster through-
out tho land," Representative Focht
said.

Representative Kahn, Republican, who
was born In Germany, congratulated the
committee for leaving out the Joint Con-
gressional committee proposal. "I want
to congratulate you," said Mr. Kahn,
"for not putting In the 'snooping com-
mittee. When the Democrats came Into
power In the Sixty-secon- d Congress they
appointed about a dozen of these 'snoop-
ing committees. They spent thousands
and thousands of dollars, and what did
they accomplish; Not a God blessed
thing."

Attacks on the bill because It failed
to provide that clerks employed in the
food administration should be under the
civil service law were made by Repre-
sentative La Guardia, New York, and
others.

Contrary to expectations, neither the
changes In the prohibition section nor
the elimination of the war expenditures
committee provision caused much dis-
cussion.
