A series for the world's baseball
championship between Rew York and
London and Paris and Chicago is the
dream of every baseball devotee. And It
may bo more than a dream before
another decade goes bv. Tiixi Bum re
cently printed an article showing how-
ino jfTencn were taking hold of base-
ball and how our national pastime was
winning favorable comment In the
French press.

We long have endeavored to convert
our English cousins to baseball but
have not been successful. England,
however. Is getting ready to adopt base-
ball to its heart. The Canadian soldier"are as fond of the earns as ara the
Americans.

An equipment of balls and bats ac
companied each Canadian expeditionary
force to England and France. The
Canadians played the game in England
ana on Krench soli, and the English,
acting as spectators, decided It wasn't
sucn a cany bad game after alL

uaseball has permeated England to
some extent. William J. Barr, former
United States Commissioner to South
America for the Panama-Pacifi- c Inter-
national Exhibition, tells a splendid
story of the trials and tribulations of
the game in the United Kingdom. Mr.
Barr was one of the men who tried to
convert England to baseball aa far back
as 1890, and now with the entry of
America as England's ally in the world
war Mr. Barr can see the melting of the
barrier which formerly held back base-
ball in England ; namely, that It was an
American sport. But let Mr. Barr tell
the story In his own words. He tells it
In an interesting manner; here It is I

Baseball Conquering Una-land- .

After forty years of intermittent ef
fort tho American national same of
baseball has at lost been successfully
Introduced into Great Britain.

In 1877 George and Harry Wright
took the first baseball teams to England.
composed of players from the Cincin-
nati Red Stockings and the Philadelphia
Athletics. Quite a number of games
were played between nines made ud
of these players that travelled through
out England, Ireland and Scotland, and
the baseball visitors also competed with
tho famous Liverpool Rounder Club and
beat them easily at their own game.

The Wright Brothers combination also
played quite a number of games of
cricket and gave a good account of them-
selves with the famous Surrey and Es-
sex County Cricket clubs in Loidon.
However, the trip financially was a fail
ure and was not repeated until the ad-
vent of the Spalding party in February
1889.

Tho lato A. Q. Spalding conceived the
idea of a baseball tour of Australia in
the fall of 1888 with two teams com
posed of the Chicago National League
club of that year and an all American
team made up of --players from other
National League clubs. After a call at
the White House and a godspeed from
President Cleveland the- - above teams
started west for the Pacific coast, and
so successful financially were the pre-
liminary games played at the various
cities en route to San Francisco that the
party was ahead $100,000 when they
railed from the Golden Gate, and Mr.
Spalding announced before leaving that
the players would complete a tour of the
world and return via England to New
York.

After a successful tour of Australia
and picturesque contests beneath the
pyramids of Egypt and in the Coliseum
In Rome the .Spalding party arrived in
England during the rainy month of
February. Official sanction and the
royal patronage of Prince Albert Edward
did not mako the exhibition of our na-
tional game a success as far as popular
attendance was concerned and Great
Britain still remained unconquered.

Mr. Spalding noted during the tour

Mr. Hart called a meeting at the
Queens Hotel, Birmingham, and the Na-
tional League of Great Britain came Into
life with Mr. Lee of Derby as its first
president composed of Aston Villa of
Birmingham, Preston North End, Derby
and Stoke-on-Tre- nt as members. ,

In 'the meanwhile we managers had
our hands full selecting and coaohlng our
players. The famous Aston Villa Foot-
ball Oval made a splendid playing field
after It had been rolled and the grass
mowed constantly. I selected as my
second baseman Jemmy Cowan, the
noted centre nalfoack or toe villa team.
and kept busy coaching Jack Devey, the
centre rcrwara or tne same team, to

a pitcher.
Jack ftecame almost Immediately a

splendid batsman and a close fielder on
ground balls as he was adept at cricket
and afterward turned out one of the
crack pros of the Warwickshire County
Cricket Club.

A schedule of forty-fo- games was
arranged, and the first professional base
ball season of Great Britain was duly
inaugurated June 19, 1890.

Some Enthusiastic Fans.
From tho beginning the attendance at

the games was very fair, for although
the public did not understand the game
the fans came to see soma of their
favorite heroes on the gridiron perform.
and eventually Preston, Derby, Birming-
ham and Stoke-on-Tre- nt acquired a
small number of enthuslastlo fans who
took an interest in the welfare of their
respective clubs.

