President by the present Congress. With
Idjournment not yet In sight act after
act has already been passed or has
emerged from conference clothing the
Chief Executive with autocratic au-
thority on the theory that only by such
means could the many new and ex-

traordinary problems arising from the
war be coped with satisfactorily and
the full might of the nation be brought
Into the struggle with Germany.

Bought In large measure by President
Wilson himself, the bestowal of powers
represented In the legislation of the
present session lias evoked only a feeble
remonstrance from Congress. Some op-
position has been manifested In the
Senate against what Is alleged by some
to be an unnecessary tendency toward
autocracy.

PRIORITY PLAN FOR

iGOYERNMENT BUYING

JndllStnCS Board to Ellmlnato

Conflict Between War and
Navy Purchases.

SpeHat VetpatcK to Tax Scs.
WAsniNOTOK, Aug. 6. The new War

Industries Board, recently designated by
President Wilson, Is formulating a plan
to bring about coordination in meeting
the conflicting demands of the War and
Navy Departments and their various
bureaus. It is understood a system will
be evolved resembling In many details
that which has been worked out by
England.

A statement Issued to-d- by the
Chamber of Commerce of the United
States described England's method of de-
termining priority.

The priority branch ln England was
created In recognition of the fact that
the decision between conflicting Gov-
ernment interests could not be left In
war time to the uncontrolled operation
of prices, The priority branch is under
the Ministry of Munitions and has been
giadually developed from an Informal
committee that was constituted In Sep- -
tember, 1915, over a year after the war
niariea.

The committee meets every day and
no priority can be granted unless all
present agree. One objection rejects an
application, but this decision Is not final.
The representative of the interested de-
partment may withdraw the applica-
tion and refer the matter through the
chief of his department to some one
representing the Minister of Munitions,
"who is the final authority," for ex-
ample, the assistant secretary' of the
Ministry- - It Is stated that In practice
the number of casej In which the action
of the committee has not been accepted
as final has been remarkably few.

At tho outset and for five or six
months the priority committee acted
only on cases presented to It by the
Government departments or by manu-
facturers according to the National
Chamber of Commerce bulletin. .

It gradually became clear that these
cases represented only a fraction of
what the committee could do with ad-
vantage. Therefore In March. 1916.
there was Issued an order which became
famous In the English Industrial world
as circular LI3 This created the semi-
automatic machinery under which a
manufacturer Instructed as to priority
by the .committee could himself Issue
certificates to bring about similar
priority on materials of subcontracts for
his contract.

The manufacturer Is not compelled to
accept work from the Government and
when a manufacturer accompanies nn
order to another manufacturer with a
certificate which would entitle this or-
der If accepted to priority the manu-
facturer to whom the order Is tendered
need not accept the order unless he de-

sires to sell. There Is, however, strong
Indirect pressure to accept priority or-
ders )Krausr a priority order gives as-
surance that steel and other scarce raw
materials may be secured, that trans-
portation will be afforded and also that

plant engaged upon priority work will
have an adequate supply of labor.
