WILL HELP IN DRAFT

Many Tricks of Malingerers,
Successful at First, Soon

Easily Exposed.

London, July 28. Brltlih physicians
who have had much experience tn ex-

amining- large numbera of men con-

scripted for military aervlce, are show-In- g

great Interest In the possible
methods which American rqedlcal men
will employ In the examination of the
first drafts of the new National Army
of the United States. They are par-
ticularly Interested In learning how the
American physicians purpose to discover
and circumvent malingerers, or service
dodgers, who probably will appear In
great numbers during the first great
rush to the colors. At least, such has
been the experience In England,

American physicians and surgeons
will labor at first under the same han-
dicap that hurt the early work of the
British medical men, thatv' Inexperi-
ence. In France and Germany, where
compulsory military service haa been
In effect for many years, the physicians
have always been on the lookout for
malingerers, whereas In the British and
American armies the problem .has been
to keep out men v.ho concealed physical
defects In their anxiety to get Into the
service.

Minor Ailment Exaggerated,
Consequently British physicians and

the same will hold true for American
medical men had no great experience
with malingering and were not skilled
In Its detection when they were over-
whelmed with recruits at the outset of
ccmpulsoy military service. . At first
every man who wanted to deceive had
a rood chance of succeeding, but his
chances of getting off now unless there
Is really some physical defect apparent
are very slim.

But British physicians say It haa been
their observation that the number of the
worst type of malingering cases, those
In which perfectly healthy men simulate
disease or some disability, Is probably
not so great as the number of men who
really have some ailment and who ex-
aggerate It. Dre. A. Bassctt Jones and
LI. J. Llewellyn, In their book on
"Malingering," declare that their ex-
perience with soldiers In the present
war leads them to believe that "pure"
malingering Is uncommon.

A malingerer must be extremely clever
to succeed In his deception now that the
art of discovering simulation Is so per-
fect. The subject Is a vast one, but a
few examples of the medical examin-
er's diagnostic resources will show that
he can seldom be deceived.

Mnkes Ilia Own I'ltfnll.
The malingerer's epelal pitfall la his

tendency to overact his rart "He sees
lets than the blind; he hears less than
the deaf, he Is moro lamo than the para-
lyzed." Generally there will be some
discrepancy between his complaint and
his actions. The examiner therefore
narrowly scrutinizes how he pulls off his
coat or shoes, how he sits down, how
he walks whn he thinks no one Is ob-

serving him and how he behaves when
taken oft his guard by some clever ruse.

If the malingerer complains of pain It
Is always severe, never leaves him
alone, but the physician knows there
ore few disorders In which pain Is con
stant The honest man haa his baa
times and his good, but the malingerer
Is never better, alwaya worse. Very
often, although malingerers study medi-

cal books and get the sxmptoms by
heart, they will street some symptom
that Is foreign to the disease simulated.
and by encouraging them to dilate upon
It the doctor scores easily.

If the complaint Is a stiff shoulder the
medical examiner starts an animated
conversation while the patient takes off
his coat ; usually some mistake will be
committed. If It Is a stiff knee the
subject of the examination la asked to
sit on a low chair, when he almost In-

variably bends the knees easily, reveal-
ing the fraud.

Four Methods Pnrsraed.
The surgeon employs deceit to combat

deceit, and he has four main methods:
He misleads the malingerer, distract
his attention, Induces a state of bewil-
derment and takes advantage of his
Ignorance of what the true symptoms
ore.

"When, for Instance, a man complains
that his arm Is paralyzed and keepB It
hanging closely by his side the examiner
lays him face downward on a couch
with the arm projecting beyond the
edge; a paralyzed arm would then fall
down and point to the ground, but the
malingerer probably will keep It pressed
clocely to his side, showing that the
muscles are perfectly healthy. When havea leg

"Tht! document sets out with unblush-
ing effrontery devlee by which Ger-
mans can contlnuo to trade with
through the agency of neutrals. The
essential point.' It says. 'In pre-
vent all difficulties. Is to conceal from
France fact that the goods are
finally destined for German Arm.'

'This revelation shows there Is good
ground for suspedtlng the existence of
an organized plan to hoodwink
Allies."
