PARIS TO CHEAPER BEER.

Mlnlatrrlnl Committee to Control
Trnile In Barley.

Paris. ine .Minister or
Supplies presided to-d- at a

the beer makng and beer selling In- -
dustries, which, an agreement was
reached concerning the barley trade, to
stop speculation nnd bring back
beer to a reasonable price. As a result
of the agreement barley henceforth may
only be bought a Ministerial commit-
tee.

price barley has been fixed at
13 francs per hundredweight, and the
price of malt will not exceed 85 francs
per hundredweight. The price of malt
has been 160 francs. lowering of
the price of malt will result In reducing
the price of beer proportionately.
