.This Is to be administered by temixt- -

r.try election officers and untrained
clerks.

The outcome Is precisely what was
to have been expected. Candidates
are cho.-c- n by small coteries of politi-

cal leaders, who foe to It that their
nominees art-- legally designated at the
primaries, by complying with the In-

tricate method of procedure pre-

scribed by the election law.
Here we hnve the boss system in

politics exemplified to perfection. The
Independent element In a party, which
was often able to make its Influence
felt In contentious especially to pre-

vent the nomination of a weak or ob-

jectionable candidate is now utterly
powerless against tho fiat of the few

leaders In control.
Those who protest are Ignored or
laughed at and their objections
or demands for representation 'are
whistled down the wind. They must
take their 'medicine. Time passes;

While we had conventions the power
of ihe bosses was never so complete
and astute as It Is coming to be
under the system of direct primaries
which has been substituted therefor.
The slate of the bosses was often
broken and the lenders nlways felt
that It was riecessnry to respect the
better Influences which were sure to
be represented In every convention.
Their sway over nominations was
much less potent than It Is now; In
fact, now the bosses make tbe nomina-
tions and the primaries simply regis
ter their will.

Of course, If this Is the sort of
thing that the people like, they are- -

entitled to have It. They Hhould not
deceive themselves, however, by
thinking that we have an effective
direct primary system In New York
Tho truth Is that the direct primary
Is a dlunr.1 failure In this Stnte. It
has only served to establish the po
lltlcal boss more firmly thnn ever.'

Tired of German Intrigues and
Methods.

China In her official explanation of
the declaration of war against Ger-
many gives a reason that every nn-

tlon which has sought to preserve Its
neutrality will understand. It was
Impossible, she says, for the Chinese
Government to act otherwise

"In view of the many kinds ot Ger- -

man Intrigue seeking to create, disorder
in Chins."

That they were reaponslble
for the attempted restoration of the
Mn'nchtis and that they were back
of.CiiANQ Hsuk, the head of the
revolutionary movement, Is 'unques
tionably true. Since the failure of
this attempt they hnve been espe
cially Active In the southern prov
inces, nnd the present revolt of these
provinces against the Pekln Govern
ment Is due to German Intrigues.

The aid Uiat China can furnish
the Allies Is a matter of speculation.
The Government troops which re
mained loyal to the President nre a
well drilled body of men, but not
large' enough to be of much ser
vice. The equipment and training
of the troops of the different pro-
vincial leaders could be effected, but
It would require considerable time.
There Is, however, n large Chinese
population, that can be and perhaps
will bo employed to an advantage
back of the Allies' lines.

f'hlnn had an experience with Ger-
man Kultur following the Boxer trou- -

blas that she Is not likely to forget.
Oerniany's exactions at that time
wero more severe than those-o- f any
other nntlon, and her rule of the
province of which she came Into
possession was marked by unusual
cruelty and harshness. There Is
every reason why China should wish
to be rid of German Influences and
Germnn methods a(l why she should
turn In her extremity to the Allies.
Intervention In the war may prove
a panacea for her present troubles
and make, the assistance that she
may furnish of a real and an unex-
pected value.

"Reciprocal condonation" or "Re
v clprocal Conditions."

In tli-.- version of the Papal peace
proposals given to the world by the
London Foreign Office and printed
here on Thursday, this sentence ls'lu-elude-

:

"As to the damages to be repaired
and as to the, war expenses we sea no

other means of solving the question
than by submlttlns as a general prin-
ciple the complete and reciprocal con
donation, which would be Justified
moreover by the Immense benefit to be
derived from disarmament; so much ao

that no one will understand tho con

tlnmtlon of similar carnage solely for
reasons of an economic order."

Yesterday our own State Depart
meat's translation from the French
was printed. It renders the sentence
In another form:

"As for the damages to be repaid
and the ccest of the war, we see no other
way of solving the question than by
setting up the general principle of en

tire and reciprocal conditions, which
would be justified by the Immense bene
fit to be derived from disarmament, all
tho more as one could not understand
that such carnage could go on for mere
economic reasons."

Whether "reciprocal condonation"
or "reciprocal conditions truly rep
resents the thought of the Pope, how
can either apply to Belgium or to tbe
rutted States? What act of the
Belgian kingdom could be set up as
an excuse for Prussian "condonn
tlon"?

What reciprocal condition coula
Belgium offer In exchange for Prus
sia's most Intelligent and sincere ef-

forts to restore her to her condltlou
prior to the wnr?

What has the United States done
that Prussia might be asked to con
done?

What condition could we establish
to reciprocate Prussia's expression of
regret; for hnvlng murdered our
women and children In the jenceful
pursuit of their legal rights, or for
destroying our lndustrles,'or for plot
ting to Involve us In war with two
friendly Powers, and seeking tho dfr
structlon of our territorial Integrity?

Iteclproclty requires that there
shall he an exchange; Belgium hns
no burden of guilt to exchange with
Germany; we have no record of
wrongdoing to exchange with the re
lentless enemies who forced wnr upon
us.

WASTAGE OF MEN

Mental Hygiene Considered as Preparation for Overcoming tbe Depress-

ing Effects ef Shell Shock.

Probably the first thoroughly accu-
rate and atralghtforward account ot
shell shock has just been published in
London. It la the Chadwlck Lecture
by Professor F. W. Mott before the
Hoyal Society. The subject has, ot
course, been discussed by medical
men and popular writers, but; as Sir
William Oaler said only a fortnight
ago, it Is rather difficult for men who
have never examined soldiers to deal
with the advanced psychological drama
of the trenches. Even Sir William
has been limited by tho opportunities
afforded by his duties in the home
hospitals of Oxford.

