DIES IN ASHEVILLE

Lender

Victim of
His Career.

N. C, Aug. 17. Former
ITntted Btates Senator John W. Kern
of Indiana, and Democratic nominee for

In 190S, died here to-

night. He was 69 years old.
Mr. Kern, who came here a week ago

to recuperate, died of uremic poison-
ing. With him at the time of his death
were Mrs. Kern and Mrs. George B.
Lawson, a daughter, of Roanoke, Va.
Funeral have not been
made, but tho body will be taken to-

morrow to Rollins, Va., the summer
home of the late Senator.

Up to the time of his front
the Senate In March last Mr. Kern was
majority floor leader and chairman of
the conference
He was a native of Indiana, having been
born on a farm In Alton, Howard
county. 20. 1S4!.

I Worker All Ills Life.
The story of Kern's life

reads much like that of Abraham Lin-
coln, He virtually educated himself and
through the force of hts own will and
strong personality rose to a place of
power. He had wielded great Influence
In Democratic politics during tho iHSt

decade. He was much talked of as the
Presidential candldats tn 1912 among
the Democrats In cloakroom
in Congress when it was feared that
President Wilson, then Gov. Wilson,
would not he nominated.

Senator Kern was a worker all his
life. The with which

At the time he wat nominated at the
Denver convention to Be Mr. Br all's

His first political position
came to him thirty-thre- e years ago, when
lie was nominated by the Iemocrats for
reporter of the Supreme Court, and was
elected with the entire Indiana State
ticket. He was regarded then as one of
the brightest young lawyers In the State.

Tvrlce Defeated for Governor.
After he retired from tho office of re- -

1 rter he served four years In the Indiana
State Senate from Marlon county. He
was twice nominated for Governor, but
both times defeated. In the preliminary
campaign of 1S96, when there was such
a determined free sliver sentiment and It
seemed Inevitable that the approaching

State contention would In-

dorse free sliver, he was afraid the State
and national platforms would go dow n to
defeat, but he was such a strong liarty
man that after the free silver platform
was udopted he went In with all his
strength to help In the election of Bryan.

Kern received the vote of
his party for ITnlted States Senator In
190.'.. After his and defeat
In the Bryan campaign he
ran for Pnlted States Senator and was
elected. He had been In the
legislation of that body since his first
term began In 1911. In 1914 and 1913
