CREW OF MOTANO
HAD SMALLCHANCE

Torpedoed Tanker Sank Al--"

mout Immediately.
Capt. Ij. S. Stratton, First Officer Ar-

thur 11. Hansen and somo of the sur-
vivors of the crew of the Standard Oil
tanker Motano, torpedoed In the Eng-
lish Channel on July 31, arrived yester-
day at an American port with detail of
their experience. The Motano was under
convoy of a llrltlsh destroyer when at
7 o'clock at night a submarine, unseen
by anyone aboard tho American ves.
sel, launched a torpedo. The whole after
end of the Motano was blown to pieces
and all the engine room force and eight
of the naval gunners In charge of the
after gun were killed.

The Motano sank so swiftly First
Officer Hansen says In less than a min-
ute that launching a boat was Impos-
sible. A few of those aboard grabbed
life preservers, but most of them had no
chance to save themselves unless they
could swim, and many could not. These
drowned before the eyes of the swim-
mers and even some of the swim-
mers, succumbed to exhaustion, nsMt Was
three-quarte- of an hour before the de-
stroyer got to the survivors. A call of
the roll aboard the destroyer showed
that twenty-fou- r of tho Motana's crew
of forty-si- Including eight naval gun-
ners, wcie missing. The names have
been published in The Hun.

Even as three wise men of Gotham
once went to sea In a ceramic bowl, four
unwise people of The Bronx went to sea
In a canoe jesterday afternoon. "If the
bowl had been stronger, my story would
be longer," some one is said to have re-

marked about the three wise men. Simi-
larly, "If the canoe hadn't tipped over
this story never would have been writ-
ten," is the way to dispose of what befell
the two men and two women who ven-
tured out between Sheepshead Bay and
Brighton all of a Sunday afternoon.

The canoe, as has been said, tipped
over In the heavy seas then raging. The
quartet hung onto It like holders of
mining stock waiting patiently for a
rise, and (similarly) hollered that they
had been stung. For a time things looked
bad.

Then two bathers of Brighton, one
being none other than Frank O'Neill,
late of the State boxing commission,
and the other being a newspaper man
who signs himself Robinson, but won't
tell what the rest of his handle Is, hear-
ing the crleis, set out. After a tough bout
with 'the waves Mr. O'Neill succeeded In

No "Becflcss" Days in New
'I'roffrnmmo for Food

Conservation.

''EAT WISELY" TS SLOHAN

riedgc to Hoover Insures Pub-

lic of Plenty of Certain '

Edibles.

In the Interests of food conservation
It is planned to exact a pledge of loyalty
from the hotels nnd restaurants through-
out the country. This was disclosed yes-

terday In an Interview with John McK,
Bowman, president of the Blltmore and
other hotels, and a member or the United
States Food Administration.

There will ba no "becflcss days" or
other broad conservation days; the food
purveyors will 1 asked to advise the
public to "ent plenty, but eat wisely and
without waste." The hotels and restau-tant- s

will be requested as part 0 their
pledge to tut down their portions, and
the prices accordingly, whenever they
find t possible.

Bonmsn on I'onil,
Here are Mr. Bowman's tcmaiks on

the food situation at present :

"Kat plenty eat wisely, but without
waste.

"The plan Is to send a card to every
hotel and restaurant man of record,
which we will ask him to sign and
which will pledge him to carry out the
suggestions of the food administration.
In return he will receive his card of
membership, which he can display In his
hotel or restaurant, and I trust that
every man In our most representative
business will sign his card and rend it to
Washington. He Is not signing it for
Mr. Hoover or Mr. Bowman, but he Is
signing It for the flag under which he
Is doing business, and If he Is not carry-
ing a gun at the front he Is at least
showing his patriotism by trying to
save enough to feed the man who Is
carrying the gun.

Plana for Conservation,
"It looks now as If there would be

some modifications of our previous pro-
gramme, as Mr. Hoover feels that some
of the suggestions might upset condi-
tions, and for this reason he has de
cided not to have a 'hecfless day,' but
to ask us generally tn conserve our meat
and whenever possible to reduce the
portions and the prices accordingly. In
this way suggesting to the public that
they can fill out their meal with fish
and sea foods first, then vegetables,
fruits, salads and cheese at the end of
the meal."

