To-dny the officlal conmlasion from
Belgium will be recelved by the
Mayor of New York and make
the acquaintance of representatives
of our cltlzens. First of the allled
natlons to feel the shock of war, Bel-
glum is the last—smve Jupan, whose
commiasioners nre now on the way to
Washington—to mnke officinl appeal
for cooperation and assistance from
our Government. But even though
they are lute the commissloners may
be sure of the heartlest response.

Beigium first challenged the ad-
miration of the world by its definnce
of Germany. theu cowpellsd world-
wide gratitude by giving that deflance
#ach practical effect that (b onrush
of the German nrmies wrx checked In
searon, That Parls wus saved and
the German campalgn wrecked In Its
first month was doe to the determined
arsertion of Belgian soverelgnty over
Its own territory and to the loyalty
with which the Relglan people upheld
the dictum of King Aunery, “Belgium
I8 a nation, not a bighway."

Tooking back after the experience
of three years of war of unparnlleled
ferocity the wmoml grandeur, the mng:
nificent iutrepidity of that Immediate
Belgian deflnnce gaing In lustre and
Im glory. Not unwittingly did Bel
glum make the cholee between a pru-
dent poltroonery and a gallant Inslst-
ence upon her rights. Her rulers
knew well enough the size of the odds
against which they had to contend.
They might concelvably have heark-
ened to the honeyed words of the
Kalser, offered a perfunctory resist-
gnce at the frontler, and then thrown
open thelr highways toGerman leglons,
By 20 dolng they might have averted
from thelr people most of the suffer-
Ing that has gince fallen upon them.
But they would bave given up their
national existenre In the act. By
this time the war would probably
have heen over. with Germany In u
poaition to dictate terms. Belgium
wonld have bLeen the first Germmn
spall of victory., The nation which
had no respect for the Scrap of Paper
that had guarantesd Belgian neutral-
Ity would have had less for lts own
promices mude Lo secure n free pas-

g for its rald on France. Beiglum
c wisely, but the fact does not
In the slightest degree detract from
the magnificent cournge which her de-
flance of Germany required.

In welcoming to«iay the envoys of
Belglum, New York Is moved at once
by sympathy for their country's suf-
fering and admiration for ita gallan-
try. It has been tried as by fire and
not found wanting.

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THE MENINGITIS GERM AND ITS WAR
TIME EFFECT.

Assembling of Great Armies Is Pecullarly Conduwelve to Extraordinary
Virulenee of Infectlous Microbes.

It Is well known that microbes un-
dergo changes of vitality and infect-
ing power, und as a rule It s safe to
say that the conditions of war time,
such as the ansembling of great armies
In camps, are fivorable to the develop-
ment of the pecullar virulence of these |
enemies of the recrult. [Hut a recent
outbreak of meningitis among French
troops In Flanders and Auvergne has
dirplayed the disease In an aspec
unlike [ty wusual symptoms that® It
might have been mistaken for a very
ordinary eruption of the skin if French
experts had not traced it to its true
origin.

It appears from the veport pablished
in Paris on the Aret of this month that
there in n phase In which the germ of
meningitis I8 far less deadly than in
Its usual form, exactly ns g row of
well worn cannon are less deadly than
u row of machine guns turned out
by a first rate firm.  This Impression
in certainly contrary to the prevalling
opinlon, which endows this microbe
with unvarying strength, but medienl
authorities are well acqualnted with
this mid or, as it were, exljausted
type, In fact the French doctors In
the Parls medical journal do not hesl-
tate to call it “meningite fruste™ or
defaced form of meningitis, by which
metaphor they desire to convey the
bhattered ard enfeebled condition of
the bacillus. As for the meningitis
produced by this germ, its conse-
quences to the patient are exceedingly
commonpluce,

In this form the disdase ahows (tself
In a slight headache, stiffness of the
neck, catarrh of tlie nose and moder.
ate fever. It is sald that in many
cases thexe symptome are observed
without fever, and soldiers are so lit-
tle affected that they go about their
dutlen ax usrual, Untll lately these
symptome attracted so little attention
that doctors were inclined to treat
them In a haphoazard manner,

Misled by the mildness and ordinary
character of the complaint, military
surgeons have advanced two expia.
nations of its appearance, affirming
that it was an abortive form of men-
ingltis and that the soldiers In whom
it showed (tself were carriers of germs,
mt now the French have (usued a re-
port in accordance with Investigations
af epldemica of this kKind which shows
that this form of meningitis In troops
mny be recognized by two slgns of
almost diagnostic and final meaning,
These are an abnormally slow pulse
and an eruption of the skin like small
blisters or vesicles containing a thin

watery fluid. Physlcians at the front
attach great Importance (o these
Bymptome.

Boldiers should be fully forearmed

by the knowledge that these manifesta-
tions are perhaps a warning of a real
attnck. Apart from this serious bear-
ing of meningitis In this mild and lol-
tering form on the real acute cerehro-
spinkl meningitis, it is consoling to
read that the riske of having it are
comparatively slight, The prevalence
