What more Impressive spectacle to

viduals to live In the future unmo-

lested and unnssasslnated, could there
be than the delivery of the German
Kaiser to the restored nnd reconsti-
tuted courts of Belgium for fair trlnl
and for Just sentence according to the
forms of Belgian law In the Palais de
Justice at Brussels?

But the trial ehould precede the
sentence.

Cotton Shipments and Our Soldiers.
To the makers of ammunition cot-

ton Is a fundamental necessity. It
forms the base, the substance of nil
high explosives. For this purpose It
Is estimated that the Allies arc using
not less than 3,000,000 bales annually,
while Germany requires 2,500,000
bales at least

Where does Germany get It?
In 1015, the lntest period for which

complete statistics arc available, the
total world's production of cotton was
20,823,000 bales of 500 pounds each.
Of this production 12,122,000 hales
were furnished by the United Stntcs

a short crop. India nnd Egypt sup-

plied 3,976,000 bales more. Thus
bales of the 20,000,000 bales

produced In , 1015 came from fields
within or controlled by the United
States and Great Brltnln. The remain-
ing 4,000,000 bales were produced by
China, Russia, Brazil, Peru, Persia
nnd a number, of other countries.
None of them produces more than Is

sufficient for Its own domestic uses.
It Is apparent, therefore, that the

cotton which supplies Germany with
material for her high explosives must
come from the United States and
from the British colonies. All the
other cotton raising countries put to
(tether produce only a few hundred
thousand bales more thnn needed for
this purpose alone, and they nre not
exporting nntlons. The British eon-tro-

shipments from their colonies nb
solutcly, nnd the conclusion Is lncvl- -

tnble that It Is the United States
which Is guilty of the Incredible folly
and crime of selling to Its enemy the
material for ammunition wherewith
to blast the bodies of our soldiers on
the battle line.

The enormous Increase In our ex-

ports of cotton to States In commer-

cial touch with Germnny clinches this
chnrge. It must be remembered thnt
In nil these States, notably Switzer-
land, Italy and Holland, the scarcity
of fuel Is so great that cotton mills,
like other manufacturing plnnts, nre

, running at half capacity. Notwith-
standing this our exports of cotton to
Spain, Holland, Denmark, Sweden,
Norway nnd Italy leaped from 335,000
bales in 1013 to 1,098,000 hales In
1015 and 525,000 bales In 1010. Short-
age of tonnage Is said to account for
the falling oft In the lntter year.
Italy, though at war with Germany, Is
under suspicion of passing on much
of her greatly increased Imports of
cotton to that country through Swit-

zerland. Her own mills nre running
nt half capacity, yet her Imports from
the United States doubled between
1014 and 1015, and are increasing
during the current year.

Without cotton In sufficient quanti
ties our enemies can no longer prose
cute tho war, and without the con
ntvance of n certain portion of our
peoplo they cannot get the cotton. It
Is unbelievable that we shall continue
to supply them with the material from
which to fabricate explosives with
which to hlaughter our soldiers. We
send tin.' flower of our land across
the vtuler to fight for our protection
nnd the cause of humanity and de-

mocracy, We send out our navy to
make the fen safe for shinning. And
jlitm we load down the ships. thus
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protectctl Itli the material fo'r explo-tdve- s

to be used ngninst our soldiers.
It Is Incredible that the Government
should permit tho continuance of so

suicidal n policy.
It Is asserted that the great Interest

of the South In the price of cotton
has thus far blocked nny endeavor to
regulate Its shipment, or even to put
on embargo upon It. Tho sensitive-
ness of the Administration to South-

ern sentiment I well known, nnd the
domination of Congress by that sec-

tional Interest Is unfortunately no-

torious. But we doubt whether any
section or Its political representatives
would be willing to defend openly n
policy which permits profit seekers to
supply the Germans with munitions
for use against our troops. If the
arms factories of Bridgeport should
contend for the right to ship guns
nnd nmmuifuion for Teutonic use, they
would be ndoptlng n no more unpatri-
otic and treasonable course than fli
public nnin who defends the unre-

stricted shipment of cotton to coun-

tries that notoriously transfer It at
once to German hands.

