Mr. Garfield said tentntlva plan had

been drawn up providing for three
things, the expansion of the mines to

production, the licensing of Job-
bers nnd middlemen and the fair treat-
ment of retailers.

Ho said these plans provided for a
licensing syritem for Jobbers similar to
tho licensing system to be employed un-
der the food administration. It Is rec-
ognised that to license retail coal dealers
would Involve an enormous task of su-

pervision. However, the Government Is
prepared to do this If It finds It neces-
sary. It believes, however, that tho
basis has now been established for a
universal price for coal and that the In-

formation which the public will now
have should act automatically In re-

stricting tho profits of retailers to a fair
basis.

Another plan which the Government
has In mind Is to organise a corporation
similar to tho gram corporation which
would buy doal from Individual mine
and sell It to tho public as a price regu
lator.

The prices fixed for anthracite are
practically the same In many Instances
as have prevailed recently at tno mines.
It has been known for some tlmo that
conditions In the anthracite field were
far different from those In the bltuml
nous field In that no such margin wns
being reaped by tho producer. Nor have
the margins of the Jobbers of anthracite
been much In excess of those fixed to-d-

by the President excopt In tho panto
months of last winter, when In some
cases they wont up us high as 92 cents.

Jobbers1 Mnricln.
The margin allowed the Jobbers Is In

Accordance with suggestions contained
In a letter sent out by the Federal Trade
Commission to jobbers on June v.

While regulations nffect dl
rectly only the producers and Jobbers,
It Is tho retail dealers In anthracite who
are In reality being ulmed at. Investlga
tlon by the Trade Commission has shown
that last winter retailers In New York
were taking as a margin as much as
11.35. In that case the dealer was pay-
ing 15,63 for coal ami charging t'J for
It, while the Jobbers margin was 40
cents. The average freight rate from
the mines to New York Is $1.45 a ton, to
which should be added 20 cents for
lighterage. This would make a ton of
white ash broken coal under the new
prices cost a New York retailer 10.15,
plus the 20 cents margin of the Jobber,
or A total of 6,E5..

The schedules are to go Into effect
Immediately, as do the bituminous prices,
pending further Investigation and de-

termination of them by the I'lestdent
and his advisers.

The biggest problem Ahead of the coal
administration, as seen by officials who
have studrl'd the situation. Is the labor
situation. The general reduction ot
prices In the bituminous fields probably
means that labor will be disappointed In
many requests for wage Increases based
on the high prices producers have been
receiving for their output.

Power In Strives.
If there are strikes and production Is

reduced the Government can take over
and operate the mines, hut It has no
power to compel labor to work. Offl.
clals of the Government and tabor rcp--
restntstlves are cpnducting negotiations
over this problem. Some operators have
declared It will be Impossible for them
to grant wage Increases under the new
scale of prices, and throughout the mid-
dle- West and In other parts of ths coun-
try general coal mine strikes are pend-
ing.

RETAIL COAL PRICE

HERE STAYS SAME

Godsend to Public nnd Deal-

ers, One Largo Trader
Snys.

"A godsend to both public and deal-

ers," was the way the news that Presi-
dent Wilson had fixed the prices of an-

thracite coal was received by at least
one of the bigger retail dealers in Man-
hattan last night when told by a re-

porter.
Kolomon M. Schatskln. who Is a nt

of the Hums Hros. Arm, the
largest retail distributers of coal In this
city. If not In the entire country, also
expressed the opinion that the action
taken yesterday at Washington was
"one of the best things for the public
and the readers that could have hap-
pened," nut Mr. SchaUkJn, who was
1 posted finally at a hotel In Allenhurst,
N. J., by telephone and was the only of
ficial of the Burns firm that could be
reached last night, said that he be
lieved that the prices set by Washing-
ton did not give much promise of re-

duction In the present retail prices In
this city.

When freightage, lighterage, cartage
and the other unavoidable oxpenses of
getting the coal from the mines Into New
York city's coal bins are added to the
prices at the mine which you tell me
the President has decided upon," said
Mr. Shatskln. "the total cost to the

and therefore to the consumer
here, cannot show any great reduction
from present prices.

Aeea Benrflt for All.
But I can't think of anything better

for all concerned, the public and the
dealers, than the action the President
has taken. Since war conditions began
to affect the coal situation the dealers
have been In hot water most ot the time
n order to get at some systematic uni

formity of prices among producers, Job-
bers, dealers and, consequently, for the
consumers.

