They had almost
perfect weather conditions, and as a re-
sult the regatta was one of the best In
the history of the organization.

When the regatta commitiee, made up
of E. H. Tucker, chalrman ; O. H. Chell-
rorg and W. H. J. Ehler, anslnted hy C.
P. Tower, the official handlcapper of
the. Bound, established the sinrting line |
& glorious wholesall breeze was saweep-
Ing across the waters of the Bound from
the west, The wind lheld true and |
steady throughout, burying lee ralls of
even the larger craft In perfect racing
style,

The coursa chosen gave tha eraft a
reach on the starbonrd tack meross the
Bound, a gybe and another broad reach
that was practieally a run to the east-
ward and a beat to windward home, The
larger yachts salled the course twice,
The smaller classes went once around
& course that was a few miles longer,

Q Class In Filled.

Although the committes had arranged
classes for the recognized divisions of
Long Island Bound yachts the first to fill
was the popular Q class, Orlole, a thirty
footer of the New York Yacht Club, was
hovering around the starting line
anxious for a serap. Belng without a
class competitor the thirty footer started
with the smaller yachta. However, the

The Virginia and the Arvia, two old
bay rivals, made up the Q «ivislon.
They had a most interesting scrap, At
the end of the first round Virginia was
leading Arvia by 1 minuts and 51 sec-
onds. On the second beat to windward
sha increamed the advantage and finally
won by 2 minutes and 58 seconds.
