In the course of
our talk he finally asked. "What Is the
limit on salmon?"

"Limit." wild t, "why, there In no
limit!"

"What." quoth he, "no limit on Ml-
mon? Well, that's great! That's what
I call fishing; Why. down around here
you can't kill niore'n so many trout or
no many black bass! No limit, ch!
Well, that' fine!"

And then becoming thoughtful he sud-
denly asked. "Hut why don't Jhey put a
limit on salmonT"

'They don't have to," I answered.
The salmon attend to that' You're

lucky If you manage to land , three a
week !"

average up here I It'ls largely a ques-
tion of luck as to weather conditions
nrevalllnc. Some men have taken three
or four or more In a day. That I the

.eBfl' well worth winning for the honor
counts on bringing In one 'every day.
however much he may; start out with
high hopes before breakfast. Nor la It
always the expert who gets most
aalmon.

Patience, endurance, "stlckabillty,"
concentration count more In the long
run than skill and Judgment A novice
often outdoes the old timer. If you are
favored by wind and weather, sky and
water, you will get salmon. Hut wind
and weather, sky and water, do not
often work In conjunction. .

And tto while your practised eye may
discern in runs and pools numbers of
big fellows they remain there quite un-
perturbed at your casting. .Why? Well,
the guide will e.xplaln that to you
volubly! It Is either too wind' or too
"cam" (calm). It Is either too bright a
day or too dark. Water too h'gh or too
low, tfo clear or too "rltey." When, oc-

casionally, a fish Is hooked In sp'te of
these conditions the guide will tell you
he must be "a fool aalmon."

nut do you get him? Not at all!
You have struck "too quick" or "not
quick enough." (In fact In salmon flail-

ing one should not strike at but Jut
raise the tip of the rod !) Your cast has
gone "too far" or "not far enough!"
You havo frightened the fthawaM.
Your line has hit the water too hanl a
sin p. Or else your cast ha had no
nip" at all In It.

But If you have been smart and
guilty of none of these things, do you
get your salmon? Not necessarily! You
see, you have not had the right fly on!
It was either a site too large or too
mall; too heavy or too Iig.it: too drab
r too ulinwv! A "silver doctor" when

von should have an "Inky boy"! Oh, a
salmon Is very particular'. Harder to
Vlease than a pretty woman.

"We'd better try another pool Just
above," says the guide. Ho you walk
the railroad track that follows th wind-Int- ra

of the river, picking your way
on the ties ns you erpsa Ut

brldres. not daring to look below at
the swirling stream and wondering how
you would manage if a train suddenly
came around the curve. You reach an
embankment.

Your guide pilots you through a
thicket, slides down a trail and you
after him, using the golf stick as an
alpenstock to break' your fall, and you
are on the pool. You' wade out and
proceed to cast.

You cast for an hour, two hours I

not a rise! Your eye roves up and I

down stream ; not a sign or a nsn : iou
move along slowly, forever casting. A
half mile or so further down stream
you come to a narrow defile or gulch.
It looks very promising. Here the
watera are dark and deep and the
current rnpld, surging around boulders
and ledges, of all shapes and alxea,

and yet Inviting.
You wade out and around and finally

climb ar.d get a' foothold somehow on a
lone, slippery boulder, shaped like a
bald man'a head. You stand on this
perch, teetering like a baby learning
to walk, your feet rooted to one spot,
not daring to move any part of your

but arms nnd this
and Involuntary "atunts" at balancing
that would excite the envy of Fred
Stone. And you cast ns best you can
from this position of vantage.

Another half hour goes by, and not
a rise. The guide la reclining on the
bank, yawning.

You've had
not-j-h ! Then up pops a good slzel

salmon right under your nose, and
takes a flop, as much as to say, "Oh
I'm here all right, old top! And I'm
getting mighty tired of your fool cast-
ing. Just move on!"

The csamp In your calves seems to
aecond the motion pf friend salmon.
You crane your neck cautiously to get
a look behind jou. You wonder how
you ever got up there, and much more
how you are going to get down again.
More teetering nnd balarclng nnd
finally. In some trepidation and with
more luck than agility, with a splash

land alongside the bouider. In a
hole. Just escaping ajtwlated angle but
plus n scrapwl shin.

And now, you know the salmon nrn
there but you don't care whether they
are or not. You also know that they
could get your fly every time If they
wanted It. They simply don't want It.
And they won't want It till they get
good and ready and that will be when
the rain comes and the stream rises
and la awarmlng with black files thick
enough to walk on.

So save your old socks and convert
them Into sloeve gloves nnent that day,
and get out your head net and your
tar "oil. You will need them! So you
perceive, salmon fishing Is very much
like other fishing, only more ao! Aa
you recline on Xhi wet bank at tha
lunch hour, the rain dripping from
our cap Into your coffee, as the camp

fire sputters and you munch your cold
toast and bacon, while ftghtln? off the
black files, gnats and mosquitoes, an
Inner voice murmurs that this la your
last visit to the flrand Codroy,

Next June, however, when you have
forgotton your wet lunchea and "the
burning, Itching wheals on your noclt
and wrlt.s, and tho long hours of caat-fn- g

without "moving" a fish, and you
remember only the thrill of that great
tuaale with your record salmon, you
lack up and come Just the same.

That alertness, that care for details,
that keenness to meet, the weakflsh ex-

actly where they are sI.Timing. results
In bringing home . catch even though
the weather conditions may not make
for the best kind of a day to llsh. It
helps also when the tish are off their
feed.

The men hale been angling perhaps
since the tide turned toward the flood,
which, Is the best and usually the only
tide jvhen wcaktlsli are taken In Jamaica
Bay except Just before daylight, when
fish can generally be caught whatever
the tage of the tide, provided one knows
where and how to flsh.

Trevlous to this the only strikes have
been from sn.ippers as the shrimp bait
has struck the surface, or from lafay-ette- s,

as the crustaceans remained near
the strata of water where they are
feeding, or from rock crabs or bergalls
when the halt has been permitted to
reach bottom.
