The Price of Peace Is Already Fixed.
In his letter to Sauufx tiourtiBS

commeuUliin the conference of the
American Alliance for Labor nml
Democracy at Minneapolis the Presi-
dent of the United States has
the final answer to those who seek
pence nt this or uny other time.

The United States makes war be-

cause we are "it nation whom; rights
haw been grossly violated, whose citi-

zens have been foully murdered under
their own ling, whose neighbors have
been Invited to Join lu muking con-

quest of Its territory, whose patience
In pressing claims of Justice mid hu-

manity has been met with the most
shameful policy of trucnlence una
treachery."

The United States makes war be-

cause of these things for what pur-
poses? To defend ourselves, to main-

tain n free future for ourselves and
our national Ideals.

No peace can be contemplated
which does not serve these ends. And
the only peoeo that will secure them
Is " a venve for the peoples that shall
be untroubled by tliow; to whom Tuen
nre but the pawn's In their struggle
for power ami gain." namely the pres-
ent masters of the Oerman eople.

Those who crave peace at any price
cannot object rb paying the price.
By definition they do not care what
price they timet pay. The cost of the
peace they gasp for has beeu fixed;
as absolutely as the price of soft cool
and wheat. They have only to har-
ness their misdirected energy nnd iip--

ply It usefully to the tosk of In-

ducing Germany to pay.

Readjusting the Meat Supply.
Boron Kiiondda's decision that two

million acres of grazing land lu Kiil,-lan- d

and Wales are to be diverted to
grain Is coincident with Mr. Hooveh's
effort to encourage cattle raising Jn
America by making money easier for
the cattle men.

Both countries arc trying to strike
an economic balance. Britain has bad
n disproportionately large acreage In
grass nearly 40,000,(100 acres In the
Isles and only 8,000,000 ncres In ce-

reals. One-eight- h of the cattle lands
of England and Wales is to lie

to wheat and Its allies. The
Island product of cnttle will necessar-
ily be reduced, hut it Is evident that
Britain, although she expects to buy
liberally of American meats, Is not
short of beef or milk cattle. If whole-

sale prices of butter arc Indicative,
England Is not alarmed. The figures
range from 4d to M cents, not a great
deal higher than New York prices.

Mr. noorra would stimulate the
meat Industry by reducing the rate of
Interest In the cnttle raising States
from 8 per cent, or more to 7 per cent.
His belief that high Interest holds
back the business Is based on figures
which Indicate that the Interest
charge represents between 3fi and 40
per cent, of the total costs of the in-

dustry. America is not like England
In cattle raising. Our grain lands
need not be sacrificed to obtain more
range for steers nnd sheep.

Kassla's Early Failure In the War.
The trial of General BouKiioMLinorr,

former Russian Minister of War,- upou
the charge of criminal negligence nnd
high treason, throws n new light upon
a critical time In the Russian military
history of the present war, the days
when the victorious advance into
Gallcla and East Prussia was turned
Into a rout nnd niufsncre of
nands of unarmed, unequipped Rus-
sian soldiers. It discloses, too, the
great sinister power that Germany
Was exerting In Russia through her
Influence with the bureaucracy of the
former regime.

When Grand Duke. Nicholas fonnd
It Impossible to hold his lines on

of lack of ammunition and sup-
plies he sent a report on conditions
to Petrograd. SouKnouuxorr re-

signed as Minister of War. A yenr
afterward he was arrested. If he bad
any hopes by the chunge of Govern-
ment he was soon disillusionized ; for
he was the first of the bureaucrats
that the revolutionaries sought. He
was saved from moh vlolenre by be-

ing imprisoned In the 8t. Peter nnd
St. Pnul fortress. Ho was, too, the
first to bo brought to trial.

They
said that war projects were neglected,

not needed, that "the Russian army
lncks nothing."

