In its report of the trial the semli-
official German newa agency omitted in
ity entirety a passage regarding an in-
terview between Gen. Januschkevitch
and the German mlilitary attachs in
Petrograd, It appears from the Novoe
Vrémya that Gen. Januschkevitch teatl-
fled precise reports had been recelved
that German mobllization lready was
secretly (n progress. The Russian staff
knew that this could be done, under the
derman law, without formal proclama-
tlon, whereas In Rumsia a public mani-
festo from the Emperor was & necessary
prerequisite.

On the following day a despalch was
rectived from the Russian Ambasssdor
ut HBerlln confirming the previous in-
formation that the German moblliization
wan in progress. The Emperor then ex-
pressed his thanks to Gen. Januschke-
viteh for not having revoked the mobili-
zatlon urder.

The foregoing despatch givea the Arst
Intimation from a Russian source in re-
gard to the testimany which the Ger-
man  (Chancellor, Dr, Michaells, raid
ciurller in the week established “irrefu-
tably" that it was the military party
around the Russian Emperor, and not
tlermnny  which choss the time for the
war.

tes, and Stanislaw Tayzacher, secretary,
and (s accompanied by R request that it
ba tranamitted by Mgr. Bonzano to the
Cardinal Secretary of State of the Holy
Bee.

“Fainful and unexpected |4 the attl-
tude nssumed by the Holy See with re-
®ard to the rights of Lhe Polish nation
to liberty and independence,” says Lie
letter.  "His Holiness speaks of the
Pollsh question In the foliowing words:

““I'he same spirit of equity and jus-
tice ought to be followed In the axamine-
tion of other territorial and political
Questions relative to territories making
& part of the ancient Kingdom of Po-
land, whose nobie and historical tradi-
tions and sufferings which It bas en-
dured, especially during the present war,
ought to conclllate the sympaihles of

nations,'
FPoland Neot a Natlon.

“Thus in the opinion of the Holy See
Poland is not a natlon which s fully

enittled ¢ ndepandent political life,
Hia Holit <« o not demand that the
LrerMATL eva 0 ate the territory of the
former commonwealth of FPoland, which
Moasntent g te entirety occugled by the
arstles of glermany and Austria-Hun-
guiy The Holy See does not recognize
the soversign rights of the Polish nation
Lt iis own rerritory, but merely speake
tof symipathies of nations, which Poland

aug it e becauss of the suf-
ferings she Lae endured. Accomiing to
the termm of the apostolic letter, Poland
1a but ‘A territorial and pelitical ques-
tion which shopld be examined' not In
it antirety, butr only in ‘part.’ The fale
of the rest of the ‘parts’ of Foland
which his Holineas exeludes from the ex-
amination remaine unknown. Which of
the partitioning Powees is therefore to
have possession of the excluded parts of
Poland?

“In tha opinfon of the Holy €ee tha
Polea are pot even entitled to decide
about their own fata, The apostolic let-
ter axprosaly defines the composition of
the body which s to examine the terri-
torial questions, i the paragtanh re-
lating 1o thin stibfect we read as follows ;
