Her husband, from whom Mrs. Lorlnr
was said to have separated about six
months ago. Is believed to be on Fir
Island. Mrs. Lorlng, who formerly lived
at the Hotel Blackstone In this city,
went to Bronxville August S In order to
build up the health of her daughter,
Mildred, 17. who had been 111 with pneu-
monia. On Friday the daughter came
to the city, leaving her mother at the
hotel. It la believed Mrs. Lorlng fell
from the fifth floor to the arcade roof,
from there rolling Into a pit.

Mr, Lorlng came Into notice In De
cember, 1914, when he started an action
In the Surrogate's Court to set aside the
will of his father, Francis L. Lorlng.
wealthy grain broker, who died at his
residence in Pasadena March 30, 1913
leaving an estate estimated by the son
at (6,000,000. The Instrument be
queathed everything to his widow. Mrs.
Wllllam-Ann- a Lorlng. his third wife.

The son and the daughter, Mrs. Marie
Lorlng Hhelms of Paris, his children by
a second wife who divorced the broker,
were not mentioned In the document,
and two grandchildren were also Ignored.
In October following the elder Lorlnjc's
death his widow offered the will for
probate, stating In her petition that the
testator left an estate of approximately
11.000 In personal property and no real
estate In New York. The estimates
placed on his property by the son's at
torneys were much higher.

It was pointed out that he left a town
house at 811 Fifth avenue, a house In
Washington and another In Pasadena,
while his securities were valued In
amounts ranging from 13,000.000 to $3,- -
000,000. Allegations of fraud anr! trick
cry were made against the widow, who
had been the brokers cashier before she
married him.

Mann Issued an order yesterday
directing all the soldiers to discard their
thin summer uniforms and don the
woollen olive drab, which will be worn
at all times hereafter. Gen. Mann also
Issued an order that every officer and
enlisted man must undergo another
physical examination within the next
few days. This occasioned considerable
surprise, aa all of the regiments were
closely examined before they left their
armories for the camp.

The camp's first paper appeared
yesterday. It Is called the Camouflage,

Union officials said to-d- that 15.000
men would be affected by the strike,
plans for which ure to he made at a
conference of union heads In Cleveland
next week.

"The strike is to be called unless of-

English Reformers Want to
Eliminate Hereditary

Element.

REVOLUTION IS CERTAIN

Democratization of Chamber
Will Be Effected by

Conference.

Bpteial Correipondtnct to Tits Sc.
Lonton, Aug. 29. Less than half a

year ago a scheme of franchlso reform
and general popularization of the Gov-

ernment waa reported by a body called
the Speakers' Conferonce. So called
because It waa headed by the Speaker
of the House of Commons, It corre-
sponded roughly to a special Joint com-
mittee of the American Congress.

That report was a decidedly radical
document Including the enfranchisement
of some 6,000,000 women, a reduction
of franchise privileges of the favored
classes and a great Increase of the fran-
chise rights of tha poor. Because ot the
present national disposition to make
everything aa democratic as possible,
that legislation Is now on th point ot
becoming operative.

Even beforo It Is finally passed, th
Government announces another long
step In democratization. This Is th
constitution of another conference on
reform of the House of Lords.

It Is announced by the Government
that the new conference will bo com-
posed of members of the two houses of
Parliament, thoroughly representative of
political and social elements, that It
will contain little of the ministerial ele-
ment and that It will work under a
chairman who will command general
confidence.

Lords' Acceptance Expected.
Just for the same reason that the

upper chamber Is certain to acquiesce
In the franchise legislation now pending,
so It Is all but assured that the forth-
coming reform of the Lords will like-
wise be accepted by the upper body. For
the upper chamber knows now that It
can't help Itself: It will have to accept
reform or else consign Itself to early
obliteration

Generally speaking, the United States
Senate Is the accepted model In minds
of the reformers. They want gradually
to eliminate the hereditary element In
the upper chamber and make It elective
and representative. Beyond this there Is
an Inchoate Idea of giving It a species
of Imperial significance by Including
representatives of tho dominions.

The Parliament act of 1911 marked
the beginning of revolution In tho upper
chamber which now Is about to be ac-
complishedfor there Is little doubt that
It will be accomplished. That act pro-vhl-

that It three successive Houses
of Commons should pass a given act it
should become law without the approval
of the Lords. So the upper chamber
was reduced to a mere brake a means
of enforcing delay. But It was Impos-
sible for the upper body to employ even
this power effectively; to do so would
plunge the country Into a cauldron of
perpetual politics, with elections tread-
ing on each other's heels as fast as
might bo necessary In order to get
thlrsrs dono that the Lords disapproved.

Electorate's Attltnde.
Moreover. If the electorate once erut

the Idea that It must be everlastlnclv
passing things over tho Lords' veto It
would tend to become more radical than
If let alone. Flnnlly, a few such ex-
periences would Inevitably lead to th
disestablishment of the Lords and the
substitution of monocamcrn! government.

So, In effect, the Lords havo meant
nothing nt all since tho Parliament act ;
the Government has been practically a
one chamber affair. Since the war com-
pelled that one rhnmber to abdlcat
most of Its powers under the defenca
of the realm act In favor of the Min-
istry Britain's has been pretty neailv
a aovernmcnt by a Cabinet, like the
German Federal Council or the old Hus-
sion Imperial CouncJI. That, of course.
Is only a temporary situation.
