.ON DIRECTORY MEN

Accused of Using "Trick' Con-

tractu for Advertising to
Defraud Merchants.

OBTAIN'' .$100,000 A YEAR

New York Club rrosecutcs
Concern With Brooklyn

Headquarters.

Something new In the Advertising Una
won discovered In Brooklyn yesterday
after eeven men connected with the

' Hrooklyn Directory Publishers of Stl
Jay street were arrested on complaint
of the Advertising Club of New Tork
and the National Association of Direc-
tory Publishers.

The men were questioned by District
Attorney Harry K Lewis. Later he
nald that by the use of "trick;' city di-

rectories and contract blanks about
1100,000 a year had been added to the
company's Income during-- the last throe
years. That amount, It was said, had
been collected In Brooklyn alone, but
till' greater sums had been obtained In

other cities of the country.
The arrests of the men followed a

wide Investigation and detective work
'carried on for several months Ainher the
direction of John N. Boyle, counsel for
the Advertising Club of New York. It
Is said that the detectives trot evidence
of how "trick" books and contracts were
,used to swindle hundreds of prominent
Brooklyn business men and women.

Trick" nooks Taken la Hald.
In a raid by the detectives on the Jay

street headquarters yesterday "trick"
books and plans were confiscated and
taken to District Attorney Lewis's of--
llco. Tne District Attorney worked uh- -
til last night figuring out the scheme. jDirectories without dates and vlth the
pages unnumbered were used. When an
advertisement was obtained from a busi-
ness man, the contract called for col-
lecting the money for It "on publication."
The advertisement was printed on a
looae sheet of paper and slipped Into
Ufa directory In some good advertising
position.

When the advertiser saw his "ad" In
the book of course ho was satisfied.
But his "ad" could be removed as easily
as it was Inserted.

The contracts that the business men
signed, according to the District At-
torney, contained clauses that could be
Interpreted almost any way, or the
amounts could bo raised to any sum
desired. Several other schemes were
used, the District Attorney said, which
detectives are now trying to solve.

Detectives Ward, drennan, O'SulHvan
and Hfnne arrested the men yesterday
o.i they entered tho oflicea at 361 Jay

I street. Emory HarUlg. alias Kelly, SS
years old, said to be the head of the
concern, was the first taken Into custody.

Identtfled by Ola Pletare.
It Is said that Hartilg was sentenced

to a term In the Jollet, III., prison March
.11, 1901, charged with a similar offence.
He was Identified, according to the de-
tectives, from a photograph v4aken at
that time.

The other men arrested were Clifford
Danlelson, 40 years old, office manager;
his brother, Lincoln Danlelson, 3( years
old, a collector ; Thomas Young, SO years
old, and his brother, William, 33, col-
lectors; Edward Stephens, 30 years old,
and Vincent Burton, 30 years eld, of 311
Schermerhorn street.

After toeing questioned by District
Attorney Lewis last night they were
locked up Ond will be arraigned this
morning in the Adams street court. Evi-
dence may be brought from other cities.
It Is said that Brooklyn has been the
headquarters for the whole country.

Two of the directories which have been
used by the men bear the titles on the
covers, "Commercial Trade Index" and
"Mercantile Reference Book." A repu-
table directory business In Brooklyn .was
purchased by the publishers soma time
ago.

ABSWEBS $120,000 RIFLE SUIT.

Crucible Steel Co. Files Coaster
Action for $813,000.

In the United States District Court In
Newark yesterday the Crucible Steel
Company, a New Jersey corporation,
filed an answer to the suit for 3120,000
recently brought against it by the New
Knglnnd Westlnghouse Company of
Springfield, Mass., a subsidiary of the
Westlnghouse Company of Pittsburg.
The steel concent also filed a counter
nit for 3013,000 against Uio Westlng-

house company.
The complaint of the Springfield con-

cern sets forth that August 5, 1915, It
contracted with the Crucible Steel Com-
pany for the manufacture of 1,000,000
rlfiea for the Russian Government and
paid the steel company 3120.000. The
complaint rays the contract was can-

celled July 16, 1916, and the Westlng-
house company asked for the retum of
the money, which the Crucible company
refused.

