Bonrd of Standarda Adopt New
Conwtraction and Fire Hualen,

Changes of unusunal Interest In the
bullding code are being gradually
adopte]l by the Board of Standards and
Appendn. The board haa adopted the'
amendment sanctloned by the Board
of Aldermen so far ma [t applies to the
fire retarding construction of non-fire-
proof garages. [t has also adopted rules
governing the wume of revolving doocs,”
It s now considering the advisability of
ndeiting a series of Interior fire alarm
rules and will hold a hearing on thie
subject September 27 at 2 o'clock In the
Municipal Bulldins,

The sarage conftruction rules are
printed in detall In the hoard's bulletin,
No. 38, on page 620, and those termed
“axit eules'' governing the use of re-
volving doors, are printed in bulletin
No, 37, on page 637. In the same bul-
letin the board publishes the rules which
it intends to adopt relative to Interior
fire alarma.

The definition of a garage in
older code has been changed to read:

“The terin garage,, storage garage,
non-storage gacage, motor vehicle re-
palr shop and oll selling wtation shall
have the meanings indicated In chapter
10 of the code of ordinances.™

The ordinfince of the Board of Al-
dermen also amended the bullding code
20 ns to require Areproof construction
for every busineaa bullding exceeding
fifty feet In height and nesd ns a gArame,
motar vehicle repalr shop or oll selling
station within the Nre limite "or the
suburban limite, Outslde of the fire
limits or suburban limits the helght of
trame bulldings used for such purposes
has been limited to tweniy-five feet.

The riles applicahle ta revolving doors
hecome effect!ve October 3 and provide
for an automatie collapsible  type
equipped with self-releasing hraces or
other devices so arranged that when
subjected to undue pressure from within
the bullding the wings will swing out-
ward and permit unobstructed cgroess.
tevolving doors are prohibited in exit
doorways from amsemby halls, asylums,
auditoriums, churches, dance halls, hos-
pitals, motion pleture theatres, schools,
theatres, or from any room or space
within a bullding where more than 300
persons congregate. Provision, however,
I= made for the uee of such doors In
various Instances where swinging doors
adjoin. In new huildines or those nl-
tered for purposes specified above the
rule requires that not more than 50 per
cent. of the aggregate clear wilth of
dporwayy serving a= required exi's ahall
