THIS. WAR AND MERCANTILE SHIPPING
POLICY OF THE UNITED STATES.

Economic and Other Reasons In Favor of Using OH for D?iviiiK Pom it In

Preference to Steam.

Exactly what constitutes the pres- -

ent shipping policy of tho United
States Government Is really known
nowhere outside the Inner circles of
Washington. But from ofllclnl dec-

larations made, together with proper
reasoning, is no doubt that tho
Government alms to build rapidly suf-
ficient ships to meet pust and future
losses by submarines and mines: to
build up a huge merchant marine
which ultimately will be second to
none In the world, Including that of
Great Britain, and to bring down the
tircvent exorbitant ocean freight rates
to reasonable prices, thus assisting
to reduce general living costs.

We know to what extent tho de-

velopment of this policy has reached
up to tills day, nnd wo know what
a gigantic shliibulldlng programme
has been set In full swing In less than
six months work; but we do not know
certainly thnt this gigantic programme
follows ttlmig lines most likely to at-

tain the real purpose, so the methods
adopted by the Shipping Board will
bear careful nnnlyzlng before a defi-

nite conclusion is formed.
