Judge Hough confirmed the Postmaster-General- 's

order which barred the Bull
from the malls. He denied the request
for an Injunction restraining the Postmas-

ter-General from Interfering with
the mall circulation of the publication.

O'Leary Annry at Kidder.
O'Leary's letter to Mr. Ttldder, the

principal evidence offered by the Govern-
ment In support of Its contention that
O'Leary's , acfts constituted in effect
treason. Insurrection and forcible resist-
ance to the laws of the United Stales,
was written In a spirit. It appears, half
ef disappointment that any German
could be anything but a secret traitor
and halt In hot anger that Ridder re-

fused to follow his (O'Leary's) violent
programmes.

He felt that Ridder had taken the
wrong course In resigning from the no-

torious "American Truth Society." an
O'Leary Institution. Then he reproached
the ttaats.Zcitunp editor:

For the fifth time since the war
started the United States Steel Corpora-
tion announces an Increase of 10 per
cent. In the pay of the employees of Its
subsidiary companies. The advance goes
Into effect October 1, 1917, and will af-
fect 270,000 workmen.
The increase will mean an addition to
the annual payroll of the Steel Corpora-
tion of 110,000,000.

New? of the notice that meant much
to the thousands of workmen of the
corporation became public In the follow-
ing short announcement made by EI H.
Gary, chairman of the Steel Corpora-
tion:

"It has been decided tcMncrease about'
10 per cent, the wage rate of workmen
of our subsidiary companies, to take af-
fect October 1. 1917. Equitable adjust-
ment wlll.be made."

Second Advance Tola Year.
The advance Just announced Is the

second this year and makes a total In-
crease of 20 per cent, so far for 1917
and of 60 per cent, since the beginning
of 1916. At the time the first Increase
was "announced the corporation had
fewer than 200,000 on Its payroll, but
the number of workmen now employed
Is the greatest on record for the cor-
poration.

Unskilled labor employed by the Steel
Corporation Is getting the fattest pay
envelopes In the history of the Industry.
An unskilled workman will receive under
the recent advance a wage of $3.33 dally,
ns against i- - a day before the war.
Total salaries and wages paid by the
corporation to 252,668 employees last
year aggregated 1263,381,502.

Independent steel manufacturers are
expected to follow the example of the
Steel Corporation and announce similar
advances In pay for their employees.
Keports from Youngatown late yester-
day said that concerns with plants at
that city contemplated giving their men
a raise of 10 per cent.

l
Net Advance Greater.

The advance Just announced, while 10
per cent., or at the same rate as the
previous four raises, amounts to more
In money to the employees than any of
the other single Increases, because this
raise is bated on a larger dally wage
than the others.

The unusually generous treatment be-

ing accorded employees by the United
States Steel Corporation Is In line with
Its policy adopted years ago to permit
Its workmen to share In greater profits.
No complaints of bad treatment are ever
received by the Steel Corporation from
Its workmen, because In addition to lib-

eral wages they are permitted to sub-

scribe to common and preferred shares
at prices under those prevailing In the
stock market and also receive annual
bonuses. The corporation also has done
much to better the physical and social
position of Its employees.

Wilmington, N. C, Sept 20. Guards
were placed over the plot In
Oakdale Cemetery where Mrs. Robert
Worth Bingham Is burled, but members
of the family declined to say whether
this action had any relation to reports
that the body was to be exhumed for
examination. Dr. Charles T. Nesblt
City Health Officer, also refused to say
whether he had Issued a permit for the
exhuming of the body.

Mrs. Bingham, who was a member of
the Kenan family here. Inherited rom
her first husband, Henry M. Flagler, one
of the organizers of the Standard Oil
Company, a fortune estimated at as
high as $70,000,000, She was married
to Judge Bingham In November, 1916,
and died July 27, In Louisville, Ky.

Under the terms of Mrs. Bingham's
will her niece, Mrs. Louise Wise-Lew- is

of Cincinnati, Inherited the greater part
of her fortune.

Mrs. Bingham, who was 48 years old,
was a daughter of tho late Capt Will-
iam H. Kenan of Wilmington. Two sis-
ters, Mrs. J. K. Wise and Mrs. Braham
Kenan, live here, and a brother, William
H. Kenan, Jr., lives at Lockport, N. T.

Cannot Be Connrtned.
Telegraphic reports sent from Wil-

mington, N. C. yesterday afternoon
said that an order had been Issued for
the exhumation of tho body of Mrs.
BInghnm. The reports did not make
clear by what authority the reported
exhumation was to be made, nor did
the purpose of the proceeding appear
with any degree of clearness. The Wil-
mington correspondent of THE HUN
asked Dr. Charles T. Nesbltt, county
health officer.

FIXED FOR ALL

AT 23 1-- 2 CTS.

Nation, Allies and Public
Get Metal at 3 Cents Less

Than Market.

VOLUNTARY PACT IS MADE

"Wilson Approves Action of
Conferees Steel Next Pom-eren- c

Hearings To-da- y.

