nant In the National League and made
certain Its meeting Chicago of the
American Le.icue In tho world's eerles.
should thR Giants loso all of their re
maining nine games nnd Philadelphia,
which In second, win all Its remaining
nine contests the Giants still would be
one full came In front. In that
event the Giants would be credited with
ninety-fou- r victories and sixty defeats
for a percentage of .610, while the
Phillies would have ninety-tw- o victories
and slity defeats for a percentage
of .(OS.

Philadelphia has a pair of fames with
Brooklyn which cannot be played off, as
the teams do not meet any more this
season.

The pcnr.ant Is the eighth won by the
Qlants since entering the National
League, their sixth In thirteen years and
the second won by a local team during
the past two years. Last year the
honor went to the Brooklyn.

The other pennant winners In the his-
tory of the New York National were
the teams of 1ISS and 1889, 1904 and
llOt find 1911. 1912 and 1913. McGraw
has maiuiKcd the last six Giant pennant
ntnntns machines, and Is the first Nat-

ional League manager to win six champ-
ionships. This is the first pennant,
henrner, thai JIcGraw has won without
the tcrvkea of the famous Christy
lUthewion.

Victory So Surprise.
The Giant pennant victory caused no

nrprlse; In fact. It would have created
one of the greatest surprises In base-
ball had the Giants failed to win this
season. McGraw started with a team
ef stars, which in tho latter part of last
season made a new record for suc-
cessive victories by rolling up twenty-si- x

straight victories.
The Giants started topheavy favorites,

with every baseball critic In the coun-
try awarding them the pennant before
a ball was pitched. Even rival National
League managers made no attempt to
conceal what they regarded as the hopel-
essness of tho situation. Uin winter
Moran, Ttoblnson and others said It was
well nigh Impossible to stop the Giants.

With tho exception of a few days the
Glints have held tho lead all season.
Chicago went wild at one stretch, and hy
winning ten straight game early In the
Mison, held the lead for a few days.
Philadelphia also occupied first place for
a brief spoil In May, but by Decoration
Day the rhijltes were shaken off, and
from that thno on it was merely a quest-

ion i.f the margin by which New York
would win.

The field wns one of the softest In
Tear, as the Philadelphia club. In sec-
ern! place, fceldom rose above .G60, while
EL Louis, Cincinnati and Chicago, who
ran second and third at different times,
never got much above .530. From June
on no other team but the Giants ever ,

held a percentage ns high as .075.
The leading factors In the success of

the Giants wero the play of
Burns, Kauff, Zimmerman, Fletcher and
Holke, and the reliable pitching by the
Big Pour Schupp, Perrltt, Bailee and
Benton.

Kauff has come through In great style,
and while he did not reach his Federal
League form, he now ranks third In Nat-

ional League batting, with an average
ef .SOS. Having overcome his desire to
Vnock the ball out of the lot every time
up. Benny became a far abler workman.
Ills bat has been a great Giant asset,
as Benny has mado his hits count, and
whenever the Giants were forced to make
a late inning rally Benny usually was in
the thick of It.

Burns played the tame high class ball
lis has been showing on the Polo Grounds
since becoming a Giant regular In 1913.
Re has hit bard all year, and already
has carried In moro than 100 runs. Zim-
merman has had his best season since
be led the National League In batting
la 1111. He has played a beautiful game
at third base all year, and has been close
to .100 ail season. The latest figures
how him hitting .295.

'Bailee Leading; Pitcher.
Fletcher, ono of the few Giant veterans

who played through the world's series of
111. 1912 and 1913, played his usual
effective game at short, while the young-
ster, Holke. did clever work st first base,
and hit hard and timely. Though Capt.
Herog"s work waa not up to its former
high calibre, "Heriy" was a slclc man
most of tho year, and deserves great
credit for the fight he made. Despite
ms ailments he took part in 110 games.
It is considered a certainty that he will
tak part in the world's series.

Bailee ranks highest among the pitch-
ers, with nineteen victories and sg de-
feats. The sensational young Schupp
won an even score of games and lost
seven. Perrltt nnd nenton havo pretty
far the Fame showing. Polly won
fifteen and lost seven, and Bubo turned
hi fourteen victories and lost seven.
Between them this quartet won 7S games
and lost 2'j. for nn average of .724.

series, 2 to 1. The New Yorkers got
only four hits, but mado them count.
Slim Bailee, for years the star pitcher
of the Cardinals, had the distinction of
pitching the game which again made
the Giants champions.

Tho New York players felt a great
deal of relief with the pannant In. and
McGraw likely will give most of bis
veterans a rest of several days. Burns
does not want one, ns ho Is out to mnko
a record for continuous gomes, and Knurr
Also wants to stay in npd hammer out
tome more hits, as llenny wants to
finish as high as third if he can't bo the
king batsman. However, a lot of young-
sters will see action In tho remaining
games.

Balleo held St. Louis to seven hits and
received Hplendld support. It was a
perfect fielded game. Tho rival short-
stops, Fletcher and Hornsby, were es-
pecially brilliant.
