As
the vrlce of wheat is considerably
higher than In former .are. the amount
of loans granted In connection with this
3 car's special credit may be greater
tlun the aggregato of advances to t'ne
grain trade on past occasions.

With the farmers hurrying to dispose
of their product, and with wheat at over
12 a bushel at country points, It Is cer
tln that there will be In October, No-

vember and December a tremendous de-

mand for currency. Apart from the
small Dominion notes of M and 2 de-
nomination, practically the whole of the
currency In general use throughout
Canada consists of bank notes. The clr
lUlatlon of bank notes normally reaches
the high point In November, and con
tracts sharply in January.

Issue of a Canadian bank Is that
which docs not exceed Its paid up capi-
tal.

Two kinds of excess Issues are per-
mitted. Hxcess notes up to 15 per cent,
of combined capital and surplus, subject
to tax at o per cent., may be Issued dur-
ing the crop moving season,, from Sep-

tember 1 to February 'JS. By virtue of
a special war measure these Issues may
now be made throughout the whole year.

' Uxcess rliculatlon to any amount may
be lkued against gold or Dominion note
deposited dollar for dollar In the central
gold reserves.

Although the banks have been forced
to put out a considerable amount of ex.

. cess circulation In 1916 and 1917, they
have used the taxed uncovered notes
sparingly. Thus on July 31. 1917. the
overissues amounted to $44,150,000, of

r which $43,087,000 were covered by de-
posits in the central gold reserves, and
only $1,01)3,000 were hubject to tax and
uncovered .by specific security.

If the grain credits to the British Gov

ernment jleld only from 5 to 54 per
cent, Interest, the taxed currency will be

Per rent, Therefore the extra Issues
no, doubt will be quickly redeemed after
u,e crops, are moved,

When the notes hio no longer needed
In the grain fields redemption Is Involun-
tary, as each bank must redeem In legal

MOVE TO HALT GOLD EXPORTS.

Itraerip Board l.lmlt isms D-
eparting Tra tellers Mny Cnrry.
Wahhinuton, Sept. !5. Fedcrul

Hoard officials, under tho Presi-
dent's proclamation restricting currency
and gold exports, announced y that
each adult traveller leaving the United
States would be permitted to carry a
maximum of $5,000 In currency, $200 In
silver or silver certificates and $200 In

old.
"It will be the general policy nf the

boaid," the announcement read, "not to
authorlie the exportation of gold unless
the shipment applied Tor Is shown to be
connected In a direct and definite way
with a corresponding Importation of
merchandise for consumption In the
United State. Importations of Cana-
dian silver coin nnd currency will be
approved 'without limitation.'"

The regulations Indicate that the Gov-
ernment will restrict such exports to the
maximum degree except where thev can
not be avoided In settling trade hnlances.
The remainder of the. board's announce-
ment In part H:

Until further notice the hoid will
approve all apnlicatlnns for the eportn- -
uon or Canadian silver coin nnd cur-
rency without limitation. The Trea.ury Department has Instructed cnltcctnrn new record for the present movc- -

customs to pas vwU shipments Inl.v
Canada when anprnved bv the Kederal
iteserve Hank of the district from which
shipment are made.

"Continuous permits for sMnment nf
Canadian coin n rurienev wltlmut re.
quiring an appllrhVInn In each case may
oe graiueo oy Federal Reserve banks
upon condition (hat each transaction will
be reported tn It without delay.

"Application for the exportation of
liver bullion nnd silver coin of foreign

mintage will In general ho approved.
Applications for the exportation of
Unltd State notes, national bank notes
and .Federal Reserve notes will n a rule
be aphroved. but each application must
come before the board for Its determina
tion before shipment Is made.

"Shipments of coin or currency which
appear to be or are sii'peeted of being
enemy accounts or for the benefit of theenemy will not be permitted."
