U.S. SUPREME COURT

"Convenient Decision" Claogc

ih Trait Section Report
Finally Stricken Ont,

PLAN TO FINANCE TRADE

Requa Tells 'Convention Food
Law Has Nullified Sherman

Anti-Tru- st Statute.

gsenfsf Dnpateh to Tss Bex.
ATLAjmo Crrr, Sept. 3 An attack

upon the Integrity of the United States
Supreme Court, mads In the report of
the legislative committee of the Trust
Company Section, was tha outstanding
feature of session of the Ameri
can Bankers Association. It was In con
nection with the court's unfavorable de-
cision June 7 against the trust com-
panies, which tested the constitutionality
of the provision of the Federal reserve
act 'Which gave fiduciary privileges to
national banks.

In the report submitted by Usal H.
McCarter of the Fidelity Trust Company
of Newark, N. J the committee declared
that they "were entirely satisfied with
their presentation of the case and If the
decision of the courts had been arrived
at from purely legal grounds that they
had no doubt of Ua favorablenes."

Immediately there was a stir. Breck
inridge Jones of 8t Louis took the floor
to protest against the cntiotem and de-

manded that this section of the report
be stricken eut Mr. McCarter, who la
president of the trust company section,
at once gave hla gavel to another mem-
ber and want to the floor.

McCarter Defends Criticism.
"I ear that this clause In the report Is

supported by the beat legal minds In the
country who agree that this decision was
a convenient decision," Mr. McCarter ex-

claimed- "If the business men of the
country cannot freely express their pro-
tests they lose absolutely all hope for
protection."

Thu criticising clause la. a reflection
on the Supreme Court and It Indicates
that the trust companies are net behind
the Government," Mr. Jones replied.

"It would tell tile world and the na-- .
tlen that tha business men themselves
believe that the United States Supreme
Court makes decisions for convenience
only," he continued. "Sou gentlemen
must not stand, for. thla"

Thomas Young of Huntington de
clared that the charge was tantamount
to a declaration that the supreme court
Justices are unfit for office and ought
to be Impeached.

. "Ia It true that you gentlemen want
the country to believe they ought to be
turned out of office T" he asked.

The discussion continued with un-
abated forcefutness for several minutes,
during which Mr. McCarter reiterated
hla position. It was finally decided to
have the objectionable clause stricken
from the report

"Under tha food bill, aa I see It." he
said, the Sherman antl-tru- st law be-
comes dead letter, and I see no reason
why combinations may not be worked
out which will definitely and satisfac
torily establish maximum prices. The

but it ssems to me that combinations
may be effected so powerful In character
and so far reaching as to have a potent
Influence upon prices."

TO FILL FIRST DRAFT

Apparent Deficiency of 188,-00- 0

After National Guard
Units Are Reorganized.

LATTER 137,000 SHORT

Another 100,000 of Selected
Men Will Bo Needed In

Aviation Service.

Washthoton, Sept M. There is little
doubt now that a large deficiency of men
will be shown when the first Increment
of the National Army, I7,000 men, has
been mobilised.

Seventeen National Guard dlvlalons
must be brought up to war atrength and
several special service forces organized
out of this reservoir, so the number of
drafted men remaining at the canton-
ments hardly will be sufficient to or-
ganize the sixteen National Army di-

visions at a full strength basis.
Secretary Baker said y that

definite figures as to the number of Na-
tional Army men It would be necessary
to transfer to the National Quard were
not available. A dual Troceis of organi-
zation at the guard encampments serves
to delay complete reports. Not only nre
these divisions being mobilized for the
first time but tn the midst of that mobili-
sation the whole fabric of the Infantry
army is being reorganised on the new
trench warfare plan.

Onard Needs 13T.0OO Men.t
The fighting strength of the new di

vision ia now fixed at 37,100 men. Tha
seventeen guard divisions on that basis
will have a total' strength of 4J7.600
men.

The guard probably brought Into the
Federal service a total of not more than
100,000 men, possibly less. It will take.
therefore, at least 137,000 National
Army men to flu up the guard divisions.
Another 100,000 of the National Army
will go to the air service, and certainly
as many more to other special services.
That would leave not more than 260,000
men to form the sixteen National Army
divisions, which should have an aggre-
gate war strength of 411,000.

secretary Baker pointed out to-d-

some of the difficulties that attend the
reorganization of the National Guard
for war purpones. While the sixteen
division plan for the guard, since ex-

tended to seventeen with the organiza-
tion of the Forty-secon- d or "Rainbow"
division. Is an old one, the whole fabric
of the divisions has been changed.

