Deoling Meeta Charge.

E. T. Cansler and ex-Judge Osborne,
the mowst prominent of Meana's counssl,
came here yesterday and obiained an
order from Judge Webb to have Dooling
show cause why he is net In contempt
for refusal to abide by the writ of de-
liverance previously lssued by Judge
Webb. When Dooling learned of this
new move yeaterday he was in Ballabury,
sevenly-five miles away, conferring with
Mr. Clement and Attorney-General Man-
ning. He had made all arrangements to
returm (o' New York last night, but
changed his plans, remaited over, and
arrived heare at noon to-day. !

Solicitor Clement In arguing against
the contempt procesdings explalned to
the ocourt ths importance of the papera
remalning in his possession and how
essential it wag for Mr. Dooling and hia
experts to return hare for the trial of
Means, He sald Cansler and Osborne
fully realise this and that the contempt
of court move was simply a ruse to
intimidats, humillate and inmsult Mr,
Dealing and his axperts and drive tham
from the Htate. This done, he sald, they
never would return for the trisl and =
guilty man would walk free

Defence Makes Attack.

Now the
newspapers hound a man to his cell, try
and convict him In thelr columns and
then ask the court to sentence him."

Mr. Cooper sald yesterday
that the Borden's, the SheMeld Farms,
the Mutual MeDermott and other large
concerns supply moat of the milk con«
sumed In New York elty, They have
large quantities of frozen cream In stor-
age, and they own a large percantage
of the cans umed in shipping from up-
State points,
