A "Monroe Doctrine of tho Far East"
was proclaimed by Viscount tshll. head
of the Japanese mission to the United
States, In a remarkable and fervently
applauded speech at the Waldorf last
night. The Japanese pilgrims, after a
day nt West Point, were the guests of
the Mayor of New York at a brilliant
dinner which marked the close of their
memorable visit here.

Speaking as the plenipotentiary envoy
of his country, the Viscount said that
Japan not only will not seek to oxsull
the lntegilty or sovereignty of China but
eventually will be prepared to defend
Chinese Independence against any ag-
gressor. Realizing that nature had
given It an advantage In the matter of
Chinese trade ny means of which It was
bound to succeed "unless we are vciy
stupid or very inactive," Japan wel-
comed "fair and honest competition In
tho markets everywhere."

He pictured the notion that Japan had
or would close the doom of China to
Americans as a myth devised by ten
years of German effort to create preju-
dice and distrust. Hp said tho door was
