Banks Agree to Toan Money
for Bonds Purchased at
4 Per Cent.

The net result of the thres days came-
palgn for subscriptions to America’s seo-
ond war loan wan estimated at $135,000,-
000 at the close of business yesterday,
the first day the great machine bullt ap
by the Liberty Loan Commfttes in this
district had been pluced in fuil operation.
The first avidence of the operation of
this machine was & marked’ increase in
subscriptions announced. Thay totalled
approximately §53,000,000, which em-
sseded by more than $10,000,000 the sub-
scriptions annognosd officially or unof-
ficdally during the preceding days of the
eampalgmn.

Actoal tabalated and
snnsunced stood at only $106,548,850,
bt counting su ‘in tramalt te
the Liberty Loan Committes and those
received by varioms banks, but not an-
nounced, It waas conceded that §136,000,-
000 was A conservallve sstimate. There
is still & great deal of confusion regard-
ing the maehinery for reporting sub-
acriptions to the committese, Thus far
but $48,802,850 of the grand total has
heen entered officlally on the subwerip
ton books, but a large part of Lhis 18 ac
counted for in the fact that many banks

have only given notice of asubscriptions
weelved and have not officlally O/
them.

Up ftate Likely te Do Its Share.

There was a note of optimism at the
headquarters yesterday nol seen pre-
viously as subscriptions began to In-
crease. Thia was true not only of the
city itself but of the district outside of
New York, about which there has besen
no little doubt as to ita abllity to swb-
acribs the quola allotted to It. This
doubt proved without foundation, hew-
ever, an officlal reports began to flow In
from up-Stats diatricts, Utica and Al-
bany especlally sent optimistic news, the
|atter reporting that something like $1.-
500,000 in subscriptions had already
been received,

Three subseriptionss for $10,000,000
were Inrgely responsible for the marked
increass In the day’s total. One of them
came from the Corn Exchange Bank,
and the two others from the 1'nited States
Steel Corporation and the Mutual Life
Insurance Company.
