COAL STRIKE ENDED.

Keiilni'L.i and Tennessee Mliirra
Accept Arbitration.

Lr.xiNoroN, Ky.. Oct. 6, The agree-
ment signed by delegates representing
18,000 miners of southeastern Kentucky
and northeastern Tennessee was re-

ceived hre It provides that any
grievance from cither miners or opera-
tors be referred to a Joint board com-
posed of two operators, two miners and
an umpire, the latter to be chosen by
the four members of the board If possi-
ble. If the members cannot' ngree on a
permanent umpire, then he shall be se-

lected by Coal Administrator Garfield.
The following questions In dispute will

come up first: (a) The question of an
advance In wages, tonnage, rates, yard-
age and dead work; (b) questions of
hours of labor and working conditions;
(c) question of maintenance of a check
welghman.

The agreement states that the miners
wdll rraume work on Monday, and that
the term of contract whenever signed
shall be for the term of the war, except
as to wage rates, which may be subject
to Chang" by a s.peciai arbitration board
at such times only as the Government
may change the price of coal f. o. b. at
mines.

Tj; strike has been in progress since
August 11.

AW COAL PRICE PLAN.

l.ooal (omniHtrcs to Fix Rates In
evf England Towns.

Boston, Oct J. Every New lngland
c'ty and town will soon have a local
committee with authority to fix coal
prlcs, according to an announcement
by Jamos J. Storrow, New F.ngland Fuel
Administrator. These prices will be
subject to review by the State chairmen!
of the Fuel Administration and by, Mr.
Htorrow and Also, f necessary, by Dr.
Gat field, the National Fuel Administra-
tor. Mr. Storrow and the State chair-
men returned y frpm Washlnglon,
where they conferred with Dr. 'Garfield.

"Broadly speaking," sayn the an-

nouncement, "the local committees will
ascertain the cost of coal a: the mines,
the cost of transportation 'and ths cort
to retail, dealers of doing business In
their respective communities, and add to
the sum of tfcese costs a fair margin of
p'rofit. The total figures thus derived,
suhjejt. to the approval of the State
chairmen and Mr. Storrow, will be the
coal-pric- e in any given community,"

The chairmen have already begun the
selection of the local committees, but It
will probably require a week or ten
days .to complete, th organUatlon,
Meanwhile..
