fuw the same to. any 'enemy' or 'ally,
of enemy' Insurance or reinsurance com-
pany doing business within the Unt4
States, through an agency or branch
office or otherwise, which shall make
application within thirty day of Oc-

tober I, 1917."

Control of Knetuy Property.
"Among (he most Important and far

reading provisions of (he enemy act,"
itaya an offlolal statement explaining the
law. "are those dealing wjth the taking
over ty tbta Government of tho custody
and' control pf 'enemy' property within
Ue United States.

"The property affected by this pro-
vision Is that which Is located In the
Vn(ted 'States ad belongs o any' person
or corporation that Is an 'enemy' of "ally
of enemy' "within the definitions of the
act, except those licensed to continue

'doing business In the United States,
German subjects and the subjects of her
allies resident In the United States do
not frpm the mere fact pf .their nation;
aJjty fell within these definitions.

"The fact makes It the duty of every
concern within the United States Issu-
ing; shares pf stock, within sixty day
after the aproval of the act, to report
to (he Allen Tropcrty Custodian the
names of such of its officers, directors
and stockholders as are known to be or
reasonably believed to be 'enemies' or
'allies of enemy,' and the amount of
stock or shares owned by each.

The act provides In addition, under
severe penalties, that every person"" In
the United States holding any property
for an 'enemy' or 'ally of enemy' or for
any person whom he may have reason-
able cause to believe to be an 'enemy'
or 'ally of enemy' must report the fact
to the alien property custodian within
thirty days after the passage of the act.
So aleo any person In the United States
Indebted In any way to an 'enemy' or
'ally of enemy' or to a person whom he
may have reasonable cause to believe
ta be an 'enemy' or 'ally of enemy'
squat make a similar report.'!

May Require Transfer '

The alien property custodjan may re-

quire a transfer to himself of any prop-art- y

held for or debt owed to an enemy
or enemy ally, and any person so holding
any property or so owing any money
may transfer such property or pay such '

money to the custodian with his consent.
Property or money transferred to the

alien property custodian will be held
until the end of the war and then dealt
Wlh as Congress shall direct. All funds
or ready money may be Invested In Lib-ber- ty

bonds and held In such form.
The President has delegated to the

Attorney-Gener- the power to direct the
payment of claims against enemy prop-
erty In tho hands of the custodian upon
the consent of all persons Interested.

The definition of an "enemy'' or "ally
of enemy" Is explicit. Any persons regard-lea- s

of nationality who resides within the
territory of the German empire or the
territory of any of its allies or that
occupied by their military forces Is ex-

pressly made an "enemy" or "ally of
enemy" by the act. Even citizens of the
United States 'remaining within such
territory are regarded as "enemies" or
"allies of an enemy."

An "enemy" of "ally of enemy" doing
business within the United Stntes before
November 5 may apply for a license tn
rontlnue to do business In the United
States.

The license provisions of the act do
not apply to Germans, Austrians, Turks
or Bulgarians doing business In the
United States and having no business
connections with Interests actually, oper-
ating In Germany or her allied countries.

Thus thousands of alien enemies hav-
ing small business establishments In the
United States need not apply for license
to continue operation unless they have
dealing with companies having connection

In enemy or ally of enemy terri-
tory. The act authorized the President
to declare all these alien enemies subject
to license regulations, but he has not
extended the provision to these persons
by his order.

JWSS FLEET STILL JPLJ5

100 German War Vessels in At-

tack Which Wins Mastery
of Finnish Gulf.

London, Oct. 14. Tho Germans ap
parently are pushing to rapid comple-
tion their conriuest of Oesel Island, at
the mouth of the Gulf of niga. The
Russian troops, nccordlng to Petrngrad,
are offering n Vallnnt opposition but
aro being driven back steadily. The
Germans were compelled to withdraw
frprn the south shore of Dago Island.
where they never obtained a strong
footing. The Invaders also failed In
nn attempt to capture a pier on Moon
Island, the small but strongly fortified
body of land Just cast of Oesel and be
tween that island and the mainland
of Esthonla. About 100 German war
vessels', Including thirty-nin- e mine
sweepers, participated in the action.

The Kujslan Baltic fleet apparently
continues Inactive. Premier Kcrensky
nas issued an urgent appeal for it to

come to tho rescue in this hour of
trial," but there have been no evidence
of a response. Mot only does the fleet
seem passive put It develops that Its
action has weakened the defensive re-
sources of Kropstndt, home station of
the fleet and the Gibraltar of Russia.

