When the Giants nickered out sadly
la the ninth Inning on the Polo Grounds
yesterday the National League took
another punch In the eye. It lost Its

eventh world's eerie;? to the American
League In the last eight years, and Its
third straight In as many years. In tho
fourteen series played between the rival
leagues the American. now leads In nine
victories to five. As for the Giants, this
fall's setback Is the fourth In five at-

tempts since McGraw took hold of the
team.

During the yeara of 1915, 1916 and
1917 the teams representing the Na-
tional League have won four games, the
number required to win one aeries,
against twelve for the two Soxes the
Bed and the White who have repre-
sented the Johnson arms.

The New York Giants appeared to be
the big hope nf the National League
this season, but when It came to the
test they folded almost as easily as did
the Brooklyn team of 1916. generally re
garded as a far 'Inferior team to the
present New York team.

Until the seventh Inning rally of the
Box In the fifth game played In Chicago,
New York appeared to have the fiox on
the run and It looked an though the
Giants would win the series after the

remarkable uphill fight ever waged
Kwiost baseball test p. But when the

test came the Giants collapsed.
They caved In with Sallee In the closing
Innings last .Saturday nnd again folded
up on the Tolo Grounds yestreday, when
the Sox won the championship by tak-
ing the sixth game by a score of 4 to 2.

S World Series Hero Here.
Since 1505, when McGraw won his

nly world's championship In five at-
tempts. New York has had no world's
srles hero. Then It was the great

Mathewson who shut out the Athletics
In threo fames. Since then the New
Tork teams have contributed a flock of
world's series goats.

Jack Murray was the goat tn, 1911,
when he failed to make a hit In sis
tames and fielded .$25. Snod grass was
elected In 1912) when he made his fatal
muff In the deciding game, with Merkle
as his lieutenant. Herzog. with only
one hit In the series, nnd Merkle, who
made a fatal bone In the last game,
merged from the 1913 series bleating

mournful sounds.
The goat of the 131" series Is Heinle

Zimmerman, the great Zlm, and the
only native New Yorker playing on the
Giants. Zimmerman's falldown In the
series was pathetic, especially after he
had Just gone through the greatest
aason of his career. Heinle had not

been hitting a lick during the series, but
his fielding began to give way in the
fifth game, when he contributed a wild
throw to Sallec's rout.

Yesterday Zimmerman started the
Glantu on the toboggan with a two base
error on Eddlo Collins In that busy
fourth Inning, nnd after Robertson had
muffed Jackson's easy fly the Zlm con-
tributed a bonchead play which haa had
few equals. Ah a world's series bone. It
easily passes Pitcher Faber's steal of
third with the lag occupied.

Felsch lilt an easy tap to Benton,
who had Collins trapped between tho
bases. Collins, playing out his string.
Intended to delay his demise long enough
to permit Jackson to reach third and
Felsch second. Benton balked Collins
back to third and then threw to Zim
merman.

Helnlo wasn't very far from Collins
at tho time, but ho wasn't any nearer
after a frantic dash down the base line.
They kept Just about a foot apart, Zim
With outstretched ball and Collins put-
ting on full speed. No finish of the
Suburban Handicap ever waa more
thrilling, but Eddie won In the race
to the plate.

Rarlden Reaar te Cove Play.
Zimmerman's play, of course, waa to

throw to Rarlden, so that Collins could
be run down, but Zimmerman evidently
wanted that putout himself. There

till Is a lot of argument aa to whether
the plate waa covered, but Rarlden did
sot move aside until Collins waa within
a step of the plate. That play killed
the Glanta deader than Dickens's door
nail, as Gandll Immediately sent a long

Ingle to right, scoring Jackson and
Felsch. After that It was only a ques-
tion whether Faber would be able to
hold the Giants down.

What Zlmmertnan tried to do la not
particularly clear, unless he hoped to
get Collins Immediately so he could
whip the ball to third and get Felsch
golns Into that bag, But after starting
In Colllns's wake Zimmerman evidently
overestimated his own speed. Collins
win too fast for lilm and made Heinle
look like a sellnlg plater.

Strangely enough. Just about four
years ago a play of a similar nature
brought about the defeat of the Giants
In tho fifth and the last game of the
1913 series between tho Giants and Ath-
letics. With Eddie Murphy on third,
Baker hit to Merkle. Fred watched
Kddle and then Baker. J. Franklin
stopped on the base line and Merkle
chased lilm almost back to the plate.
In the meantime Murphy made a diva
home and made It, while Baker re-

versed his enginea and beat the play to
first. Mathewson was pitching against
Plaqk, and on the play hinged New
York's defeat by a score of 3 to 1.

The Old Joy Killer did not score his
victory without a battle though. From

Yells and whoops and cheers acconv
panled frantlo and fanatical dances,
while hats, papers and even valuable
bundles were tossed high tn the air.

Tho two runs had cut down the big
handicap to a mere run and to the "out
side" fans this could easily be over
come by the heavy hitting Giants. Al
most each succeeding Inning gave the
faithful hopes, for Robertson got on
In the sixth: Pol Perrltt reached third
In the seventh, and Robhy waa perched
on second In the ninth. Hut all of their
