Many sections figured In yesterday'
traJInfr. In this rtspoct It was an Im-

wns essentially Investment In character.
The Dyckman section figured much more
prominently than other sections. A large
corner there Is said to hnve been ac-

quired hy the film company which
bought adjoining properly recently. Not
far away Is a lilock front which --lins
been taken by tho Paullat Fathers for
a new school site.

C. Clrayson Mnrtln. who knows Fifth
avenue and has made many profits there,
has renewed his trading, according to
Information that cams to light yester-
day. Not only was tho suspicion that
Mr. Martin was Interested In the Hnrk-nes- s

transaction correct, but It develops
that he also had his hand In the sale of
another house further up the avenue.
The other parcels which figured In the
day's trailing were multlfamlly propert-
ies. In the nuctlon sale conducted by
the Banking Department remarkably low
prices were accepted.

MOIR SEES MENACE I

IN RAIL CONDITIONS

Snys U. S. Vlnancinl Structure
Mny He Wpakcuptl Unless

Konds Oct Aid.

John Mulr, president of tho Hallway
Investor!! l.rngue, Inc., In a telegram to
Henry C. Unit, chairman of the lnter-atat- o

Commerce Commission, urges that
a liberal Increase In rates lie granted nil
roads bo that they may look forward to
the future necessary financing with some
degree of confidence. Mr. Mulr state,
that tho problem of the railroads la a
broader one than can ho compassed In
the study of rnten. He says that It Is
now a fundamental problem involving
the whole qttcitlon of American rallroaj
credit. Ho added :

"Comprising not merely a limited
number of wealthy Investors, but repre-
senting tho common nense viewpoint of
more than 65,000 average Americana who
have put their money Into railroad se-

curities, tho Railway Investors League
wishes to point out nt thin time that un-

less sofnethlng Is done tn restore rail-
road credit tho wflnle financial structure
of the country Is likely to bo weakened.
And this at a lime when, with the
country Involved In a great war, every
effort should be made to establish
strength not merely for tho duration of
hostilities but for the tests of the world
reconstruction period,"

Mr. Mulr calls attention to those
critics who assert that the railroads are
earning more than excr In their his-
tory. He says these people forget that
the roads arc sho,lni" an Increase In net
because, without or hesita-
tion, they are wearing out rolling stock
and equipment In order to supply tho
demand of the country at war. Ho adds
that no thought Is given h to whether
the machinery Is being hurt by workln
It twenty-fou- r hours dally.

"What will happen when the railroad
are forced to replace the equipment
which Is now bdng bought?'' ski Mr.
Mulr. "Such supplies an arc being pur-
chased aro costing the roads 200 to 500
per cent, more than what they hao been
accustomed to pay. And tho rates make
no provision for this Incrense.

"Some Increase was nllowed to the
roads for higher wages given to the four
brotherhoods, but no provision ban been
made for the Increase, to unskilled
labor. lncreaes which the roads have
had to make time and again In tho laft
twelve months In order to meet tho com-
petition for men."

Raymond B Stevens, of
the Shipping Board, said he be.

In room 421 of the Custom House, where
he met representatives of the New York
Tow Boat lxchange, the New York Boat
Owners Association and the various
unions affected. He announced later
that both sides had agreed to submit
their differences to a 1'idernl arbitra-
tion board.

This, Mr. Stevens said, amounted to a
signal victory for ,tho Government and
averted any dinger of an Immediate
harbor or traffic tletip. When he re-

sumes his hearings Saturday morning nt
U o'clock at the Custom House he firmly
believes tho warring elements will tell
him they have gotten together.
