They hurried back to Weshawken and
alept all night curlad up together In the
doorway of a big factory. And yesler-
day they went hack to Hoboken, but
again they couldn't mnd A  transport.
Bo Inte in the afternoon, with their
money gone and only one lollyvpop lefy, !
they walked all the way from Manhattan
to Willlamshurg, and got back In the
nelghborhood of thelr home about 5:30
o'rlock.

Then they got frightened again, afrald
of what Papsh Mahoney woulidl do to
them, nnd they slipped up and looked
ints the windows of their home, and
there 1hey eaw thelr mother erying and
their father irying to comfort her. This
made Danny and Jimmy absolutely N-r-|
taln that they would get a terrible llek- |
Ing If they went home, so they hunted up |
wne of thelr young frisnds and sent him |
to the Mahoney home with & message to
the effect that Danny ane Jimmy would |
leave the war flst and coma home |f
papa would promiss that they wouldn't
bo lirked.

Anidl Papa and Mamma Mahoney ac-
ceptedd the conditions of murrender, and
the prodigals walked Into thelr home
and with a fine disregard for sympathy
marched stralght Into fhe dining room
and ate everylhing In might.
