Amsterdam, Oct. 23. Tho Germans

nro attempting to obtain control of the
Dutch mercantile marine fleet during
and after the war. Holland having no
Iron and steel for ship construction and
repairs I obliged, to obtain these ma-
terials from Germany. The conditions
Imposed by the Germans place Dutch
shipbuilders and owners wholly at their
mercy.

All Dutch shipyards receiving Ger-
man Iron or steel under contract with
German firms must make report of
details connected with the ship con-
struction or repair work and state the
ultimate destination of the vessel.
Should a dispute arise as to the In-

terpretation of the contract, the Dutch
shipbuilder or owner must bind himself
to accept the decision not of n Dutch
court but of the German court at Kssen

Not content with this, the German"
Insist that all Dutch shipbuilders and
owner receiving German Iron and steel
shall sign a contract running for rive
year after the war ends that they will
not el any Fhlp without giving Ger
many the rleht of refual and that for
Ave years after the war they will not
allow nny of their ships to be employed
directly or Indirectly for the benellt of
:ny of Oermsny' present er.emle". The
Dutch Government iron and steel com-
mittee has advised ship owners not to
accept these last two conditions.

No ship Is to be rtpilred with German
Iron or steel by any firm on the Clerman
blacklist, but tho Germane are prepared
to waive this prohibition on condition
of a generous subscrlptlcn to the Ger-
man war loan.

A further measure Intended to force
Dutch shipping to serve Germany alone
Is applied to ships not necessarily built
of German materials In Gronlngen prov-
ince. These shlpR cannot enter the sea
except through the Hlver Kins, which
the Germans Illegally annexed from
Holland recently. The Gronlngen ship-
builders who wish to send ships to the
Hoa mutt first sign contracts giving Ger-
many the rlKln of refusal to the ships
and promising not to serve Germany's
prosent enemies for five year after the
war.

GERMANY LOSES

HALF HER ZEPPS

Fleet of Supcrdrcadnoughts of
the Air Is, Being Slowly

Wiped Out.

Washington. Oct 23. Figures con-

tained In an official French report re-

ceived here y show that Germany
probably lost .one-ha- lf of her total
effective fleet of super-Zeppcll- In the
attempted attack on England and re-

turn flight over France last week. The
report tells of the attack made hy
French airmen against the Zeppelins,
following the tenor of the previous War
Office statements, and adds:

The Germans probably lost five of
their Zeppelins, which were nil of the
new type from 234 to 24 4 meters (760
feet to 800 feet) In length and carry.
Ins seven and nine engines with from
1,500 to 2,000 horse-powe- r.

Summing up the extent of the disaster
to the German air fleet, the report says
C'terniany altogether has constructed
probably 100 Zippelins. of which six-
teen were destroyed before the var.
Hie losses officially reported by the
Allies were six In 1914. sixteen In 1915
twenty-fW- o for 1916 and three for 1917

Thus tho minimum of sixty-si- x Zep
pelins have been destroyed, to which
must he added half a dozen more lost
bv accident and in experimental trials.
Deducting machines loaned to Bulgaria,
Germany now has on the western front
only twenty-fiv- e s. Tho
greatefet air fleet concentrated against
England In Belgium and northern Ger-
many has never amounted to more than
sixteen Zeprellni'.

All France Is exultant over what the
despatches declare to bo the greatest
defeat administered to an air fleet since
the beginning of the war. The grati-
fication Is morn intenee because It Is
now known that tho German raid was
an attempt to carry out a fearful threat
of vengeance made four days before.
