SPURS U. S. BUSINESS

Success of Liberty Lonn Is
Cause xtt Better Feeling

in AH Lines.

STOCKS GETTING LOWER

Prices Pegged at High Levels
Despite Expedients to

Hedueo Them.

The swing toward Increased business
activity In the United States continues.
The commercial reporting agencies re-

flect a much more optimistic tone this
neck than last, with the success of the
Liberty Loan assured. Government
orders, plus a brisk civilian demand,
have swelled buying to a large demand,
they say, hut high prices, economy and
the Liberty Loan activities have curt-

ailed the volume somewhat.
Pun's Review thus sizes up the situat-

ion:
"Temporary suspension of activities

through y observances and
some Interruption by storms have not
obscured the fact that the movement
toward Increased business has continued.
With comparatively few conspicuous ex-
ceptions, the trend has been steadily for-
ward with the advancing season, and In
tome Important branches, such as In
hides, leather and footwear, the improvs-me- nt

has been noteworthy.
"Accompanying the gain In volume of

transactions there hns'come decisive re-
covery In prices where formerly there
were clear signs of yielding, and In cer-
tain commodities not subject to regulat-
ion more new high records have been
established. For the great strength of
some leading markets the explanation
appears in the rising costs of, production
through wage Increases and dearer raw
material, and the extensive and growing
war requirements are a potent Influence
In the same direction.

"But while governmental and other
buying has brought reviving activity,
and In some Instances better prices, Ina-
bility to obtain adequate and urgently
needed supplies In many cases prevents
still further expansion. Summed up,
business experiences many dimculttes,
snd while Its volume has perceptibly en-
larged the uncertainties of the period
make for continued caution In forward
undertakings."

"Notwithstanding some manifestations
of conservatism born of a disposition on
the part of the ultimate consumer to
economlie and the attention accorded
the Liberty Loan, trade movements pro-
ceed at a pretty lively rate, and the ac-
tivity of Industry is unabated. ly

the big propelling Influence ta
overnmcntal orders, which extend out

a myriad of lines, and because of
the operatlqn of the priority rule which
decrees that the Government must be
tened first, the result Is that the stocks
of essential merchandise are short, a
fact that large civilian Interests only
appreciate when about to lay down or-
ders.

"Indeed, this paucity of stocks, coupled
with Inability to speed up production
because labor Is unavailable, buttresses
the price situation, which, despite expe-
dients, is apparently pegged ,ak hlgji
leyels. Most reports agree rjthat trade'
with wholesalers and Jobbers, is large,
and holiday buying Is receiving more att-

ention at several cities."

BAD PACKING- - COSTS $2,000,000.

Shippers' False Hronumr Double
Yearly Loss on Pennsylvania.
The Ponnsylvanla Railroad in a state-

ment Issued yesterday says shippers can
aid In avoiding the waste and destruct-
ion of more than $2,000,000 worth of
freight cery year by packing" their
goods properly and using containers
strong enough to stand transportation.
The value of freight Injured In transit
on the Pennsylvania Railroad has dou-
bled since the war, due largely to ef-
forts of shippers to economize In the use
of packing materials and to the use of
weak or second hand containers.

I Examples cited were shipments ' of
axes In paper boxes and of macaroni In
light paper boxes. Similar conditions

.were encountered In shipments of denim,
cotton yarn, cotton piece goods and
sheeting.

Ths cotton market was less active
yesterday, with fluctuations nervous
and Irregular. The chief feature wis

i tho buying- - of near months sales
or later deliveries by spot house brokers
wno were transferrins; their short
nedues. At times rreuthern selling?
seemed to bo more active, but spot ad-
vices were generally bullish and the
bulk of the day's trading was attrib-
uted to the readjustment of closing out
of old accounts.

Local brokers said this attitude prob-
ably reflected uncertainty as to cotton,
the spinners might 1e nUle tn Itllv 111

the South around present prices and a
disposition to wait for further Unlit on
the exact slse of the crop. After selling
at 27.S0a. December oroke to 27.45c,
milled to 27.95c, nnd closed nt 27.c,or 3 points net hlsher. Other months
closed at a net decline of 1 to 29 points,
with the final tone steady.

Weather In the South was unsettled,
rains being reported ln several districts
with prospects for more rain and lower
temperatures. The tendency to scale
down estimates of the yield appears to
have been checked, and an frosts have
been reported from tho greater rart of
the belt the chances of another cold
wave do not Inspire much fresh interest.
The trade Is not Interested In spot mar-
ket conditions and distribution..

At the opening more Southern selling
orders were around the ring than for
some time. First prices were barely
steady nt nn advance of 14 points to a
decline of 3 points, and active months
sold 18 to 21 points net lower toward,
the middle of the morning. Offerings
then tapered off and the market turned
further and the strength of tho nar
positions. The. rally carried December
30 and January about 6 points above
Thursday's closing figures, but owln
to selling by near month buyers late
deliveries did not fully recover their
early losses. Last prices were to 23
points above the lowest.
