KNOCKOUT BLOW
AIMED AT ITALY

Northcliffe Expects Bitter
Fighting for Week.

St. Louis, Oct. 26. Lord Northcliffe,
head of the British war mission In th
united States. In un address before tha--
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Germany's tremendous drive against Italy is directed against the
northern end of the Isonzo front where it turns to the west, forming a
dangerous salient. The first German attack was delivered at Flitsch (i),
a little north of Tolmino, but it quickly spread to Saga, where it was re-
pulsed by the Italians, and to Santa Lucia (s), where the Germans suc-
ceeded in forcing the passage of the river. In this section the Teuton
forces are driving westward and already are on Italian territory (3).

The movement has become so extensive that the Italians are begin-
ning to evacuate the Bainsizza Plateau (4), which they won after months
of the hardest kind of fighting at a huge cost in life. There is no indica-
tion yet how far south the German drive will go; some military experts
believe it has already attained its maximum.

the French advanced yesterday from
the northern slope of the Chemln des
Dames Into the Allette region. Their
attack was met at the southern Hgo
of the PJnon wood by our advance
troops brought up the previous night,
which after a short engagement were
withdrawn to the northern bank of the
Olse Canal. We therefore were not
'successful in saving In the wood of
Plnon, which was shot to pieces, fixed
guns and material which had been es-

tablished In the days preceding the
fighting.

At other points on the battlefield,
after having been successful In ward-
ing off the enemy thrusts, our lines
were withdrawn. In accordance with
our plans, behind the canal near, and
southeast of Chavlgnon. The enemy
sought many times later to cross the
canal lowlands, but ho was every-
where thrown back by our battle
troops.

On the eastern bank of the Meuse
our brave Saxon battalions with
flame projectors stormed French posi-

tions In the Chaume wood on a width
of more than 1,200 meters, overcame
the .garrison and brought back pris-
oners. Several counter attacks by the
enemy to recapture hta trenches col-

lapsed with heavy losses.

RODT OF ITALIANS

IS GROWING WORSE

Continual from First 1'agr.

from Rome- - to-d- say that before the
failure of a vote of confidence In the
Chamber of Deputies yesterday tho en-
tire chamber enthusiastically applauded
a speech by Foreign Minister Sonnlno
reviewing the International situation,
calling phases of the Pope's peace pro-
posal and declaring tho In-
tention of Italy and her allies to fight
until victory Is won.

All refernce to the Allies were greeted
with enthusiasm, and when the Foreign
Minister spoke of the visit of tho King
of Italy to the King of Belgium, the o

chamber rose tn applaud. Tho
Minister also expressed his belief in the
ability of the new Russian democracy
to settle Its Internal dlfficultlc.1 and said
he thought these difficulties would not
affect the International situation.

According to advices receive here, the
fall of tho Cabinet was due solely to
dlssatlsfa :tlon over the food adminis-
tration, and in tho reconstructed Gov-
ernment Baron Sonnlno will be retained
at the head of the Foreign Office.

In his speech, which was cabled to the
Italian Kmbawy here. Baron Sonnlno
explained In response to questions the
Government's reasons for assigning to
the Ambassador at Washington the
duties of high commissioner in tne
United States and for Defusing passports
to the Socialist delegates to the Stock-
holm conference. Then ho touched upon
Italy's entry Into the war, declaring the
peoplo are "cheerfully and courageously
bearing the burdens ot the war. which
they wanted and for ulilch they are
ready to stand any sacrifice." AOf the interallied conferen at Ion-do- n

and Paris during the summer he
said the union among all the Allies once
more was demonstrated.

Turning to tho papal peace not
Baron Sonnlno said: "So far as the
Pontiff expresses the opinion that peace
must be maintained and means devised
whereby" no nation can break the peaco
of the world, his appeal finds complete
echo In all the civilized world, but when
0110 reads the papal note carefully one
rinds that It lacks precision, just as
much as the notes of our enemies.

"One needs only to read the latest
speeches of the German and Austrian
Ministers," ho continued, "to realize
that It is absolutely Impossible to en
ter Into nny negotiations with the Cen
tral Powers, who have avoided care
fully the expression of any clear basis
for an understanding and have avoided
engaging their word on any point what
soever."

HOLLAND TO FEED GERMANY.

Under Tievr Agreement Dutch Get
Belgian Coal, Iron and Sterl.
Amsterdam, Oct. 2d. The JVorrf- -

rfrutsche AlJaemr lite Zrltuno, the semi
official German Government organ, says
an agreement has been concluded be-

tween Holland and Germany, which will
extend over six months, by which Hol
land will get German and Belgian coal,
Iron and steel covering Holland's main
requirements, while Germany will obtain
Dutch foodstuffs, chiefly cheese and but-
ter.

The newspaper adds that a group of
German banks will arrange an exchange
of credits to cover payment of balances.

ITALIAN SHIP ESCAPES

Ma-M- IVrlscnpr (III Spanlnh '",
but Makes I'nrt Safely.

Tho only Italian liner In service ar
rived yesterday at an American port
from Genoa by way of Barcelona ami
reported having passed, In daylight on
October 13 off Capo I'alos, a submarine,
the pcrlftenpo showing plainly, going at
high speed. The liner was witnin terri-
torial waters, the coast of Spain being
less than three mtlea away, and besides
there was a Spanish warship making
note of the submarine.

creasing her speed to the limit of nine-
teen knots, and arrived at Valencia un-

molested. Her skipper learned there
that a German submarine had hunk nine
ships oft the Spanish coast.

BRITISH WAR DEBT
FIFTEEN BILLIONS

Five Billions Will Be Added
Every Six Months.

London, Oct 2fi. A report of tho
Select Committee of tho House of Com-

mons on National Kxpendllurcs, y

says that excluding J6,605,000,000 owed
by Oreat Britain's ullies and domin-
ions, tho national debt up to September
30 had been added to by approximately
jin. 000, ooo.ono.

The accretion to tho debt, the report
says, tends to become. 111010 rapid und,
roughly ipeaklng, each six months of
tho war will necessitate a gross addition
of $5,000,000,000. or. .excluding loans, a
net addition of J3,750,000,000.

With Interest at 5 per cent, and 1 per
cent, for the sinking fund tho gross ad-

dition to tho debt chargo consequent
upon each six month of tho war, on the
present scalo of expenditure, would be
about $300,000,000, and deducting pay-

ments duo by tho dominions and tho al-

lies. $225,000,000.
Despite the entry of tho United States

Into the war, tho report continues, the
advances to tho Allies show no tendency
to diminish. Of the recent votes of
credit, about 56 per cent, was spent by
tho War Orllco and tho .Ministry of Mu-

nitions.
The commltteo recommends that tho

War Ofllce consider carefully tho cost of
any proposal, and draws attention to a
report that Immense accumulations of
used shell cases have been brought Into
a British port, but that no adequate ar
rangement had been made for their uso
again.
