GEORGE BARTHELME
ORDERED DEPORTED

Pacifist Journalist to Be Sent
Back to KaUer.

Special Dttpateh to law Srx.
Washington, Oct. 27. In pursuance

of a policy of action against enemy
agents who seek to embarrass the Gov-

ernment by rprcadlng premature peace
propaganda, the United States has or-

dered Dr. George Barthelme, former
Washington correspondent of the Cologne

dazette, deported to Germany. He will
leave on the Scandinavian liner rd

as soon as the ship Is ready to
salt Dr. Barthelme left Wichita, Kan.,
where he had been under surveillance,
last Wednesday.

Dr. Barthelme was sent to Wichita
from Washington some time ago when
it became apparent to officials here that
he had abandoned hla passive attitude
toward war questions in favor of out-

spoken endorsement of peace propa-
ganda. He was arrested at Wichita be-

cause he was found roaming about In a
prohibited area and no word had reached
the Kansas authorities from the Depart-
ment of Justice as to his status.

At the time of his arrest a trunk was
found In his possession which he had
attempted to ship to a German friend.
Examination of tho contents showed a
mass of German peace propaganda with
a letter from a former member of Con-
gress and speeches of Senator I .a Xol-lett- e,

with extracts carefully marked.
Dr. Barthelme waa practically Invited

to return to Germany by Counsellor Polk
of the State Department at the time
Count von Bernstorff and his party left
last February. He was permitted to re-

main In the United States at his own
request.
