Vance, Oct. 88. The American Infan-
try have mad their first expedition Into
"No Man's Land" between their own

'trenches and thoso of the German.
This first detachment of our troops that
ever went "over the top" penetrated Into
the wilderness of barbed wire aad shell
craters and returned without a scratch.
The number of men who went and the
time cannot be stated, but It was at
night and they were accompanied by
r'rench troops.

This Frano-America- n patrol clam-
bered from the trenche up the scaling
ladders, eiulpped with hand grenades,
rifles, revolvers and trench knives, their
steel helmets strapped tightly beneath
their chins. First uent a Frenchman,
then an American then another French-
man and another American until Anally
the whole patrol had set foot on the nar-1- 0

ix' strip of ground separating the first
line trenches from our own barbed wire.

The most minute directions had been
slven to each American as to just where
his place would be and what he was to
do, especially In case they ran Into a
German patrol, as an American Lieuten-
ant did on the first night. Headed by
the squad leader, they set off on tiptoe
until they reached their own barbed
wire, along which they felt In the dark-
ness until they found the prepared gap.
There they stopped for a moment for a
last word of caution. Then they stepped
through, actually Into "No Man's Land."

ALLIES WINNING

OYER U-BO- ATS

Naval Vigilance and Depth
Charges Sorely Reducing the

Undersea Terrors.

Washington, Oct II. No on In
authority here or in Great Britain
believes for a moment that the
seriousness of the at menace should
be underestimated, but rellablo Informa-
tion Is at hand to show that more sub-
marines are being actually sunk than
British naval authorities thought. In
some cases where British officer have
recorded as "possibly sunk" In-
vestigation has proved that the
with their crews actually have been
eliminated.

The means whereby these results have
obtained mark a new departure In the

campaign. In a general
way the procedure has oeen as follow:

After a report of an attack on a
at off the coast reaches the British

Admiralty and following indications that
depth charge have damaged or de-
stroyed the submarine, British mine

weeper equipped with special device
for sweeping the bottom have been sent
to the scene. They have reported In a
series of recent cases thab obstructions
were found on the bottom directly under
the place where the depth charge ap-
parently nut the submarine out' of com
mission. This la accepted as trustworthy
evidence that the depth charge has done
its work.

The British Admiralty's report on this
alt Important phase of
work says In part:

"A torpedo gunboat sighted the peri-
scope of a submarine on the starboard
bow about 600 yard away. The cap-
tain swung his ship around until the
object was on tho port bow, travelling
lowly In the opposite direction. When

about 500 yards from the ship the perl- -'
scope disappeared and the gunboat,
whose speed was then seventeen knots.
altered course so that she passed di-
rectly over the submarine.

Hovr Was Destroyed.
'The impact of a collision was felt

forward and when the captain Judged
that the submarine was passing under
the after part of the ship an explosive
charge was dropped. The ship was Im-
mediately turned and a second charge
was dropped when the first had ex-
ploded. A seaplane which was sent up
circled around for an hour and reported
large patches of oil on the water.

"A group of mine sweepers sweeping
tho bottom reported the obstruction In
this place.

"A torpedo boat on patrol In the At
lantic observed a steamship torpedoed
by a submarine. She proceeded to her
aid and shortly afterward the Meamshlp
sank. Having picked up the survivors,
the torpedo boat circled around search-
ing for the submarine, and shortly af-
terward a white patch In the water was
sighted right ahead. The torpedo boat
made straight for the spot, actually
Erasing over tho submarine. An ex-
plosive charge was dropped as she
passed under the stern and, turning
around with all speed, a second and
then a third charge was also detonated
In the place where oil and air bubbles
were coming to the surface and the air
was heavy with the smell of gasolene.

"Subsequent Investigation by sweepers
confirmed the presence of a heavy ob
ject on the bottom.

One Submarine Kinks Another.
"No shadow of doubt of the fate of

a German submarine recently torpedoed
by one of our submarines Is fortunately
possible. A certain British submarine
on patrol sighted an enemy submarine.
Both boats were on the surface and a
heavy sea was running at the time.
The British submarine dived and a quar-
ter of nn hour later succeeded In pick-
ing up the enemy in her periscope.

"She fired at an estimated range of
S00 yards and after a pause of a min-
ute heard the concussion of a violent
explosion. She rose to the surface and
sighted a patch of oil with survivors
swimming In it, who were taken pris-
oners. These stated that the torpedo
had struck them JUst before the conning
tower. The submarine rolled over and
sank, the survivors being blown through
the conning tower."

GONZALES SAYS CUT
TIE WITH GERMANY

Leading Carranzista Appeals
to Mexico to Act.

Mexico Citt. Oct. 28, Great excite
ment has been created through the publi-
cation In El Universal at a statement by
Gen. Pablo Gonzales, former commander
of the Carranza forces In Mexico city
and a Constitutionalist, favoring Mexico
following the example of other Ijitln
American countries and severing dlplo
matlc relations with Germany.

The front page of the newspaper was
devoted to the statement, thousand of
extra copies of which were printed to
supply the demand.

In his statement Gen. Gonzales said
in pnrt :

"Ah n man and by natural, sponta
neous Impulso against what has been
ruvealed lwfore my eyes and In a cause
full of reason and Justice, I am with
the Entente Allies, as a Mexican and a
citizen of a country which necessarily
will feol tho consequences of the Euro
pean conflict, as It Is removed geo
graphically, commercially and Intellect
tually from Germany and surrounded
by nllled countries, which are held by
bonds of race, culturo and vast Inter
ests that my Government cannot nf--

ford to put aside, and an a himple cltl
zen of my country, for whose interests
It is my duty to be ever on the watch,
I consider It most essential that Mexico
should direct a frank and decided course
In favor of the Allies.

"It is lamentable that some Mexicans
hnvo declared themselves
simply because of antipathy to the
United States, not considering that the
United States Is only one factor In the
war, and that, on the other hand, the
t'nlled Hlntes would become the best
friend of Mexico,

nuiin that Mexico would semi a con

BLOCKING PEACE

Deslro for Recovery of Alsace-Lorrain-

Insurmountable
Obstacle "Vonvaerts."

BtaLiK (via London"), Oct 2. Only

the determination of France to recover
Alsace-Lorrai- ne stands In the way of an
immediate termination of the war, In

the opinion of the Voncoerfs.
"The latest proceedings In the French

Chamber of Deputies," the Socialist or-

gan declares, "confirm Foreign Minister
von Kuehlmann'B Interpretation that there
Is no Issue prevailing outside that of
e-Lorraine, regarding which a com-

plete understanding Is Impossible. Ger-
many, under present circumstances, can-
not surrender Alsace-Lorrain- e. No one
In Germany Is even thinking of making
France a present of the two provinces
and It would seem the French do not
want them In the form of gift

"They are demanding Alsace-Lorrai-

as a symbol of their victory over the
Germans, not A vlctorv of successful de- - I

fence and complete
which they might have but a
victory of conquest: a victory so com-
plete that the defeated party would be
forced to accept terms equivalent to ab-

ject humiliation.
"To achieve thto victory the French

want to continue the war. Franco wants
to permit moro Frenchmen to die In
order that Germans may become French
citizens. Not only does it want to sac-
rifice Frenchmen but also Russians,
Englishmen, Italians, Belgians, Serbians,
Rumanians and Portuguese. All man-
kind Is to be hurled Into the yawning
Jaws of hell because of this one Issue
of Alsace-Lorrain- e. The French Gov- -
emment so wills it and we are sorry to
say we cannot prevent her."
