Mr. Dam-
roach, with good judgment, revived ene
of thosa syvmphonies which are usually
permitted to gleep in librarles It is &
work of Mozart's mature period, for it
was completed on December 6, 1786, at
Prague. In the same year two quartets,
thres trios, . horn concerto and other
music wers composed and “"Le Nosze di
Figaro" found a safa refuge from the
urly Intrigues of Vienna. What has be-
coma of the autograph of the D major
symphony ? Korchel says (t is “Im Besita
1on Frana Lisgt, Hofcapellmeister in
Weimar." Yiow naive that sounds now !

1t s a delightful symphony In its com-
poser's fully formed and most charac-
toristic style, rich in fluent melody and
instrumental effects which must have
been regarded a= striking in their day.
The symphony paved the way for Ban-
tock's more modern etyla and humor.
“Tha Ploerrot of the Minute" (s ingen-
joum In {ts syccession of rhythms and its
erchestration, but it s never overdone.
1t 1= not great muslc, but it is decldedly
meritorious, 1t gnve Lhe players oppor-
tunity to display thelr virtuosity, and
they covered themselves with glory.

The National Jewish Assembly, com-
posed of more than 800 of the foremost
Jews of almost every Stats {n the Unlon,
yosterday voted to urge upon Presldent
Wison the necesmity of extending the
work of the Belgian Rellef Commission
that the clvilian populations of Polandand
Lithuania may be saved from starvation
thls winter. Tha assembly voted to ap-
point m commities of tan to place be-
fore the Prealdent plana by which it Is
hoped the work of rescue can be accom-
pilahed.
| The action of tha organisation, which

aiready has expended $9,000,000 in re-

000,000 more by the first of year, fol-
lowed the reading of one of the most
pitecus appealn for help sent Ameriea
from stricken Europs,

The memsage waa sent (o Jewish lead-
ers of America through United States
officials at Copenhagen. The appeal
reada: "The special misston from the
municipality of Warsaw has arrived here

horribly, The aged and children die In
| the etrests of atarvation. Nothing but
the ereation of a rellef organization, like
that of the Beiglans, can save the starv-
ing popuiation.
