HAD PBAYED FOR KAISER

lililNOTON, Kj, Oct. 2B. Twelve

lushes with a tUcknala whip laid on
the bare back of the Rev. Herbert S.
nigeloir, "In the name of the poor
women and children of Belgium," was
the answer of a party of white caps
tarly y to Blgelow's pacifist
speeches.

Bfcelow was kidnapped nt the door
of a Socialist' meeting hall at 'Newport,
)y last night by a party of men In
automobiles, manacled and carried to a
lonely wood near Florence, Ky., twenty
miles from Newport. There his captoM
halted. Some of them held him, while
others garbed themselves in the whlto
cowls and robes of the old time Ku ICItix
Klan, which terrorized the South In the
reconstruction period.

Blgelow's clothing was stripped from
his body nnd he was tied to a tree. The
white caps then formed a larg circle
rbout the tree. One, whom Illgelow de-

scribes as unusually tall, stepped for-

ward and, raisins a sheet of (taper,
ateod before the captive. This man held
a lantern and, lookffig at the paper,
said:

"in the name ot the poor women and
children ot Belgium this man must be
whipped." I

I.aahril "With "niaukanakp" Whip.
At a signal another man stepped for-

ward, drew a larpe whip of the "black-snake- "

tort that Is used by drovers and
i f so called because of Its unusually power

ful and sinuous effect. Then lie lealt
twehe lashes with all his might across
the quivering back of the helpless cler-
gyman.

Some oil was poured on Blgelow's
head, the ties which bcnlnd Bigelow to
the tree were cut and he was told by the
kidnappers to stay away from Cincin-
nati.

The forty soon dispersed, leaving
TlVtelow alone Iri the forest, lie re-

sumed his clothlnc and finally made his
way out by the gathering light of morn-Ins- ;.

Once on the road he walked to the
T.ttle town of Florence, where he ob-

tained aid and shelter.
Hlgelow, who was Demorratlc camll-ilal- e

for Secretary of State of Ohio in
1902, later became connected with the
Socialists. Then he became a pacifist.

For nome time he has been pastor of
the People's Church In Cincinnati and
en Sunday afternoon during- - a meeting

t the' Cincinnati Grand Opera House
delivered a prayer for the "peace of the
Kaiser's foul and those of Jpic brave men
supporting him."

I.a;t night he was billed to spe.ik to
a gathering of Socialists at Newport and
a number of policemen as well as n
contingent of Home Guards were on
duty to prevent any discourtesy being
shown to Bigclow.

Klduapped at Poor of Hall.
As the pastor approached the door a

man stepped from the crowd and asked
If he was Bigelow. When an affirma-
tive replv was given a score of men
stepped forward, pinioned Blgelow's
arms and lifted him Into one of a long
line of automobiles. All then sped away.

Bigelow says he was blindfolded as
well as manacled. His whereabouts for
many hours was a mystery and every
Sheriff in Kentucky was on the lookout
for the party. It was feared Bigelow
had been lynched. Twenty-tw- o automo-
biles wre In the cavalcade.

Recently Blgelow's olflco In Cincinnati
was raided by Federal authorities and
documents concerning the activities of
the Frople's Council .were seized. Fed
.ral otTiclals are investigating the kid-
napping.

Blielow In a signed statement says In
part:

Nationwide Movement' to Sub-

stitute English Speech
in Church Is Begun.

PittLXDiLPittA, Oct. 29. rians pro-

viding for the expenditure of $2,500,000
by tho Lutheran Church for spiritual
welfare work among American soldiers
and Ballon within the next two years
were outlined by speakers at 's

session of, the General Council of tho
Lutheran Church In annual convention
hct e.

A Norwegian Synod In this country,
It was announced, had already con-
tributed $100,000 to this work and the
General Council was asked to appro-
priate $150,000 for Immediate use. It
wax also announced that the spiritual
work In the Internment camps for enemy
aliens has been turned over to the
Lutheran Church and a call for volun-
teers for this service was made.

A nationwide movement has been
launched speakers said, to substitute
English for Gorman and all other for-
eign language In tho church. The Itov.
Howard K. Snyder of tho University of
Wisconsin described opponents of the
movement as enemies of the United
States nnd denounced ministers of the
Lutheran Church who "attempt to In-

terpret the Constitution of tho United
States In a foreign language." The
church In America should have but one
language and that should be the lan-
guage ot this country, asserted the
speaker.

The report of the committee on work
for soldiers and pallors pointed out the
responsibility which the war haa brought
to the church in Atnorlca.

It recommended a conference of tho
committee on chaplains with govern-
mental heads for the purpose of fixing
the ratio of chaplains to ofllcers and
enlisted men at one for every 1.200, and
asked tho cooperation of special-churc-

missions In the work among soldiers
and sailors.
