Rut the German incursion lr.fo the
Julian front. Including large c.tptutes of
troops and guns, has penetrnted the
Natlsone valley and render. d it neces-
sary for Cadorna to accept the unpala-
table fact that tho Julltn front must be
abandoned. He formed his decision In
time, and the general retirement began
befoto the worst consequence of Von
Helow's masterly stroke could bo felt.
