TRIAL AS MUTINEERS

Court-Marti- al for Members of
24th Infantry Opens.

Sav Ajjtonio, Tex., Nov. l. sixty-thre- e

soldiers of tho Twenty-fourt- h In-

fantry were placed on court-marti- trial
here y c.n charges of mutiny, mur-

der and rioting In Houston on the night
of August 13. The meinb-r- s of tho
negro regiment were on guard duty at
Camp Logan. HouMon, at the tlino of
.the riot, during which twenty-tw- o lives

i were lost.
Major K. C. Snow testified that the

negroes btcamc Incensed at u report that
Corporal Charles W. Baltimore had
been killed In an altercation with
Olouston police. The Major raid he had
advled them that Baltimore had not
tieen killed at.fl' also hud warned them
cgnlnst any act of reentment.

Major Snow said his warning fol-

lowed a vIMt to the chief of police, who
told him Baltimore had been arrested
with a neg'-- woman and had been
roughly handled, but not shot, and that
the olfteer had been sutpended pending

, Investigation.
"I told them they were sticking their

necks In ropes," the Major added., "and
to put their guns down. But all I said
was nnac.lllng their anger kept rising,
Ore wild. 'I.tt's kill him,' but another
ald, 'No, we won't do thut.' 3 thought

they meant me."
Twenty or thirty of the negroea hid

rifles pointed at him. Major Snow said,
anil seeing hn could do nothing he
"dodged between some- - tents." At Com-
pany I iupl'ly tent ho saw many neuroes
help nc themieives to rir.es and ammunt
tlon.
