Spangled Banner," and he will do so
next week at concerts In Philadelphia.

Ills has not been of States Senator Penrose,
accepted, and Major Henry L. Hlgglnson,
who maintains the orchestra, has not de-

cided whether, to accept It and end the
orchestra's career or not.

It depends on whether' there Is public
demand for the removal of Muck and
whether there Is public demand for
elimination of Wasner and all German
music from the programmes of the Sym
phony, as the Metropolitan has done.
There Ia absolutely no demand in Bos-
ton for any further change In the Sym-
phony's plans.. Kven the small portion of
the Boston press that wanted the Sym-
phony to play the anthem wants Dr.
Muck retained.

The cities that the orchestra visits
.next week, therefore, will decide. Dr.
Muck would insist on his resignation
being accepted If there should be a de-

mand for the elimination of German
music He has said art Is International
and that has been the spirit with which
he has selected programmes.

As to Muck's International status.
Major Hlgginson's position Is that though
the director Is a German he registered
as provided and his presence In Boston
was approves by the Departmt nt or Jus-
tice. He gives Muck credit for the suc
cess of the orchestra and undoubtedly
If the public demands Muck's removal
the Major ultimately will disband the
orchestra. It would carry out Its con-

tracts under an assistant conductor, but
next year It would be no more. Major
Hlgglnson and the doctor were non
committal The Major planned
to consult Washington authorities, who
are believed to havo r.o objection to
Muck.

The symphony embraces more than
fourteen nationalities equally divided
amone men born In the Central and Kn
tente Belgians. Frenchmen and
Italians are Included.

A. C. Miller, member of the Federal
Iteserve Board, told the National Con-

this Increase continued it was not
unreasonable to expe-i-t that before long
the reserve system would bo made Into
a great engine of hanking Inflation.
explained the process by which enormous
Inflation has been caused In Germany,
and France through Government bor-
rowing from tho banks, and added :

"Whether a similar result Is to be ex-
pected hero In connection with our
greater Government borrowings, and if
su how soon, will largely depend upon
whether all the people who have In-
come enough to save will save, or
whether they can be or will be made
to save enough out of their Incomes to
absorb such loans of the Government
as may be put oat In excess of the
current savings fund of the nation.

Most Eligible Investment.
"The obligations of a Government,

such as the United States, when consid
ered purely from an Investment point of
view, unquestionably the most eligible
sort of Investment."

Estimating the annual actual savings
of the American people at $15,000,000,-00- 0,

Mr. Miller suggested that 112.000,-000,00- 0

would be left to absorb loans
after deducting "3,000,000,000 to meet
war taxes. Since appropriations the
coming year aggregate some 120,000.000.-0- 0,

he said, 11,000.000.000 must be
added to the nation's Eavlngs If the
war's expenses arc to lie met.

Mr. Miller stated opinion that It
would require all of the economic re-
sources of the' country- - to win the war.

"I have it on competent authority," he
said, "that It takes the labor of four
men. working In Industries of one kind
or another producing military nnd other
needed supplies, maintain or.o soldier
at the front. This means that an Amer-
ican army of one million men will re-
quire th output of four million men
working In factory, field nnd foundry.

"I also have It on competent authority
that the munitions, provisions and other
maintenance that the armies and civilian
populations of our allies In Eurcepe must
have from us will require the output of
more than ten million laborers working
In this country.

Grent Pntillr Necessity.
"If we accept as approximately ac-

curate the estimates of our present
available labor supply as amounting tn
30.000,000 workers, the magnitude of the
economic problems with which we arc
confronted is fcupeested by the require-
ment that one-ha- lf or more of our exist-
ing labor supply must during the war
be devoted to the producing of materials
and supplies to be consumed by our own
and the armies of our allies and thewill be no the IopuIatn. of tho )n

Z" 'Jurnr-- nre dependent on us forNo further progress was made wis
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I cannot believe," Mr. Miller con
tinued, "that those who are Hnnsorln"
the d ictrlne of 'business as usual' can
appieeiatn the economic significance of
the doctrlre. The man wno knowingly
preaches ths doctrine of 'business as
usual' at this time i proposing that prl-a- t

advantage should he set against or
ahead of public necessity."

Uummlng up his survey of this situa-
tion Mr. Miller reached these conclu-slcr- .:

"The ultimate terms of our war finan-
cing must be. not money, but what
money will

"Vast us our proposed expenditures
and advances are, there Is reason to be-

lieve that they can be met without the
use of any doubtful or wasteful ex-

pedients of finance.
"Any attempt to carry the war as an

extra would pave the way for an abue
of loans and a certain Inflation of credit
and price, which In the end would in-

crease the probable ost of the war by
as much as 23 per cent.

"Government bond Issues to be safe
mut be bottomed on real savings. In-

tensive and discriminated savings an!
method-- , nf promoting thrift arn neces-
sary Ingredients In any e(Tect!c pro-
gramme of war finance."
