LIQUOR IMPORTS BAl&ED.

Vlrsjla Island Products Excepted
Iadustrlal Sapply Assured.

Nov. 7. All avenues
for Importation of distilled liquor for
beverages purposes, except from the Vir-
gin Islands, were, closed y under
Instruction sent to customs collector
based on Gregory's In
terpretation of prohibition sections of
the food control and war tax laws.

Liquor produced on or before October
3, when the revenue act was passed,
may not be Imported for any purpose
but If produced after October 3 and In-

tended for other purposes than consump-
tion a a beverage, It may be admitted
under customs regulations yet to tie
made.

Rum and other liquor made In the
Virgin Islands after October 1, from
materials produced there may be brought
Into this country tor beverage or any
other purposes.'

The result of the order probably will
be to admit for Industrial use quan-
tities of liquor now held by custom
officials, pending the
review of a ruling made several weeks
ago by the Treasury Solicitor permitting
importation of liquor produced befon
October t. Order based on that ruling,
which virtually nullified the food acts
prohibition against Importation, have
been withdrawn.

bushels of potatoes and 910,000 bushels
of wheat this year In excess of the ltlfcrop, the State Council of Defence an-