UmDlres and scorers, after a certain
amount of coaching, performed their
tasks vers- - satisfactorily, and in Derby
and Preston baseball clubs among the
small boys sprung up by tho score.

The Aston Villa team or uirmingnam
eventually won the championship after
a hard fight with Preston and Derby,
and tho two first named teams toured
various parts of England and Scotland
at the close of the championship season.

The late Albert a. Bpaiatng came over
from Paris to witness the closing cham-
pionship gomes and made the trip to
Scotland and seemed to take great pleas-
ure In watching the .interest displayed by
speotators. and often sat on the bench
and questioned our players as to how
they liked to play baseball.

Mr. Spalding's money was spent
freely by Mr. Hart In attending to every
detail of advertising, securing players,
Ac. The campaign as a whole could not
be called successful, as the gats receipts
never equalled the current expenses, and
this together with the expense of the
headquarters In London and the prelim-
inary cost of organisation, Ac., must
have set tho real father of baseball book
at least 126,000.

Baseball Follows the Flair.
However, the good seed had been sown,

and even though professional baseball
has never been regularly played In Eng-
land, still ever since there has always
been a certain number of clubs organ-
ized every year among the youth of the
Midlands.

In this they were partly successful.England a national game of cricket Is
not very popular In Birmingham, Man-Chest- er

and Liverpool and the massesare without a popular pastime during thesummer months. The people like cricket,but their hours of work do not permit
them to witness many contests, and base-
ball Is played In the same length of timeas their popular football games.

Early in 1890 Mr. Spalding decided to
send over baseball coaches to England
and organise the various associationfootball teams to play baseball during
the summer months.
Sailed' From New York In 1800.

I sailed from New York on March 4,
1890,. en routa for A. Q. Spalding &
Bros.' headquarters, at 88 Holborn Via-
duct London. Upon arrival thero I
found headquarters under the jurisdic-
tion of S. Newton Crane,
Consul to Liverpool, a very able prac-
tising attorney, well up In our nationalgame, with Morton P. Betts, a brother-in-la- w

of Sir Morell MacKenzie. phy-slcl-

to the Queen, as his principal as-
sistant Mr. Betts was a Harrow and
Oxford man and held the honorary posi-
tion of secretary of the Essex County
Cricket Club.

The beautiful playing grounds of the
Essex Cricket Club were placed at my
disposal for the preliminary practice of
baseball students whom I would pick up
In London, and a match game was ar-
ranged for Easter Monday, the first
bank holiday of the year, which was to
take place Immediately after a local
football game.

A Visit From Tina Jtnrst.
The morning of the day of the annual

Oxford-Cambrid- boat race I had a
visit from a man who Introduced himself
to me as an umpire In the Western
League of the United States, and ho
turned out to be the late Tim Hurst,
who was training a sprinter by the name
of Peet for the Sheffield handicap.

iim euiuon ox tne New York
ITerald the next day printed an account
of a new game Introduced as a side-
show among the spectators on the
Thames 'River bank, which consisted of
throwing a hard ball at a negro's head,
and the intelligent reporter designated
the game as the American game of
baseball.

Favorable prera notices of our ven-
ture seemed almost Impossible to obtain,
except from the London Sporting Lifeand Sporting Timet. Prejudice in thosedays was particularly strong against
anything American, and to compare
baseball with cricket was equivalent to
shaking a red cloth In front of a bull.

However, we ourselves never made
such a comparison, and always stated
publicly and privately that baseball
and cricket were two different games
and could go along Bide by side, and
our only object was to Introduce thegame in the manufacturing centres of
England, where the people did not have
time to witness cricket.