The war shows that shell shock Is
an entirely new neurosis. Danger
made intensely vivid to the Imagina-
tion seems to be its fundamental ele-

ment. It is hardly a pleasant picture.
It la also a rather depressing one, as
French and British observers have
found, and for these and other rea-
sons it has never been popular with
the public. At the present time, how-
ever, there has been a decided change
of feeling In this regard. The great
lesson of the war Is that men and
man alone wtll win It Heneo it be-

comes necesiary to Bave the wastage
of men.iand the best way of doing this
Is to teach both soldiers and the pub
lic the laws of mental hygiene, or, as
it Is sometimes vaguely called, the
philosophy of war.

Another point ot the greatest Im
portance la the rejection of neuras-
thenic men. They are often difficult to
understand, since neurasthenia Is a
complex disease. Among liigllshmen,
as other it often coexistst.J.nrf... ''!,,, IIth energy an appear- -
ii nee of muscular health and strength
that are most misleading. The men
themselves are not always conscious
of , their weakness. Such men are
compared by Osier to a twig which
snaps, and Professor Mott thinks that
they are like those chains which have
a wesk link, a point of minor resist-
ance. It is the business of the medi-
cal examiner to find out this defect, to
detect the place of lessened resistance.

One of tho great merits of Professor
Mott's lecture Is that he defines these
various polntn more clearly thnn has
been done previously or by thoso physi-
cians who, however expert they may
1 In their special line, have not ac-

tually seen cases of shell shock.
Of all tasks that confront the medi-

cal 'examiner the diagnosis of the neu-
ropotentlally weak man is the most
llfflcult.' It may be safoly said that
this diagnosis, difficult In all countries,
Is particularly so In this country, ow-
ing to our temperament, our mode of
life, our long Interval of peace and our
Inherited dislike to military routine.
Moreover, any one who has examined
German or French soldiers will prob-
ably agree that the proportion of
' nervous" men among our own Is rela-
tively large. It Is true that the term
''nervous" Is rather vague. Most peo-
plo rto nervous In one way or another.
It Is therefore to be regretted that the
leport has been published that nervous
men arc to be. weeded out of the army.

is the duty of tho surgeon who cx- -
amines him to decide nnd distinguish
tha man who can repel tho nhock.
The effects of high explosives that Is,
shell shock aro duo to concussion of
the central nervous system or brain
and spine. In a large number of cases
the shell In exploding has burled tho
men. When rescued they may have
no visible Injury. In other con-

cussion the brain and spine may
be caused by sand bags, hurled from
the parapet of the trench, Btrlklng
tho soldier on tho head or back. Tho
soldier may be concussed by tho roof
or wall of his dugout being blown In
or ho may bo driven violently against
the wall tho trench or dugout, or
blown a long distance by the force of
the explosion.

Thero aro cases of malingering as
shell shock; they are said to be quite
common at the front and tho dctec
tlon of tho fraud Is not easy.

there are cases of morbid fear of shell
shock which becomes a neurosis as dis
abling aa Bhock Itself. The wastage of
men from these combined causes Is se -

rlous. Tho prnctlcal military point is
how to find these men out bofore they
ehliat. And that Is the point that
many oxamlnerB mlsa.

It seems easy to count the nervous
men In n batch recruits and to con-

clude from the rejection of these that
thero are no neuropotentlally unfit In
tho others. But when tho examiner

duced by the series of shocks and
stresses of trench fighting. In consid-
ering tho effects of shell shock on tha
nervous system of the normal recruit
It Is necessary to call attention to a set
of factors that are quite distinct from
any material Injury to the nerves by
commotion and concussion. Certain
conditions of life In a modern trench
lend a neuropotentlally sound man
to nervous exhaustion, predisposing to
shell shock. The whole nervous sys-

tem is constantly irritated and dom-

inated by terrifying Impressions
streaming Into the mind by feelings
of anger, disgust and especially fear.
There Is a condition continuous ten-

sion; sleep is Impossible or unrefresh-Ing- ,
because broken or disturbed by

horrible dreams. German physicians
especially lay stress on the terrifying
nature these dreams. The soldier,
living In trenches or dugouts, exposed
to wet, to cold and often to hunger,
owing to shelling of tho communica-
tion trenches, thirsty or dazed or al-

most stunned by tho unceasing din of
the guns, disgusted by tho foul smells,
by gases of exploding shells, by the
rats, by tho torturc.i of fleas, files, bugs
and lice, gets into n state of nerves
uid when lie sees the grewsome spec-

tacle of comrades suddenly struck
down, mangled, wounded or dead, tht
memories of which ure constantly re-

curring and exciting a dread of Im-

pending death or of being blown up or
burled alive, ho Is fac to faco wfth
experiences so depressing to tho ner-
vous system' that a time must come
when even the atrongrest man will sue.
cumb, and a shell bursting near may
produce.,' a sudden ,loss of conscious-
ness, not b concussion or commotion
but by acting as the "last straw" ou nn
utterly exhausted nervous system.

Thus a perfectly sound man may
develop neurasthenia from the stres-- ,

The
ideal soldier is tho man who is not
susceptible to emotional shock, but,
unfortunately, there Is no way of
telling this beforehand. If modern
warfare produces shell shock In sound
men, It produces It still more fre-
quently In tho neurotic and psycho-
pathic arid hysterical.