The central committee appointed by
Commtssloner Hoover for the middle
Atlantic States, northern division, em-

bracing New York, New Jersey and
Pennsylvania, are Thomas D. Green,
president of the Hotel Association of
New' York City and proprietor of the
Hotel Woodward : J. J. Cavanagh, presi
dent of the Society of Restaurateurs:
Ralph A. 'Qushee. proprietor of the
Claremont and Longuo Vue. Hastlngs-on-Hudso- n,

and William Chllds, Jr., of
the Chllds Company, which owns and
operates the restaurants of that name.

The country has been divided Into
seven zones and representative hotel and
restaurant men have been appointed by
Commissioner Hoover to look after these
zones.

FINNS CALL TO SOCIALISTS.

Manifesto Asks International
Movement to Obtain Freedom.
The aid of the Socialists of the world

In establishing the freedom of Finland
Is nsked In an International manifesto
received here yesterday from Socialist
leaders In that country. The document,
a lengthy one, voices d!ttrust of the de-

signs of Russia.
'The Russian i evolution delivered Fin-

land as well as Russia from the slavery
of czarlsm," the manifesto rends In part.
"But the throne of Russian capitalism
has not been overthrown, because the
economic revolution has not gone far
enough to make It possible. Based op
private ownership and capitalistic pro-
duction the class lute of the Russian
bourgeoisie may remain securely rooted,
although It Is totteilng at the preeent
time.

"The Finnish proletariat does not
want to estrange Itself from Its brothers
In Russia. It detests and abhors those
who propagate national enmities. As a
free republic, free alongside a free Rus.
s!a, Finland will assume Its proper place
In the ranks of nations. Tho people
of Finland 'entertain no desire of eco-

nomic separation from Russia, and they
do not want to violate the right Inter-
ests of the Russian people. Finland's
economic relations toward Russia, as
well as toward other nations, should bo
determined by voluntary agreements and
not by the force of Russian political su-

premacy." '

TO AID LIBERTY LOAN

Stutc Regents Approve l'lan
Developed by Commis-

sioner Finley.

Pl'PILS TO BE. THAINEI)

Efforts Will Bo Made to Have
Children Ask Parents

to Subscribe. .
"

The enlistment of the 63.000 school
teachers of New York Stato In tho cam-

paign for the distribution, of 'the second
Llbety loan of 1917 has been under-
taken by the I.lbcjty Loan Committee
for the Second Fedeinl reserve district.
The plan was placed before the Regents
of the University of the State of New
York recently and received their official
approval yesterday. It will Involve tho
Instruction of more than 2,000,000 school
children of the State In tho funda-
mentals of the loan and the distribution
of loan circulars and the collection of
subscriptions by the teachers.

It will also call for the cooperation
of a special committee of tho Board of
Regents with the Liberty Loan Com-
mittee of this Federal reserve district.
Tho special committee has already been
appointed- and consists Byrne,
Abram I. ICIkus, former Ambassador tl
Turkey, nnd Charles II. Alexander. Dr.
Henry Noble MnrCracken, president of
Vnesar College and chief of the division
of Instruction of the State Council of
Defence, will also be associated In the
work of the campaign, while Andrew
Ten Kyck, as representative of the
Regents for the Stato Kducatlonal De-
partment, will be located at the Liberty
Loan headquarters tn this city.

Developed by Dr. Finley,
The plan of obtaining the assistance

of the school teachers was developed by
D.r John H. Finley, State Commissioner
of Education, with the aid of Dr. iv

Under the plan each teacher
will be asked to talk with the children
of her class concerning Government
bonds and try to Interest the pupils with
the object of getting them to ask their
parents to buy bonds. Each teacher
will be expected to make a personal visit
to tho home of every one of her pupils
with the Idea of getting the parents to
apply for a bond.

Commissioner Finley In discussing the
plan and the opportunity of national
service by teachers said yeterdavr

"Many opportunities for essential na-

tional service will come to the teachers,
school officers and school children as
America Is drawn more closely Into the
actual experhieces of the war. This
service has only to he asked to make
It available. The teachers have already
been called upon to give additional time
and labor of one kind or nnother. for
one or another public cause, but they
will respond In the spirit of soldiers to
the limit of their ability.