ture from the laboratory at Wnshlng-to- n

must have found Its way to the
offlce of that usually cheerful New
York physician Pr. James J. Walsh.
In nn nrtlcle on "Utopia: Where Men
Were Hnppy" In the American Catho-

lic Quarterly Kcrfcic.lie betrays symp-

toms of profound doldrums. This
would not be remarkable in a mere
doctor, but Dr. Walsh Is a historian,
nnd no historian should be appalled
by anything. Yet he writes :

"Whenever I have lectured on The
Thirteenth as the Happleat of Cen-

turies,' however, I have usually ven-

tured to suggest that probably the very
unhapplest time of human existence Is

our own. For some reason apparently
in the designs of an Inscrutable Provi-

dence we were born Into, the period
when more human beings In proportion
to Who whole number of those nllve are
unhappy than was probably true ever
before. Since the outbreak of the war
I do not find many people who dis
agree with me seriously, but even be
fore the war I felt that this expression
as to the superlative unhapplness of
the men of our time was true. Our In

sanity rate was higher than ever before
and has doubled in the last generation.
Our suicide rate Is ever so much higher
than at any time before, and that, too.

has more than doubled within a gener-

ation. Besides the age at which people

go Insane and commit suicide Is get
ting to be ever younger and younger,
for the strain, the struggle for exist
ence and the stress of the lack of sym
pathy around them produces a profound
feeling of discontent and dissatisfaction
with life."

Dr. WAi.sn Is preferable to Polly'
anno, of course, yet wo think he
shares that young lady's fault of going
to extremes. The theory that every-

thing is wrong Is delightful In that
so m'ony things can be shown to be
wrong Including the theory Itself.
Possibly the rntes on Insanity nnd sul
clde nppear to lie higher now thnn
ever before, because the statisticians
of previous generations were lax.

Everything moves, either forward
or backward, or seems to. Novels nnd
the weather are worse than they were
ten yenrs ago; motor tires nnd tele-

tihone service nre better. Take the
thirteenth century, accepted by Dr,

Walsh ns the happiest of humnn
cvcles: wns there no cause for the
megrims then?

It is easy to fancy King John in
the dumps when the hjirons crowded
un bearing Magna Chnrtn. Whnt n

century! he must have said to him
self; the eleventh for me! More brief
and bitter were the thoughts of his
contemporary, Pmur of Swnblu, nt
tho moment Otto of Wittetebach slew
him. The people of rekln surely
were not hnppy when Genghis Khan
came nlong. As Louis IX. fell into
the hands of the Egyptians wo cannot
Imagine him blessing the century. The
people of Wales, conquered by Ed- -

waicd, probnbly decided thnt It was
the worst century thnt most of them
had ever lived In. The Inst Caliph of
Bagdad, retired from his delightful
business by the Mongols, did not rise
to say that this was the decade of
decades. Marco Polo may have
started his tour for the purpose of
learning whether things went a
badly In Tnrtnry ns In Venice.

IN THE RED CROSS SERVICE.

An Ambulance Driver Who Got Within
Fifty Yards of the Germans.

From a rfi-e- l teller.
We have been at the front a little over

four months. During that time our ex-

periences have been many and varied.
First I will explain to you our system
of service. There are forty men In my
section, section seven, and twenty cars,
so there are always two men on a car.
We are divided Into four squads In or-

der to have five cars always on duty
at a post. A post Is an advanced posi-

tion near the front, consisting of sev-

eral doctors, stretcher bearers and a cook.
We leave camp early in the morning
for the post where one service Is for
twenty-fou- r hours. During the day two
cans are on duty at smaller posts near
the third line trenches, where the
wounded ar brought In.

As soon as wo receive any wounded
the long slow drive to the hospital six
miles away begins. At night we drive
still further up to the trenches to posts
which cannot be reached In the day-

time, as the road Is In plain view of
the Germans, who never hesitate to
shell a Red Cross ambulance. At these
night posts we have most of the excite-
ment, as they are often shelled and
gas Is occasionally sent over. There
are dugouts at these posts where we
take shelter when the shells begin to
come In, and we always carry gas masks
which we already have had opportunity
to use.