Now that the President has set a
price at the mines nnd has further fixed
upon Jobbers' profits of not more than

0 cents a ton for deliveries east ot
Buffalo the public at least will know
what they ought to pay for coal. Since
the war upset conditions mere liavo
been many instances where unscrupulous
dealers have asked extortionate prices
from the consumer on the plea that the
mines were asking unheard of prices,
that coal at the mines had Jumped to
the skies owing to shipments to Europe,
that the war had caused a snortaje, or
any other tale that enme to hand which
cnuld be offered as an excuse tor xneir
own greed.

Now the people will know the Initial
cost of what they are buying. And the
fixing of prices w)H neip me repuiaoie
lealers to arrive at some sort oi system- -
alio rate, which In recent months has
been a hard thing to do because of some
of the skyrocketing practices ot small
dealers who gouged the consumers of
their neighborhoods upon tne sugntesi
pretext.

Furthermore, the ruling ot tno rres- -

Ident Is of great Importance to the
dealer and his customers Inasmuch as
It has an Important bearing on the
system of double prices which has pre-

vailed for some time. There has been
the price per ton charged by the large
producers and another price, per ton
charged by the Independent producers.
usually under normal conditions tne
prices set by the big fellows and the
price set by the smaller Independents
have been about the same. Hut then
along would come an abnormal con
dition and Immediately the Independ
ents, with lots of coal on hand, but
of an inferior quality, would boost their
price sometimes S3 or It a ton over
the prices that had been prevailing.

Profit for Jobbers.
"Twenty cents a ton profit Is ample

for the Jobbers. Everybody must see
at once how the fixing of the Jobber's
profit and of the price ot the coal at
the mine will put a stop to the un-
settled conditions of the coal trade so
far as the retail dealer's side of the
matter Is concerned and the consequent
benefits to the public at large.

"At a time when coal was, say, sell-
ing at 1 8 a ton here retail consumers
have come to the bigger dealers hero In
New York with stories that the little
fellows In their neighborhood have de
manded 113 a ton ami more, hacking
their demands up with all sorts of tales.
The President's action should put a stop
to these small practices also.

When asked what In a general way
was the freight charge ot bringing a ton
of anthracite from the coal regions of
Pennsylvania to tidewater at New York
Mr. Schatzkln said that owing to his un
familiarity with the freight department
of the coal business he could not nn
swer, and ho Jieeltated over the ques- -
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tlon also because, he said, although the
Pennsylvania anthracite coal fields are
comparatively not extensive, there were
geographical reasons enough to make
the question a dlllU'ult one to answer. In
the most general terms, however, Mr.
8chaUkln said he thought the freight
rate per ton from ft Pennsylvania mine
to tidewater was "around II or 12.26."

According to figures computed at
Washlngtonl last night the average
freight cost for carrying n ton of an-

thracite from the mines to tidewater
hereabouts was placed .at SI. 15, to
which a lighterage charge of 20 cents a
ton should be added. Adding to this the
Jobber's profit ot 20 cents a ton and
SI. 75 cents to cover the combined cost
of unloading the coal here, screening It,
"shrinkage" and cartage the estimate
of 11.75 o cover these Inst Items Is
Mr. Schatzkln's estimate It Is seen at a
glance that adding the cost per ton at
the mine as set by the President, plus
the cost of getting the coal Into Man-hatta- n

and then paying Jobber's and
dealer's profits leaves little likelihood
of n marked reduction In the price per
ton which the consumer will have to
pay under the new conditions.

The President's rulings on the prices
of the various grades of "egg" and
"stove" slses of coal should be of most
Interest locally, according to the dealers
seen last night. It Is the "egg" slse
which Is used chiefly to heat spartment
house and hotels In this city, and It Is the
stove site that does the cooking In New
York kitchens that do not depend upon
gas. Mr. KchatiKin placed tne iocsj
yearly eoniu motion In New York In
round numbers at about 6,000,000 tons
In Manhattan sad 2,000,000 a year In
The Bronx ami about 2,000,090 tons a
year In Brooklyn.

JAPAN WELCOMES

AMERICA AS ALLY

Autograph Letter by Emperor
Presented to President by

Viscount IbIiH.

MISSION HAS BUSY DAY

White House Dinner, Climax

of Greeting to Special

Ambnssndor.

WashinotoH, Aug. 23. Viscount
lahll, special Ambassador and head ot
Japan's mission to the United States,
presented his credentials to President
Wilson Into y and with them an
autograph letter from his Emperor con-

gratulating the President and the people

of the United States upon their decision
to enter the war against Oermany.