Russia, General Loukomsky, a for
mer War Minister, said, begun the war
with no munlthTn, no plan nnd n poor
commanding staff: and he said the
War Department made no pretence
of activity until the end of the first
year and that the activity then con- -

Mtcd "In giving fictitious orders nnd
seeing delegations." As an Instance of
the lack of preparation he said thnt
at the time of thejlghtlng at Lublin
he litsjiected the fortress of Ossowea,
Russian Poland, nnd that twenty-fou- r

howitzers had not a single shell, all
the nrtlllery wns practically without
ammunition and thnt there wus a
shortage of rifles. General Batoo, who
was military prosecutor nt Kleff be-

fore the war and .who holds a similar
position on the south Russian front,
testified that Geuernl SouKHOuusorr
Interested himself actively In protect-
ing persons, especially officers,, who
were accused of being German spies.
General Lolkourky. testlued that
General Sopkhomlinoff also assisted
A1.T8CI111.1.KK. the reputed director of
the Austrian spy system, to settle In

Petrograd, to establish his agents and
to obtain useful Information.

Previous Investigations of Russian
military affairs hove resulted In

some most unplensnnt disclosures, but
never hnve brought out evidence of
n more flagrant neglect of duty and of
a treachery more expensive In trens-u- r

and lives than has this trial of
General Soukiiomlinoh'.

There Is. however, reason to believe
thnt the value of the two Belgian
ports, Zeebrugge and Ostende, has
been materially lessened to the Ocr--

mans by the almost uninterrupted
helling they have undergone from

British aircraft nnd monitors. They
are In the main artificial harbors,
created by the construction of huge
stone moles or breakwaters, and with
their channels maintained In the shal-
low and turbid wafers by constant
dredging. The stone constructions are
said to have been blown to pieces by
the groat shells of thomonltors, while
the 'dredging has been greatly Inter-
fered with by the constant attention
of the British airmen. From Zee-brug-

a canal, fourteen feet deep
when the war began but since then
much deepened, enables the sub-
marines to take refuge near the walls
of Bruges, where shelters have been
built for them. But while their re-

treat Is secure from the,attacks of all
except airmen, their egress Is much
hampered by the cutting of the banks
of the canal and filling It with debris
by shells from British gnus and
bombs from aloft.

If Zeebrugge and Ostende hove been
rendered useless ns submarine bases
the coast of Belgium loses much nf
Its Importance. Once the Germans
thought to launch from It an Invading
expedition against England. But that
has faded like many another Irides-
cent dream of the Hohenzollcrns.

CITY COLLEGE'S FLAG.

lis Critic Regarded ns a Poor Judge
of Site and Distance.

To Till? EoiTon or The Sun sir; In
Thr Sun of Atfgust U there appeared
a letter, signed "Walter Miller." which
criticised the site and condition of the
flag on the City College fiaRstnn. which
cast naperslons upon the college Janitor
because of an alleged bad condition of
the grounds, and questioned the patriot-
ism of the evening students of the col-
lege hy stating that a subscription could
not be raised In the student body to
buy the college a new flag.

New, of course, I do not know what
our Janitor lias done to provoke one to
assault him through The Sun. I should
like, though, to let ou know that the
college tower, on the top of which Is
placed the flagstaff which bears the
Stars and Stripes. Is over 160 feet hlnlt.
I believe It Is the hlghe.l college tower
In the United States. The flagstaff It-

self is 75 feet tall, though a parapet
wall surrounds Its base over ?0 feet high,
Sir. "waiter Miller," viewing the flag
staff from the ground, may have thought
that the 75 foot flagpole was only S3 feet
high. It may have been a similar optical
Illusion which made him mistake a flac

feet by 9 feet for a "postage stamp"
feet by S V4 feet. As a matter of fact

the gale of wind that inhabits the region
of the flag on the top of the pole Is so
strong that numerous flags are torn into
tatters In ery short order. On August
18 there was floating at the top of the
mast a flag 4 feet by feet, which wn
especially purchased at the request of
Colonel Charles K. Lydecker of the
board of trustees, and it was of such
material nnd such size as to resist the
unpatriotic wind.

There was never any need to take up
a subscription among the students of
the college to buy the Institution a flair,
because the city authorities appropriated
sums sufficient to keep the college In
proper repair and to purchase flaus when
necessary. Furthermore, there Is no
Walter Miller who Is a student of the
evening aesslon. Furthermore, when
ever the evening aeslon students have
been requested to Join In a patriotic
movement which has been properly
authorized the response has been over-
whelmingly satisfactory. Evening ses-
sion students were the first to pledge to
President Wilson as a body their entire
loyalty In the crisis which confronted
the nntlon Just prior to our declaration
of war. The evening session students
contributed most generously to the erec
tion of the college library, which will
be built by the alumni and students of
the Institution. Mr "Walter Miller"
should be commended for his Imagina
tion, though of course that would lio at
the expense of his veracity.