The answer and counter suit of the
steel company declares that It fulfilled
Its part of the contract and that failure
of the Westlnghouse company to carry'
out Its promises earned the steel con-i-e- rn

to lose the amount for which It
now sues.

Mr. Doollng also heard that money

was lost and won ln other games of
chance ln Mrs. King's apartment ln ad-

dition to the crap game In which ono of
her associates Is said to have won $60,-00- 0.

From the manager and employees
of an uptown hotel he received other
tips as to tho life of Mrs. King and her
cronies. From another source came the
name of a man whom Mrs. King
not long ago seemed to think of marry-
ing. This man Is a foreigner. He has
been traced to rooms he occupied up to
Tuesday of this week. A District Attor-
ney's detective is looking for him with

Grand Jury subpoena, for tho truth or
falsity of tho rumors that Mrs. King
definitely expected to marry again Is
among the matters the Investigators are
most anxious to determine.

May' Interview a Countews. ,

An interview Is also being sought with
an Italian countess who has a home In
Washington nnd was a confldant of
Gaston Means. Mr. Doollng 'was told
that she received a few months ago a
letter from Gaston Means relating to
the disposition of Mrs. King's property.

Much of the Information that has
come to the District Attorney Is In the
form of odds and ends of gossip and
hearsay, but much of 4t la specific. Two
men now on their way to New York
are eagerly awaited by Mr. Doollng.
He believes they will be able to piece to-

gether certalps scraps of evidence that
n,.ut tn hn linked un. For examnle.
among the papers' of Means are indi
cations mat at least two pcrsuiin worn
getting money from hlin at regular In-

tervals.
"If the payment was delayed the de-

mands these people made were more
than peremptory," said Mr. Doollng. "If
they had been made In the aourso of or-

dinary business I should call them In-

sulting." He hopes y to find out
why Means niado these payments and
what excuse tho recipients had for the
language they occasionally used.

Finds No Trace of Bonds.
Mr. Doollng Is satisfied that when she

met Means Mrs. King had about J1.S00,-00- 0

nnd an Income of about 160,000 a
year. Most of the principal was con-
servatively Invested In bonds. Mr.
Doollng has found no evidence that her
estate possesses any bonds; It may, but
there Is no proof of it In the papers ex-

amined thus far.
"We have nbo learned," Sir, Doollng

said, "Hint when Means opened nn nc- -
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1 the Government. We have not
i leamedthat Mrs, King carried any In
surance, ir sne was neavuy insureu
I should think wo would have been
notified by the companies before this.

"We have letters Indicating that Means
was very anxious that Mrs. King should
be protected from outsiders and that
when she left Chicago this summer her
whereabouts should be kept secret even
frsm her relatives. We have found a
letter 'written by Mrs. King's mother,
Mrs. Robinson, on the day before Mrs.
King's death. The mother said she
did not know where her daughter was.'

JSot i Dollnr of Profit,
None of the brokerage accounts re

vealed by the Means papers was In the
name of Gaston Means. Beveral were

I?"ied In other name, and balanced by
cnecKs signed Dy means.

'So far as we have gone," said Mr.
Doollng, "we have not found a dollar of
profit In any of this speculation."

On Mr. Doollng's table were several
sheets of large note paper bearing the
letterhead "Gaston B. Means, Now
York." On each shed some one had
written "Maude A. King" over and over
again, apparently In Mrs. King's chirog-
raph)'. Doollng was not prepared to
ray whether or not Mrs. King actually
did do the writing. Ho will ask hand-
writing experts to help him solve this
riddle.

It was reported that the District At-
torney also had sheets of paper on
which some one had written many times
the name James C. King In some-
thing resembling the handwriting of
the Chicago lumber man from whom
Mrs. King inherited her fortune.

Copy of Will Asked For.
"I can't say whether this In true or

not," Mr. Doollng said. "Out I will say
that we expect to receive from Chicago

a photographic copy of Mr.
King's will probated there and ofother
pnpers on file In public offices In
Chicago.