Sptelal DtipateK to Tot Scs.
Washington, Sept. 20. A voluntary

agreement entered Into by the copper
Industry of the country and approved by
President Wilson, y fixed the price
of copper at 2311 cents a pound, f. o. b.
New York, approximately three cents
under the present market quotation. The
agreement, framed by the copper pro-
ducers and the War Industries Board,
and effective for four months, calls for
a universal price, not only on Govern-
ment contracts, but on all sales to the
European allies and the general public.

Official Washington was convinced to-

night that the copper agreement would
be reassuring to the business Interests
of the entire country, which have been
apprehensive of drastic Government
action to control the prices of basic ma-
terials. It was Indicated that the method
employed In fixing the copper price would
be followed In dealing with steel prices
and other raw material rates.

There has been grave concern among
the business Interests lest the Govern-
ment undertake by draetlc means to re-

duce prices Indiscriminately. The terms
of the copper price announcement made
by the White House make It apparent
that the Administration will endeavor to
secure price fixing agreements with the
producers of raw material, rather than
enforce arbitrary price reductions by
legal or administrative action.

Arbitrary Action ATolded.
Officials In close touch with the price

fixing situation said that the President
would make every possible effort to se-

cure cooperative agreements for price
reductions before resorting to arbitrary
Government regulations. This method
will be followed. It was stated, particu-
larly Ixi regard to the price of steel,
which Is now under consideration.

It Is expected that the copper agree-
ment will have the effect of convincing
the steel producers that they can beat
serve their own Interests by cnppsratms;
with .the War.Induatrles Board and 'the
President.

A price of IS 3 cents a pound on a
purchase of 45,000,000 pounds of copper
was obtained by the Government through
a voluntary agreement of the copper
producers last March. The negotiations
for the purchase were conducted by Ber-
nard M. Baruch, head of the committee
on raw materials of the Council of Na-
tional Defence. Ttils Is the only pur-
chase made at that price.

Since this original arrangement all
purchases for the army and navy have
been made on an "Initial payment" basis.
that Is, the Government has been paying
a nominal sum with the understanding
that later It would pay the difference
between that price and whatever should
be decided upon as a fair and reasonable
price as the result of the recommenda-
tions of the Federal Trade Commission.
This Is the same basis as that employed
in recent purchases of steel for the Gov-
ernment.

At the time the price of 1 3 rents
was given by the producers, spot copper
was quoted In tne open market at 37
cents, the producers thus sacrificing
more than 60 per cent, of the price cus-
tomarily obtained. The price was the
actual average selling price obtained by
the United Metals Selling Company, the
largest seller of copper, over a period of
ten years, 1907 to 1916 Inclusive.

Round by Three Conditions.
The copper producers, under the

agreement, are bound by three condi-
tions. They will not reduce the wages
at present paid In the) Industry, They
will Fell to the allies, the Government
and the public at the same fixed price
and will take the iiecensary precautions
to prevent copper from falling into
speculative hands where the price might
be manipulated upward. They will ex-
ert every effort to maintain the produc-
tion of copper at the maximum of the
past for tho period of the war.

In a statement the board
says :

"The War Industries Board felt that
the maintenance of the largest produc-
tion should be assured and that a re-
duction in wages should be avoided, The
stipulation that present wages shall not
be reduced compels the maintenance of
the highest wages ever paid In the In-

dustry, which, without such stipulation,
would, with the reduction made In the
price of copper, he reduced under the
sliding scale so long In effect In the
copper mines.

"Within this year copper has sold as
high as 3S cents per pound, and the
market price would now be higher than
It Is had it not been well known for
some weeks that the Government would
fix the price.

"The principal copper producers
throughout the country have evidenced an
admirable spirit and for weeks have
promptly supplied every request of the
Government for copper without await-
ing decision as to price and agreeing to
accept the price which the board should
ultimately fix, The proper departments
of the Government will be asked to
take over the mines and plants of any
producers who fall to conform to the
arrangement and price, If any such
there should be."

Wlille negotiating with the steel
and other raw material producers

the Administration proposes to press for
the passage through Congress of the
Pomerene bill conferring on the Presi-
dent power to control all raw material
supplies. The measure Is modelled after
the coal control provision of the food law.

CAPTIVES AS PISTOL TARGETS.

Italian Lawyer Charces Prison
Camp Atrocities to Anstrlans.

FOR CONSUMER

Producers Agree to Sell to
Wholesalers at 7 1- -i

Cents a Pound.

Washington, Sept. 20. Beet sugar
producers. In conferences with the Food
Administration reached a unani-
mous agreement under which the stable
retail price of sugar will be about eight
cents a pound. They will sell to whole-
salers at Eastern refining points at
seven and cents a pound,
cane basis, and the retail price, It was
stated, would normally be not more than
three-quarte- rs of a cent higher.

At the same time the Food Adminis-
tration announced that aa International
committee of five had been named to
arrange for the purchase and distribu-
tion of the vast quantities of sugar
needed by the United States and allied
countries. This committee, acting
through tho Food Administration under
authority of IVesldent Wilson's procla-
mation placing the sugar Industry In
this country under license, will control
a large proportion of the world's sugar
output,