Celoaela Wlthoat Commands.
With the adoption of the European

regimental and company standard every
guard regiment which wis to be In-
cluded In a division had to be expanded.
Regiments and parts of regiments are
being consolidated to furnish the 2,(00
men regimental units now desired.

In making these consolidations the
department Is attempting to keen the
forces aa much localised as possible.
The same practice will be followed In
assigning men from the National Army
to National Guard units. Wherever
practicable. National Army men will go
to regiments from thslr own States.

The guard consolidation has brought
upon the department a new source of
trouble. Numerous Colonels and regi-
mental staffs of the guard are certain
to be left without commands, since the
number of regiments' has been reduced.
This haa already proved a fruitful
source of protest from State officials.

PANIC PROOF ORDER
AFFECTS BUILDINGS

Supreme Court Upholds In- -
duurtml Commission.

Supreme Court Justice Gavegan de-
cided yesterday that owners of Indus-
trial buildings must comply with the
orders of the State Industrial Commis-
sion prescribing alterations that will
lessen the fire risk, even If the structure
Is considered fireproof and compiles with
the requirements of the Board of Flro
Underwriters.

This decision was handed down in a
test, case that waa one of thirty-tw- o

similar actions In which real estate
holdors are Interested. The property af-
fected Is the sixteen story Cockcroft
Building, 71 and 71 Nassau street. The
Justice says :

"The reasonableness of the commis-
sion's orders depends directly on the
question, 'Is the building safe from the
danger or panlcr Panic may result
from causes not confined to a factory
building Itself nor affected by Its fire-
proof character. It may be caused by
snv.ki atone, or by fire In a building
adjoining or In the Immediate neigh- -
Dornooa. or or a conflagration, or by
a hostile attack In time of war from
land, sea or air, or by earthquake, or
even by a false alarm." -
DAIRYMEN'S STRIKE THREAT.

Distributers at Loggerheads With
Predaetera Over Prices.

Unless the big milk distributers agree
to pay the advance In milk prices de-

manded by the Dairymen's League for
October and No,ember another "milk
strike" such as paralyzed the milk
trade last autumn may start October
1. Although officers of the league made
It appeared yesterday they did not want
to discuss even tho possibility of a
strike, they sdmltted that the situation

y Is not unlike the situation Im-

mediately preceding- - the strike of 1018.
They are standing pat on the proposi-
tion that the Increased price asked by
the league barely covers the Increased
cost of production, and dairymen must
get It or else they will have to quit
producing milk.

The big distributers have not yet
"signed up" with the league and but
four days remain before the date set
for the Inauguration of the new sched-
ules.

MINERS REJECTED

Operators Say Prices Fixed by
Government Preclude

Wage Increase.

ASK GARFIELD TO DECIDE

Granting of Requests Will
Necessitate Advance in

Fixed Rates.

Washington, Sept, z& Flat refusal

to-d- by the coal operators of the cen-
tral fields to meet the demands made by
the miners for big wage Increases put
an extremely serious aspect on the coal
production situation throughout the
United States at a moment when the
Government Is seeking the highest pos-slbl- 'e

output 'for the war Industries of
the nation and when winter and Ita ne-
cessity for an abundanco of fuel are
almost here.' How tha critical situation witt be dealt
with Is a matter of conjecture ht

There Is a likelihood that the whole mat-
ter will be put formally before Harry A.
Garfield, the coal dictator,
Representatives of both sides had con-
ferences with htm y. A compromise
Is anticipated. It Is thought that Mr.
Garfield will recommend an advance In
the wages of miners working by the ton,
although not all that Is asked. The day
workers will get their full demands, or
nearly so, according to present Indica-
tions. '

Directors of the newly organized Na
tional Coal Association were told by
Dr. Garfield to-d- that Government
prices would be rectified for any operator
who could prove by actual production
cost figures that operation under the
fixed prices would mean loss.

with this assurance the operators
promised to obtain facts and figures of
many kinds relating to coal costs and
production for submission to the Coal
Administrator.

The miners are asking an Increase of
15 cents a ton for nick and machine
mining at all basing points. There Is
gossip that thla will be compromised on
the baala of a 10 cent advance. The day
workers are demanding a straight In-
crease of tl.90 a day, which will glvo
men tn this class of work an average
advance or 70 per cent. Since they
have not fared so well as the tonnage
men In recent advances It Is said that
they are likely to get nearly If not quite
what they ask.

May Increase Prleea.
Dr. Garfield will, have an announce-

ment to make This may con-
tain the new .schedule of coal prices
which many predict he wlfl be com-
pelled to Issue shortly if a labor situa-
tion which may necessitate Government
operation of the mines or other drastic
measures is to be avoided.