Berlin announced y that German
troops which landed on Oesel Friday
quickly shattered the resistance of the
garrison and advanced across the Island
to the southeastern coast. Arensburg.
from which the Invaders were said to be
but a few miles distant, was reported
in names as was Berel. on the Svorb
peninsula.

QHMlana Admit fteversrs .
Eight dreadnoughts, a dozen light

cruisers and forty torpedo boats, besides
ine tnirty-nln- e mine sweepers, wero
among the ships that composed the Teu-
ton fleet convoying the transports and
helping clear the strait and destroy the
channel defences. Up to 10 o'clock Sat-
urday morning the enemy had "occupied
the whole northern and eastern part of
the Island and were within fifteen miles
of Arensburg, nccordlng to the Russian
War 'Office. The Russians stpi held
Sere) and other points on tho Svorb
peninsula. Extensive mine clearing
operations preceded tho actual German
attack.

Petrograd reports the sinking of four
enemy torpedo boats and the grounding
of one German cruiser, but Berlin denies
this, saying all ships in the convoy
escaped.

A brief Berlin War Office report is-

sued announces that the opera-
tions on Oesel Island arc proceeding in
accordance with the German plans.
Mjre detaalls of the flehtlmr urn con
tained in the earlier bulletins from
Petrograd and Berlin, which follow:

Russian Statement. On Friday the
enemy, who landed on Oesel Island,
succeeded In occupying part of the
Island. 'Toward evening it was ob-
served that enemy motorcyclist de-
tachments were approaching Orrishaf,
in the eastern part of the Island, and
they attempted to capture a pier on
Moon Island but were repulsed.

The fight with enemy troops which
landed still continues. Bnemy ad-
vanced detachments arc pressing our
troops in a southeasterly direction.

Troops Continue to Land. j

The landing of German troops on
Oesel island continued yesterday. The
region where the debarkation is taking
Place Is guarded from the sea by very
large enemy naval forces.

.Simultaneously with the landing on
Oesel Island several enemy ships en-
gaged our shoro batteries on Dago
Island. According to the information
nt hand, four enemy torpedo boats
were sunk by the fire of this battery
and one enemy cruiser which was
firing at this battery ran agronud.

Our battery was completely de-
stroyed by the overwhelming gunfire
from the enemy ships. This enabled
the enemy to land a small detachment
on Dago Island, which, however, was
unable to maintain Its position, and
the troops promptly returned to their
ships.

Since yesterday morning our ships
have successfully hindered the enemy's,
naval forces entering our waters be-
tween Dago and Oesel Islands.

In the course of tho engagements of
tho last two days our ships suffered
no appreciable damage. While be has
landed troops, the enemy also contin-
ues the usual mine sweeping along
the Cnurland shores of Irhan Strait.

During numerous aerial reconnais-
sances and engagements in the region
of Oesel Island one of our aviators
brought down nn enemy airplane.

The Russian Ioscpb in the two days
bombardment of the islands of Oosel
and Dago wero trifling. Our crews
gave proof of their courage, Initiative
and l.

Berlin Denies Any Losses.
German Statement. After well dei

vised preparation a combined enter-
prise was commenced In which our
army and navy excellently cooperated
against the strongly fortified Russian
Island of Oesel, which is situated at
the head of the Bay of Riga.

After extensive mine clearing opera-
tions In the coastal waters the forti-
fications on the Peninsula of Svorb,
near Kidlkond, at the Bay of Tagga,
and at Sollosund wero taken under
our fire on Friday. After the Russian
batteries had been overcome the
troops were landed.

In this operation, as In convoying
the transport fleet through the Rus-
sian mine fields, our naval furces
participating excellently proved their
spirit of enterprise arid tho capacity
of our navy.

This first portion of the operation
was entirely successful and was
carried through without any loss of
ships.

The troops landed In Tagga Bay, on
the northwest coast of the Island,
quickly broke tho resistance of tho
Russians In their vigorous advance.
They are now advancing further to-

ward tho southeast.
Serel, on the southern point of the

Peninsula of Hvorb, and Arensburg,
the capital of Oesel, are In flames.

FAILS TO STIR RUSSIA.