The latter part of April I establishedmy headquarters In Birmingham, and in
the meantime James A Hart, Mr. Spald-
ing's financial agent, arrived with Leeoh
Maskrey, the old Cincinnati outfielder.Maskrey was assigned to Preston to
coach the North End Association Foot-
ball team. Arthur Pryor, another minorleague player, was assigned to Stoke-on-Tre- nt

and Billy Bryan, formerly man-ager of the Des Moines, Iowa, WesternLeague team, was already established InDerbyshire with the first class Derby
baseball club, owned by Hon Francis E.
Lee, the rich mill owner.

of Pastime
has been conceded to be the very boat
training for a soldier. It always has been
said that baseball follows the flag, but
tn 1915 It preceded our flag, for It
crossed the Atlantlo with the Canadians.
In the first camp that our advance ma-
rines reached in England a few weeks
ago they found baseball games In full
blast

In 1890 I had occasion to visit Alder-sh-ot

as the guest of Surgeon-Maj-or

Harwood. where I discussed at length
with thel commandant of that military
camp the feasibility of Introducing base-
ball Into the English army, but it was
not deemed practicable at the time.

fJow that prejudice against the game
as American has been removed by our
entrance into the world's war as an ally
of the British Empire I feel assured
that our really great national pastime
will become the popular sport of certain
sections of England where great manu
facturing plants centre.

I do not think that It will ever sup-
plant the splendid game of cricket
which Is one of the greatest Institutions
of the empire and has followed the Eng-
lish flag overseas to nil parts of the
world. Baseball playing Improves the
fielding of cricketers that has repeat-
edly been brought to the attention of
the sporting world.

The new era brought about by the
entry of the United States Into the war
will undoubtedly make baseball history,
and future international baseball cham-
pionship matches, which was the schema
of the late Albert G, Spalding, will thus
undoubtedly be brought about When this
does come; these very contests will bring
a better understanding between the two
nations and cement the ties even more
closely that are now being formed on
the battlefields of Europe. Already the
western battlefront has Its baseball dia
monds, and with the arrival of bur
troops abroad matcnes will soon be in
progress between American and Cana-
dian teams. As the French also aro
taking up our pastime and English
teams already aro( practising our great
sport It will not be a surprise soon to
receive reports of tho English boating
the French at baseball, the Canadians
licking the English and the Americans
annexing the International title by van-
quishing all their allies.

HOW SPORT PROGRESSED

nr srjuNTixn.
Following last Sunday's dlscuealon on

the origin of discus throning perhaps
tho readers of this column .will bo In-

terested to review the progress made in,

this country in tho art of scaling the
classic saucer. If for nothing else It
will serve aa an example of what can
be cxpectod In javelin throwing. The
same progress that was mado In dls.rus
throwing between 1898 and 1906 can be
anticipated In Javelin throwing during
tho next decado. The reasons woro ex-

plained fully In this column on Sunday.
July 8.

How tho ancient contest of dli.-u- s

throwing was rovlvod at the reestablish-me- nt

of tho ancient Olympic games at
Athens In 1898 and how Dob Garrett ot
Princeton University beat tho Greeks at
their own game and won tho honors for
Uncle 6am was dwelt on last Sunday.
When Garrett and the American Olym-
pic team returned from Athens In 1898
thoy Introduced discus throwing In this
country.

Tho record thnt,Garrett made In win-
ning the discus throw nt Athens In 1898,
95 feet 7 Inches, did not last long, As
soon as American weight man In general
began to take up tho new eport the rec-
ord began to soar. And It has been go-

ing up, uu and up since then.

Introduced In 1807.
At the national A. A. U. track and

Held championships here In 18S7, the
year after the first modern Athens Olym- -

the discus throw first wasSlcs, on the championship programme.
Charley Hennemann, a giant Wisconsin
nthlete, captured the flrst national discus
title with the world's record wrecking
heave of 118 feet 9 Inches. His throw
was moro than twenty-thre- o feet su-
perior to tho one with which Garrett
capturod tho Olympic tltlo tho year pre-
vious. Hennemann threw from the
smaller Beven foot circle, while Gar-
rett's bcavo was mado from tho 8 faet
4Vi Inch Olympic arc. The Olymplo aro
later was reduced to 8 feet 2H Inches.

For four years Hennemann's discus
mark was shot nt in vain by the other
weight men, foreign as well as Ameri-
can. About tho closest approach to
Hennemann's fteurrn was made by
Bauer, the Hungarian, who won the
discus throw at the Paris Olympics of
1900, The Hungarian scaled the saucer
118 feet 2 Inches. For four years
after Hennemann made his 118 feet 9
Inch throw 118 feet seemed a deadline
for the American discus throwers, even
Hennemann himself.