Observations In France.
"Having iuit returned from France. I

have fresh In my mind the Impression
received from my visits to the schools
there. Everywhere the teachers were
doing something beyond their regular
school work to help In this time of stress.
And the children were responding In
their various wnys. particularly through
their sewing and the cultivation of the
fields and through their modest contri-
butions to 'he help of their fellow
school children whose fathers had per-
ished In the war.

The French Minister of Public In-

struction said nt the opening of the
schools In September. 1914, that on the
first day of the school year the first
word of each master to his pupils should
be designed to lift the mind or each pu-
pil to the Idea of his country, and that
the first lessox should be dedicated to
tho sacred struggle In which France's
armies were engaged.

"But tho Idea must have expression
In something more than words If It Is to
be effective. And the very expression Is
to help not only the nation, hut the
schools themselves. Moreover, the
teacher has special recognition as an
unofficial representative of the republic."

BIG DISTILLERIES
WORK AT CAPACITY

Grind 50,000 BusheU of Corn
Daily at Terre Haute.

Tea tin Haum, Aug. 13. The big dis-

tilleries here are making spirits for
whiskey while they may at full capacity,
which means 80,000 bushels of corn
ground dally to make 200,000 to 223,000
gallons of proof spirits, and they will
continue .until tho lor.t hour, which Is
midnight September 8, by tho ruling of
Food Controller Hoover on the lawagalnst
any processes by which spirits may b
distilled for beverage purposes. The
general publlo has.no knowledge of the
vast investment that Is being made In
spirits and In whhtkey. It represents

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VIGILANTES PERMIT

TRAITOROUS TALKS

Twelve Meetings Visited, Two

of Which Arc Seditious,
but. No Arrests.

SPIES AMONG r PAT HOLS?'

Organization Will Weed Out
Pro-Germ- Suspects Be-

fore Acting.

Twenty-fiv- e Vigilantes, Including one
woman, met .with Cleveland Moffctt tn'
the offices of the American Defence ty

at 303 Fifth avenuo yesterday
afternoon, held an "experience moet- -
Jng," again discussed ways and means
of curbing street speakers
and again postponed Immediate action.

The report of a committee in secret
session, which was adopted by the meet-

ing at large, promised that a delegation
of Vigilantes would mako a concerted
effort "at an unannounced time In an
unannounced place." Arrests of

speakers, it was said, would
surely take place, but oil Police Inspec-
tor Cahalane's suggestion, who was
present In an advisory capacity, there
will be no Interruption of speakers such
as had been demanded by some of the
Vigilantes.

Incidentally vh Vigilantes decided to
Inquire Into their own membership, to
root out any suspicious members. Dr.
James Montgomery Irving, who made
the motion, was espc rally desirous that
the credentials of every volunteer er

receive a careful scrutiny by a
committee. To this end every Vigilante
must bring papers to headquarters at
8 :30 evening as Identifica-
tion.

Groands for Making; Arrests,
The same committee which recom-

mends action "at some time In some
place" proposed that the organization
take council with the Mayor's office and
the Federal authorities, disregarding a
motion that either one step or the other
bo taken. It also decided upon what
grounds a Vigilante should make an ar-
rest. They are: '

(1) Any flagrant Insult to the
President of the United States.

(2) Any statement urging young
men not to Join the military forces
of the United States.

(3) Any statement denouncing
Government action In sending troops
abroad.
These points came after the "experi-

ence meeting." during which patrolling
Vigilantes told of Saturday night's
street meetings they had attended, had
occasioned some Indecision about what
words of a speaker were sufficient to
cause arrest. A tabulation of the re-

ports would be something like this:
Vigilantes patrollng the streets... 20
Meetings visited 12
Meetings with treasonable speeches 2
Arrests . 0

Miss Katherlne Grant of Jersey City,
the one woman present at the meeting,
patrolled a part of Manhattan Saturday
night, but reported hearing no treason-
able utterances In street speeches.

Mr. Moffett explained the lack of ar-
rests In the face of reports that

words were spoken at two
meetings.

"I urged the American Defence Vigi-
lantes to make no arrests Saturday
n'ght." he said, "In tno hope that, after
all this publicity, the great mass of pa-

triotic citizens, the Broadway throngs,
would tako the matter Into their own
hands and voluntarily stop these dis-
loyal attacks on our ally England.
Alas, not one hand was lifted, not one
voice was raised In protest during an
hour of bitter Insult." He referred to
the meeting at Thirty-sevent- h Btrcet.