The driving to and from the night
posts Is the most difficult, as the roads
aro usually Jammed with trucks, am-

munition carts and moving troops. Be-

sides this we have to avoid the shell
holes, and of course as we use no lights
on dark nights the work Is quite stren-
uous, as the Inclination Is to go fast
when the shells and shrapnel explode.

Our main camp Is well behind the
lines among the ruins of a little village,
where the trees have also been cut down
by the "boches." Several times In the
past week memy aeroplanes have
dropped bombs on our camp, but no
damage was done,

I must tell you of an Interesting ex-

perience I had with the man on my car.
We had driven out to the night post,
nnd ns there were no wounded we
started on a little walk toward the first
line french. A Captain soon halted us
and asked our business. When we told
him we were American ambulance driv
ers he Immediately called a Lieutenant
and two soldiers, who took us not only
through the tlrst line trench, but quite
a way beyond It to an outpost, where
wo were allowed to fire a machine gun
nnd throw a hand grenade at the Ger-

mans not fifty yards distant. It was
what I would call "some" trip.

To the Editor or The Sun Sir: The
more I look Into this high cost of living
question the more I am convinced that
It Is all a matter of geography and In
dividual capacity on the part of the

I have shopped from the Bat
tery to Yonkers and have bought every
thing froni mattresses to milk, from
dry goods to doughnuts, and shoes to
shines, and the price discrepancies" In
various sections are wonderful. This
must be apparent to any one who takes
the keen, practical Interest in the sub
Ject that I do, but there are not enough
of us who have the opportunities or the
Inclination to do this, and that Is why
the retailer "gets away with It."

Just a few Items to illustrate:
Smoked salmon sells on rtlvlngton street
at 28 cents a pound, on 180th street at
32 cents and In Yonkers at 48 cents
White bread can be bought for eight
cents a pound In Jewish localities ; rye
bread for six and seven; up here In
Yonkers It Is 10 and 12 for rye and
about 15 for white. Muslin on a push-
cart Is 14 cents; In Yonkers It Is 22

while the big stores charge 20.
We pay outrageous prices for shoe

repairing up here and get miserable
leather. Once In a while we strike
decent lob at even less money. One
place will charge you 10 cents for
shine, while others charge only five.

I have drunk better Ice cream sodas
for five cents than some places charge
seven for.

You hear people say that a dollar
goes nowhere; that meat for one meal
costs a dollar. Well, that all depends.
Personally I do not And this so. For
$1.25 I came home loaded Saturday
with enough good meat for three days,
besides vegetables and bread. The qual
ity was beyond reproach ; but It was
bought In a section of New York where
the people can pay Just so much and
no more.

AVhy, I thought that the penny b.i
nana was extinct with the dodo, but
don't you believe It' You can get
them ; but not In the automobile dls
trlct.

THE EFFECTIVE AND CRUSHING WORK
OF RUBBER TIRED CAVALRY.

Armored Molor Cars as Aids to the

Stranded Russian Artillery.

And now It is the rubber tired
I

cavalry!
The horso that eats gasolene, that

requires no tether, no lariat and no
cooling down at tho end of tho day,
has come to take a new, unique and
Important placo In tho refined art of
killing people at wholesale that men
have for many ages glorified under tho
name of war.

In all of the chapters upon war,

from tho time of Philip of Mncedon
down to Pershing, there Is nothing
that offers so Interesting a study as
tho armored car. It camo Into its own
for the first time In Galicla but a few
days ugo. From this tlmo on the mili-

tary instructors will have to revise
their teachings and their tactics to fit
the Innovation. It Is true that the
armored car came along In Belgium
In tho early days when tho forts at
Liege were preventing a speedy re-

making of the world's map. But they
came then ns Independent factors
which played nbout the fringes of the
war gume without definite place.

In Galicla they were regularly fitted
Into place as coordinating units in a
general scheme, ns powerful aids to
the Infantry and as tho most Impor-
tant protection for stranded artillery
that the brain of man had as yet de-

vised. It was no fault of theirs that
tho motor cars did not save the Rus-
sian artillery. They did their part.
They slid It wonderfully well, with the
most scientific accuracy and with re-

sults that have made old army officers
revise their ideus about rear guard
fighting. Had the Russian Infantry
been faithful to its trust the armored
cars would have saved nvory gun.