The Ambassador recalled seeing
American and Japanese colors waving
together at the rollef of Pekln In 1500,

and told the President It was u source
of pride to every Japaneso that the
United States now wus fighting for a
peace based on the Independence of the
smallest and weakest of States, "on
contempt for the arrogance of material-
istic force, on reverence for the pledged
word.

Viscount lshll and the mem-

bers of his mission were the guests of
the President at a state dinner in the
White House, closing a day of the formal
calls of courtesy preceding the Import-
ant conferences at whleh the business of
the visitors will be discussed.

Bears Words af Greeting.
Presenting his credentials to the Pres-

ident Viscount Ishil said :

"Mr. Pbjcsipsnt: On this occasion I
have the good fortune to be the bearer
of a special message of welcome and
deep appreciation from his Imperial
Majesty, the Emperor of Japan, to the
President and mverlgn people of the
United States of America, on their mo-
mentous decision to cooperate In the
great war now raging.

"His Majesty, Interpreting the unani-
mous sentiment of Japan, congratulates
your great country an this determina
tion. It has been arrived at, not lightly
and In a moment of passion, but after
the exercise ot a noble patience and In
a spirit of unselfish chivalry which have
excited the admiration of tho whole
world. That America Is now fighting
on the side of Japan is u source of pride
to his Majesty and to every Japanese.

"It is not the first time, I may be al
lowed to remind you, Mr. President, that
this has happened. In 1900 I had the
privilege of seeing with my own eyes
the American and Japanese colors wav-
ing together, when the allied troops, in
the race of ternoie airncuiues, m
umphantly relieved the besieged legs- -
Hons at Pekln. I well remember the
skill and courage with which the Amer-
ican, civilians and soldiers cooperated In
the defence. The resourceful bravery
which thoso few Americans showed then
American legions will show now.

Predicts Matnnl Good Will.
"Tho auspicious cooperation of the

United States ot America and Japan In
the tremendous task ot restoring the
reign of mutual confidence and good will
smong the nations of the earth cannot
but draw us closer together. Our com-
mon efforts are directed to seeking an
enduring peace, baaoA on respect for the
Independence ot the smallest and weakest
States ; on contempt of the arrogance
of materialist force; on reverence for
the pledged word. In the service of
these common Ideals our two countries
must surely realise a far nearer friend-
ship than before.

This la no ordinary war. It Is an
Issue between common morality and an
Inhuman system of calculated aggres-
sion which would render all friendly
Intercourse Impossible. The welcome
fact that the United States stands side
by side with the allied Powers Is a
guarantee ot early victory, and so his
Imperial Majesty halls It as such with
deep gratification.

Praldrnt Itepllea In Kind.
The President said In reply:
'Mr. Ambassador It is with a sense

of deep satisfaction that I receive from
your hand the letters whereby you are
accredited as the Ambassador Extraor-
dinary and Plenipotentiary of Japan on
special mission to the United States. It
is a pleasure to accept through you,
from your Imperial sovereign, congratu-
lations on the entrance ot the United
States into the great conflict which Is
now raging.

The present struggle Is especially
characterized by the development of the
spirit of cooperation throughout the
greater part of the world for the main
tenance of the rights or nations ana
the liberties of Individuals. I assure
your Excellency that, standing as our
countries now do, associated In this
great struggle for the vindication of
Justice, there will be developed those
closer ties of fellowship which must
come from ths mutual sacrifice of life
and property. May the efforts now
being exerted by an Indignant humanity
lead at the proper time to the complete
establishment of Justice and to a peace
which will be both permanent and
serene.

"I trust your Excellency will find your
sojourn among us most agreeable, and
I should be gratified If you would be so
good as to make known to His Imperial
Majesty my best wishes for his welfare,
for that of your wonderful country and
for the happiness of Its people.

"I am most happy to accord you rec-
ognition In your high capacity."

Viscount Jshll called at the State De-

partment and after paying his respects
to Secretary Lansing was escorted by
the Secretary to the White House,

Pershing Wn tehee Battle.
Gen. Pershing wsh ahlo to witness the

wonderful handling of the French troops
which conquered Dead Man's Hill, Gonna
Hill and the ndjacont wooas ana cap-

tured about 4,000 prisoners, beside tak-
ing a number of big guns and destroying
many others.