One of the institutions of the college Is
Michael Bonney, the Janitor. His father
held the position of Janitor before him.
I.tke old retainers the Uonneys not only
perform their duty hut they are Jealous
of the good name and reputation of the
college. They have kept the college
grounds In the best of condition While
the lawns of many private residences

rere parched and brown the college
lawns wre green. Indeed, it would be
difficult to find any shrubbery and lawn
kept throughout the year In the admi-
rable condition peculiar tn those of the
College of the City of New York.

NEW UNITED STATES ARMY LEADS IN
BRAIN POWER.

First Army Known to the HliUry of the World That Contains Abs-

olutely No Iflitertvte Soldiers.

When the flags are flylntc nnd tho
bands are playing; and everybody Is
rooting: for our boys as they march
a,wny to.war It Is difficult to get any
man or woman to listen to a cold
analyslH of the fighting power of the
men. They nre to the mass "our
boys," nnd, like the flag, the country
Is with them right or wrong1. What
a great consolation It must be in the
light of the hard facts to know that
they are ristht!

For the first time since men donned
armor and shouldered arms for the
fray the world sees In the new Ameri-
can army a force of Individunl think-
ers, without a single Illiterate In Uje
ranks. It Is not so far back along; fno
calendar of war when many a good
noble, with a design on his shield that
commanded respect everywhere, and
broad acres nt his back, could not do
better than make his mark as a sign
of his approval of a written document.
The benefit of clergy wai so highly
esteemed that It might be pleaded as
a good and sufficient defence to crim
inal charges.

Prom that state of things down to
the swinging of the Now York Na-
tional Guard down the asphalt of
Fifth avenue Is a long; Jump, but It is
one of the notable facts In connection
with that cheer accompanied pllgrlm- -
ttRe that this division represented the
most Intelligent collection of Individual
soldiers that him ever been brought
into a Mingle division.

it Is true that the advance guard of
this army of the Intelligent went along
with General Pershing, but thnt foice
Is part nnd parcel of the same com
mand to which the New Yorkers be-

long, and the National Guardsmen rep-
resent a still higher state of mind than
the regulars who preceded them.

Hut the difference is not what this
article seeks to show. It Is the aver-
age condition of the first 900,000 men
that the United States has went Into
the world war. Taking the nrmy, tho
navy and the marines, we have now
nearly 900,000 men under military or-
ganization.

Every one of these men has been
touched by the magic wand of the
public, school system, nnd in the en-
tire list there is not a single man who
could be classed by the experts as an
Illiterate. ,

When it Is remembered that the
RuwHan army contained nt the begin-
ning of the war 61 per cent, of illiter-
ates n condition that the subsequent
recruits made worse and that the
Italian nrmy holds 31 ner cent of men
of the same class, the contrast with the
extreme ends may be readily grasped.

Even England's army represented
1 7 per cent, of illiteracy nnd France
bad about 4 per cent, on her com-
pulsory service rolls. Germany was
our nearest competitor In point of
school training for soldiers, and even
she had to put a fraction behind her
decimal point to show that some por-
tion of tho 100 could not pass the
mental test.

Hut our own Is a clean slate.
I'nder tho old army rfglme it was

necessary for a recruit to read, write
and speak the English language in
order to enlist. The standard has held
on up to this time. What It moans
may be understood by citing a leading
German General, whose word is gener-
ally taken as authority upon nil tech-
nical military subjects, no matter what
one may think of the Imperial com-
pany in which he fights.

"I attribute tho fighting strength
of the. German army." said this au-
thority, "to the individual intelligence
of the German ooldler. It is charged
that the German soldier is a machine
who thinks not, but hllmllv obeys.

company ns well as bis captain. This
addition of personal Qientnl effort to
tho Instruction of the officers had lt
effect.

It will have n vastly greater effec'
as tli days go by and tho nrmy
augmented. There has been more II'

erature published In this country for
the use of the enlisted man during
the lost two years than any country
In the world has ever known. 1

ranges from trench digging to the cal-

culation of the ballistic properties of
a big gun, and the public lias