Coniiurst of Ocrl Received With
(iilruiiraa at t'npltiil.

PPTlioonAP, Oct. 14. The people of
Petrograd received the news of the oc-

cupation of Oesel calmly. The newspa-
per publish Interviews with some of th.i
Cabinet Ministers and others, who agree
that while the operation seriously affect
ltiivKl&.'M Htrateale nnsltlon it does not
constitute an Immediate menace to the
Russian capital.

WAR INSURANCE AGE

LIMITS 15 TO 65

Government to Issue Policies
on Men and Women in

$500 Multiples.

Wasiunqtox, Oct. 14. Samples of the
Insurance policy which the Government
Will write for Its soldiers and sailors
were made public by the 'ar
Risk Insurance Bureau of the Treasury
Department. Plans for placing the
policies Into effect Immediately will be
outlined hero next Tuesday at a con
ference of Treasury officials with repre-soitatlv-

of tho navy and officers and
enlisted men at tho thirty-tw- o canton
ments.

Details of the policy disclose that
risks will be written upon thu lives of
men anil women between the ages of l!t
and Go In al branches of the army, navy,
Marino Corps, Coast Guard, Naval Re-
serve, National Naval Volunteer, nurses
and any other branches of the United
States service serving with the army and
navy.

Premiums, computed on n monthly
basis, vary between 63 cents per J1.000
at ago of 15 to 53.35 a thousand at age
of 65. lietwef-- 21 and 31 years tho fol-

lowing monthly premiums will be
charged per $1,000 of Insurance (tho
limit licing J10.000.: Twenty-on- e to 23
Inclusive, 6." cents: 24 and 25, GO cents:
26 and 27, 67 cents ; 28, 68 cents, 29 and
30, 09 cents, 31, 70 cents.

During periods of total disability the
Insurance will he paid, not in one lump
sum, but monthly for twenty years,
should tho disability continue for that
period. Should death occur before twen-
ty years the remainder of the policy will
bo paid at once to the beneficiary. At
the age of 25 the monthly Instalment
for the twenty year period would be
(5.75 per $1,000 of Insurance.

Provision Is made for family allow-
ances, for reeducation of wounded and
nipples, for compensation In case of
death or Injury without com and for the
additional protection of insurance at
very small cost.

In cases of partial disability the
amount of romptns.it inn Is determined
by a schedule to be based upon the ex-

tent of tho Impairment of earning ca-
pacity. Total disability payments are
to bo Increased above the figures named
In the volley where tin- - Insured lias de-

pendents.
"Where the Injury or disease is caused

by the wilful misconduct of the man."
tho policy reads, "compensation will not
be paid."

The policies will be Issued in multiples
of $500, no policy, however to be less
than $1,000.

BntTisti Frost in Kexaiuu, Oct. 14,
In tho wilderness of mud where the
armies now confront each other there
are many German dead and wounded out
In front of our lines. German stretcher
parties arc at work continuously retriev-
ing the latter. They come close up to
our posts nnd rfever by any chance nre
molested. When they near our line
our men more than one have n tbem
hit by German shells.

our stretcher parties also nro moving
about, and so far arc not' being respected.
It Is a fact that In some units the pro-
portion of casualties among the stretcher
bearers has been higher than among the
Infantry In the actual fighting line. Some
of these casualties, of course, are caused
accidentally by shallllre. but a much
greater number result from deliberate
sniping by the Germans, who know very
well whom they are shooting.

Two days ago a stretcher party was at
work when two German snipers delib-
erately shot three out of four at short
range, killing them. I think the British
world In general never will understand
how completely the German theory of
Red Cross work differs from that of tho
civilized patlons. All International Red
Cross workers In neutral countries aro
aware that the German Red Cross Is not
nn organization of mercy, but Is as much
a part of tho German military machine
as Is the artillery.

You know how heretofore tire Germans
have been bombing hospitals nnd torpe-
doing hospital ships. Unquestionably
It shows a deliberate policy which, know-
ing what the German Red Cross means,
leads them to believe that they aro at-
tacking legitimate military objects. It
is the simple truth that the German
peoplo and the army authorities never
had and hn'o not now such conception
of the Red Cross as have we and other
peoples.

The saddest thing Is that after the war
the Red Cross societies of other nations
never can treat tho German organization
again as an equal nor admit Its repre-
sentatives to conventions to membership
of the same sisterhood of mercy.