In 1901 a new figure appeared on the
athletic horizon. It was Martin Sheri-
dan of the Pastime A. C. of New York,
Martin was the younger brother of Dick
Sheridan, known the world over for his
prowess with the hammer, 58, and the
discus. When the younger Sheridan first
donned his athletic togs no one ever ex-
pected him to surpass the feats of his
Illustrious brother, but he did, and In re-
markably short order,

Shrrldnn to the I'nrc.
The flrst time that Martin Sheridan

put on nthletlo togs In open competition
was at tho games of the Union Settle-
ment A. C. In Celtlo Park In the sum-
mer of 1901. With the aid ot a handi-
cap he won the discus throw. At the
games of the Knickerbocker A. C a few
weeks later Martin was accorded a 10
foot handicap over the scratch man.
John Flanagan, anil captured the flrst
prize with the actual throw of 116 feet
2 Inches. Flanagan himself scaled the
saucer 118 foet 9V4 Inches, shaving half
an Inch from Hennemann's world's rec-
ord, but had to be content with second
prize ns Sheridan's throw with, handicap
totalled 126 feet 2 Inches.

Flanngan's world's record did not
stand long, for In the next meet, which
was held nt Wlllard Park, New Jersey,
the wonderful Sherld.-i- surprised the
nthletlo world by scaling the saucer tho
unprecedented dlstanco of 120 feet 2
Inches. Somo Idea of Martin Sheridan's
wonderful nthletlo ability can be gained
from the fart that ho won a first prize
In his first nthletlo competition nnd shat-
tered a world's record on his third ap-
pearance In athletic togs. And for a
decade nfter that Mnrtin Shorldnn had
periodic attacks of record wrecking. He
repeatedly took falls out of the record
book.

rnrrrnars World's Jlecorrl.
Ijiter in i 901 Sheridan boosted his

world's discus mark from 120 feet 3
Inches to 120 feet 74 Inches, The next

car ho threw 127 feet Ri inches, In
1901 Martin boosted tho discus mark tn
133 fcot 6 4 Inches and In 1906 scaled
tho saucer the then nlmont undreamed
of dlstnnco of 13G feet 5 Inches.

At tho Athens Olympiad In 1906 Sherl.
dan captured the discus throw with 131
feet 3 Inch, greatly to the dlfcomfltura
of Georgantas, tho herculean Greek,
whom all Greece expected to see achievean oasy victory. How Sheridan dum-found-

the Greeks by tossing tho discusover the wall Into tho Itivcr Ulssus was
told about In this column Inst Sunday.

Incidentally Sheridan not only won tho
discus throw at the Athens Olvmplod ot
1900 but won the shot put, finished sec.
ond In the stone throw, peeond In the
standing broad Jump and third In the
rtnndlng high Jump, scoring 17 points
for Uncle Sam, the highest point score
mndo by any Individual tn any Olympiad
before or since.

Ho nchlevod almost a remarkable
success In the Ixmdon Olympli-- s In 1904,
but It Is not the purpo.e. of tbls artlclo
to dwell on Sherkhin's brilliant all
round ability. As much ns one. rnuld
wrlto In general of Sheridan tbe orv
must be confined to what Jie rtM vltit
tho dltcui.

Itrtlrril In 1011.
In addition tn tv's Olymplf w nnln

throw of 136 feet 3 of an in. n ut 1906
scaled the Baticer 136 feet 10

Inches the same year. In ioot i,e again
wrecked the record, hurling tho saucer
shaped missile. 139 feet lO'-- j 'n. ltcs Two
yoars Inter Martin boosted the rerord to
141 feet 4A Inches.

After a decado of stronuous athletic)
competition Sheridan closed his brilliant
athletic, career nnd retired from actlvfl
jKirtlclpatlon in track and field Bports In
1911. Ho had been coaching several of
Ills younger friends. Olio of them was
Jim Uuncan. and In 1912 tho pupil broke
tho mastor's mark. Uuncan scaled tho
saucer 145 feet 9H Inches which throw
still Btand ns an American record.

In tho slxtein years between Garrett's
throw of 95 foet 7H Inches nnd Duncan's
lrctttu t'f US fCCt DVi InChwS Atdr!iUi
discus throwers Improved DO feet 3
Inches.