Mr, Moffett then went on to demand

Immediate action against what he termed
tho "paid German propaganda hiding
behind tho skirts of Ireland." 8ome of
those at the meeting suggested It w6uld
bo best to be sure of on Just what
grounds arrests should be made, and
Mr. Moffett agreed. Inspector Cahalane
explained that the great majority of
listeners .to a soap box orator were not
Now Yorkers, and that the Vigilantes
could npt expect much sympathy from
the crowd. Then he pointed out that
arrests made by the Vigilantes .while a
speech was In progress might cause a
riot, and requested that notes) be taken
and the arrests made after the meeting.

,'Appeal tor recruits to the ranks.of the
Vltllarttes ,wlll bo made this . "week
through the medium of the Home; De-

fence League, it was announced. The
district system of patrolling also will be
organized throughout the city, according
to plan's which call for an Immediate en-

largement oftthe scope of the work of
the Vigilantes, perhaps to Include atten-
tion to publications In the
United States.
t The Vigilantes took much encourage-

ment from the report that the Socialist
headquarters had sent out a circular let-

ter warning! speakers to be careful of
their language for a few days while ad-

dressing street crowds. Mr. Moffett said
he believed If such a letter really had
been sent It doubtless was due to the
work of tho Vigilantes In arousing public
opinion.

Speakers Afraid of "Spies,'
Another member of the Vigilantes who

patrolled In Brooklyn on Saturday night
reported that speakers there had said
"spies wero among the crowd,' evidently
meaning representatives of the Ameri-
can Defence Society. Northern Manhat-
tan was particularly free from obnoxious
street meetings, according to the reports,
of those who were on duty In thoso dis-
tricts. Jeremiah O'Leary's magazine
The Bull and the Socialist Call came In
for condemnation by some of the mem-
bers.

Accusation that Jeremiah O'Lcary Is
working In German Interests was made
by J. Newman, who professed that early
In tho war O'Leary had asked him to
campaign throughout the country and
organize anti-Britis- h sentiment.
O'Leary, according to Newman, said he
had plenty of volunteers to do the work,
but that their voices probably would not
bo suitable. Intimating that a German
accent was the cause. Newman showed
a discharge from the Canadian army,
and told of serving in the Philippines.
He suggested a corps of speakers for tho
Vigilantes which would serve to beat the

orators at their own game.
Permanent organization of the Vig-

ilantes will be effected at the meeting In
the American Defence Society offices to-

morrow evening. It was announced.
Members were urged to bring patriotic
friends as volunteers, but alt will be
subjected to a scrutiny of their purposes.

La Toilette's Pet Scheme Is

Costing Far More Than
He Estimated.

Special Dttpnlch to Tus Scv
Wasiunoton, Aug, 1 9. Approximately

$10,000,000 will be expended during the
present fiscal year by the division of
valuation of the Interstate Commciic
Commission nnd the roads themselves In
fixing the valuation of the railroads if
the United States.

The money and tho services of several
thousand men nre to be occupied with
work of no military Importance nnd of
doubtful economic value while the coun-
try Is ostensibly straining every re-
source to enable It to bear Its part in
the war.

Tho valuation programme, undertaken
originally largely at the Instance of
Senator La Fotlctto, was begun soon
after the p.issago of the act In March.
IS 1.1, According to the estimates fur-
nished by La Follette nnd others who
favored the work, It would require three
or four yeara to romplcto and would
cost Ices than $10,000,000.

The division of valuation of the In-

terstate Commerce Commission was ere.
atcd In May, 1913, and has been is
operation morn than four years. In ad-

dition tho railroads have cooperated tn
the extent of doing a large part of the
work.

Morehan the original estimate of the
whole cost of the work has been

every year since It was begun
Yet to date no actual value has been
established for n single mile of road in
tho fixing of rates. Data have been
completed for five small lines In various
partn of the country, but tho final de-

termination of values Is still to be made
Field work has been completed for about
100 000 miles of line in addition.

Railroad ofllcials who were vigorously
opposed to the measure when It wa
first proposed are now, for the most
part in favor of carrying It out. They
know that as a basis for rate fixing It la
valueless, but they believe that the