The distance to Galicla is great.
There aro men on tho battle fronts
closer to homo who are closer to hoart.
So the popular mind has paid little at-

tention to tho performances of the
motors because it did not travel far
enough from tho moro familiar scenes,
the more familiar names nnd the men
who aro more closely connected with
our Western life. Americans thought
of Galicla chiefly ns a land thnt con-

tained small towns which hnd gone
amuck In tho alphabet seeking names
that suggested tho arrangement of a
set of blocks in nn Infantile asylum
for the weak mlndod.

The fact that three entire armies
armies in every sense of the word ex-
cepting that they lackod a concen-
trated command were advancing
over a front as wide as from New
York to Baltimore did not seem to
mnke much impression In this coun-
try. But It fell to the lot of this ad-
vance,- tho first that the Russians
made after Alexander Kerensky
came to the virtual dictatorship of a
chaotio realm, to prove to the soldiers
of all lands that an automobile with
a gnme chauffeur and u proper arma-
ment Is worth Its weight in real gold.

Nobody seemed to realize that nny
particular attention had been paid to
the equipment of these new Russian
armies. The public rend the names of
unpronounceable towns which they
passed on their eastward sweep with
languid Interest.

Suddenly the name of Locker Lamp- -
son began to trouble the wires. Lamp- -
son surclv bore no Russian natronvmlc.

Hegnrdlcss of tho fact that
three Russian fronts were In action,
that a Macedonian front claimed some
attention, that Mesopotamia offered
some attrnctlon, that Kgypt nnd East
Africa and the Holy Land were still
on tho map, the reading public settled
back to consider the French front
with Its stalemate as the one spot on
the face of tho earth worthy of eon.
slderatlon.

Out of It all chugs the motor car,
with engine going full tilt, with tho
pilot pushing It over heavy roads to
protect a routed army, nnd with guns
of considerable size checking Infantry
and cavalry until the Held artillery of
the Germans might come to life.

The purposo of a rear guard In such
a case Is to protect the retreat of the
main body. It must check, hold up,
harass and delay tho advancing foe.
In any orderly army tho rear guard
for such a largo fighting force would
have held all three arms, tho Infantry,
the artillery and tho cavalry.

Hut the Infantry of tho Hussions
was In panic. Artillery without sup.
porting troops Is as helpless as a
babe. Tho cavalry was by no meani
sufficient for the task before It.

The commander in chief sent for '

Lnmpson.
"They have cut through our lines

on a front of fifteen miles." he sail
"If they are not checked they will get
behind our flank and cut the line of
retreat, nnd that spells ruin for us
and for ltussla."

That is where Lampson Jumped Into
the fifteen mile breach to make a
name for himself and a place for all
future wars for the armored motor
car. His scheme was simple. 1U
picked the best roads leading toward
the enemy, well knowing that the ad-

vancing columns would pick tho best
and most direct routCH. Then he ran
his motors utrataht back for the foe.

The guns mounted on his cars had
more range than the Infantry couM

mnke. The machine guns they car-

ried wero poison to any advance cav-

alry.
As the long, field gray columns hovs

In sight Lampson let loose the gum
from his. chugging machines, which
were kept going like the machines that
our New York gunmen use when tak-

ing part in a criminal nffalr that re-

quires a speedy getaway without un-

due notice to the police. The German
Infantry went to cover along the road,
nnd signalled for a light battery to
make the going hard for the rubber
tired cavalry.

But the gasolene horses could ou-
trun the bay burners, nnd when th.
artillery got around to the head of the
column the motor cars had Joyrided
back to the next station where the ad-

vance could be held up. Once a Ge-
rman cavalry outfit ran afoul of the
machine guns nnd little rapid Ilrers. It
lied prectyitntcly.

So the eight cylinder mounts kept
plugging nway all along the roads,

until they hnd so delayed the Germins
thnt they could not use the fifteen
mile gap to Its full ndvantnge.

ns factors In army equipment

And, Incidentally, it puts Locker
Lampson along with Marshal Ney as
a rear guard commander whose work
will in later years Interest the readers
of war lore.