The Germans bored Into the twin
summits of I Mort Homme two tun-
nels, whleh they named Crown Prince
nnd Bismarck, Tho French bombard-
ment smashed them, killing hundreds of
the occupants, but leaving many still
alive to be captured later. In the first
named tunnel alone 600 prisoners wore
taken,

Germans to Ille nt Posts.
The testimony of prisoners shows that

the Germans Intended to hold tho left
bank of the Mouse nt all costs, The
regiments stationed tbere were ordered
to dlo nt their posts, If necessary. Many
of them eld so, while thoso that re-

mained In tho lino were captured. Over
two-thir- of the prisoners were taken
there.

All attempts to recapture the positions
lost proved vain, every German effort
being thrown back In disorder. The re
markable tning about tno wnoie hrenen
offensive Is the smallncss of their losses,
while those of the enemy have been ter-
rible, as can bo seen wherever one goes
on the battlefield. Of one German dl- -.

vision at least three regiments exist no
more, and those remaining nllvo are
prisoners.

OFFICIAL REPORTS.

I'tahtlnK on Western Front Is
Tactically Described.

Lonpon, Aug. 21. Following are the
official reports on fighting at the west-

ern front:
French (Day) Tho German ar-

tillery was very active north of the
Alsne, especially in the sector be-

tween ls and Hurtc-bls- e.

Several enemy attacks In the
regions of Iiffaut mill, Allies and
Cerny were repulsed.

On the left bunk of the Meuta
(Verdun front) our artillery, which
had Jthe upper hand, was very active
during the night. On the right bank
of the river a detail operation enabled
us to reduce a tin all point of re-

sistance north of Mortmont Farm.
We took seventeen prisoners.

The number of prl.-one-rs taken since
August 20 has reached 7.S39. Includ-
ing 1S5 officers and fiOO wounded.
The captured material Includes 24 can
non of all calibres and more than 200 J
machine guns, in addition to nine can-
non which were destroyed.

French (Night) Calm prevailed
alotK the whole front , there was re-

ciprocal artillery activity on both oldea
of the Meuse. In the region east of
Altkirch our artillery caught under
Its fire a German drachen, which was
brought down In flumes.

Belgian Communication On the
nlgbt ot August 2 the enemy fired
In the region of Nieucapelle several
thousand asphyxiating projectiles of
all calibres. August 22 was relatively
calm. In the night of August 22-2- 3

one of our patrols penetrated an
enemy trench near Dlxmude, but re-

tired before eupcrlor forces. There
was slight artilley activity to-d-

owing tn the unfavorable weather.

British Gnln Xllithtlv.
British ( Night ).Henvy local fight-

ing has taken place all. day for
Uie possession of an Important en-

emy stronghold Immediately south of
Iens, known as the Urctn Crassler.
Our troops gained a footing on the
spoil heap early this morning and
have since beaten off several coun-
ter attacks, In which the enemy
suffered heavy losses both from our
artillery and In hand-to-han- d fight-
ing. Possession of the position Is
still being fiercely dlfpated

A hostile attack upon one of the
fortified farms captured by us yes-
terday north of the Ypre.-Kou!e-

railway was repulsed by our ma-
chine gun fire.

Wo have advanced slightly to the
northeast of Langemarck.

German (Uay) After fruitless par-
tial thrusts made In the past few days
the English yesterday agsln proceeded
to make great attackn between Lange-marc- k

and Hnllebeke. The attacks
continued throughout the day and far
Into the night and led to heavy light-
ing. At many places the English
pushed forwanl by the' use of

as many as lx times
against our linex Again and again
they wero driven back by our troops
after stubborn hand to hand fighting.

Mnny Tnnka Put Oat of Action.
Of the numerous tanks, which were

Intended to facllltute the Infantry in
the penetration of our imsltlons, a
majority were put out of action by
our tire, With the exception of two
pl.ircs east of St Julian and on the
Ypree-Mcnl- n road our foremost
trenches on tho fifteen kilometer fight-
ing front were completely maintained.

After a short spell nf drumfire
against Ins this morning advancing
enemy detachments were repulsed.
Further fighting still Is In progress
here.

Record Made in Preparing
Qunrtcrfl for 25,000 on

Hempstead Plains.

SOLDIERS DUE

Sixty-ninth- 's Fiphters to Lay

Camp Mills Is ready for the 28,000

of France. All records have been
smashed in getting this camp Into shape,
for Just twelve days ago the work was
started.

More than three hundred carpenters and
laborers were discharged last night, their
work being completed. All Jhat now re-

mains to be done Is cleaning up the
debris and getting the camp splc and
span for the reception of troops, which
are expected to pour In, beginning to-

morrow night.

tract Is compared to that undertaken
when Camp Black was pitched on tne
same site during the Spanish American
war, residents marvel at the celerity
with which all has been accomplished.

WARNED BY MAYOR

Told BlockcrnardinR Country's
Allies Lays Them Open

to Arrest.

Mavor Mltchel sent to Police Commis
sioner Woods yesterday a copy of a long
epistle he had written to jeremian
O'Laarv. nresident of the American
Truth Society, and told the Commis-
sioner to do tho best he could under the
present laws to suppress treasonable and
disloyal utterances. The Mayor's letter
to O'Leary was In the nature of a warn-I- n

thst the nresent lsws do not per
mit Indlscrimlnste language respecting
the operation of war. and that speakers
who insist upon delving Into Interna
tional issues may find them loaded,

"I know that we may rely upon the
entire police force," wrote the Mayor to
Commissioner Woods, "to continue to do
everything In their power to enforce the
laws against sedition ana msinyauy.

The Mayor's outline of the law was
given to 0'I.eury In reply to a letter
that came from the president of the
Truth Society inquiring what the atti
tude of the city administration would pe
toward those who persisted In using
that brand of "free speech," which Im-

pelled Cleveland Moffett to call public
attention, In a somewhat strenuous fash-Io-

to the character of the freedom that
the speakers sought,

Mnynr Quotes Constitution.
O'Leary bade the Mayor examine his

conscience nnd reveal what things It
held with respect to the future action of
the police in such cases. Along with the
letter he sent a copy of one along the
same lines that had been mailed to Mag-

istrate Fuchs.
The text for the O'Leary letters was

seventh street for a speech in which he
expressed his opinion of

O'Leary Judgment Mr. Robinson was
merely Indulging a constitutional right,
and he wanted to know how far the
Mayor proposed to go In the matter of
disagreeing with him on the Issue of
constitutional law and privilege.

The Mayor, In putting Into words his
views for both the guidance of Mr.
O'Leary and the police, said :

"The Constitution of our country
guarantees to all cltltens the right of
tree speech, nnd it will be the concern,
as It is the duty, of the city government,
to conserve this right and to protect
every citizen In Its legitimate exercise.

"Free speech, however, does not In-

clude the preachment of treason or sedi-
tion, incitement to violence or utterances
tending to create a breach of the peace.
The action of tho city government
through the police force will be gov-
erned by the statute law. It Is as fol-
lows :

"The Constitution of the United States
defines treason to Include 'adhering to
their the United States enemies, giv-
ing them aid and comfort'

'This country Is at war with Ger-
many. Public denunciation of the action
of the United States Government In co-
operating with other Governments In
fighting a common enemy is calculated
to give aid and comfort to that enemy.

"I also call your attention to the act
of Congress enacted June IB, 1917,
known as tho espionage act"
nlarhKnnrdlns Allies Is Culpable.

citing the act. willfully makes false
statements with the Intent to Interfere
with the military or naval forces of the
United States, or attemnts in en... r..
sistance to the obligation of citizens V,

bear arms In defence of this country Is
guilty under this statute. To urge men
against service which Involves coojieia-tio- n

with the allies of the United States
Is clearly attempting to obstruct the re
cruiting and enlistment service of the
United States."

The Mayor also called attention to the
provisions of the draft ait which make
it a crime to conspire to caufe resistance
to the Federal direction for operating
troops In war and then added:

"Whenever acta are perpetrated which
are within the provisions of the above
United States statute the police of this
city will make arrests and turn the
prisoners over to tho Federal authorities
for proper action."

Under the State laws the Mayor says :

"To denounce or blackguard publicly
an ally of the United States In connec-
tion with this war, or to Insult the flag
of our country, or our army nad navy
while our country Is engaged In war
seriously disturbs and endangers the
public peace and Is clearly an outrage
upon public decency. For such tittor-ance- s

the police will make arrests."

the publisher in the primaries for Mnyoi
were circulated long before the nomina-
tion of Judge Hylan. After the pelitlnn
were filed Mr. Hearst, It was said, pre-

ferred to wait several days to eec
whether there was a populnr demand fur
his candidacy. According to Mr Ifoart's
friends this popular demand has appe.irrd
not only In the dissatisfaction of the
Democrats over tho naming of Hylsn
but In the hundreds of letters, telegrams
and offers of support and financial aid
which they say have been received since
the petitions were delivered to the Board
of Elections.

There Is still a remote possibility,
however, thst Mr. Hearst may ciinnee
his mind between now and midnight of
August 31, the last day for withdraw-
ing from the race, but as the situation
stands at present, he has made up his
mind to make the fight nnd will go
through with it.
