f hrome Supply Limited.
(Jovemment official declare that it

is utterly impossible to allow automo-
bile lnmufacturere to consume the same
amount of chrome In time of peace
and at the same time to hmo enough
left to fill our war demands. Hence
the recent decision of the War Industries
Roard to cut down the production of
pleasure automobiles In the united
States by 40 per cent.

Rut there are other reasons for turn-
ing the automobile factories ta war
notk. There Is such a shortage of coal
throughout the nation that many steel
mills engaged In war work have had to
hut. down portions of their plants. In

the face of thls'fact It Is Insisted by
(;overnmcnt officials that It Is tittle short
of a crime against the nation to allow
coal to be supplied to Industrie en-

gaged In tbe production of non-esse-

tials. Pr. rtartleid has repeatedly an-
nounced that the coal ipply of non- -

essential Industries would be cut trff, and
It Is expected that the Fuel Administra-
tion will take action in this direction In
the very near future.

Furthermore, the transportation alt- -

uatlon Is such that tbe railroads are un-
able to haul sufficient coal for both non-
essential industries and essential Indus-
tries. Mr Frd l receiving the highest
prale for his frank facing of this situa-
tion and bis action in doing his bit to
reduce the demand for
chrome, coal and freight cars.

Xo Radical Action to Be Tkea.

This list Included steel,
copper, leather and nil other commodi-
ties useful In war. Manufacturers not
nferely of automobiles but of such ar-
ticle as pianos had to turn their plants
at, onco to the 'ptoductlon of shells and
other munitions. An Industrial meta-
morphosis waa produced In a surpris-
ingly ahort time.

To-da- y the German official fig-

ures Indicate that moro than 00 per
cent of the Industries of the nation are
engaged In war work. If the United
States Is to carry the Industrial burden
of the war auccessfully there must be
a similar, though less radical, turning
of Industry from to war
work here.

MYSTERIOUS FIRE ON
NAVAL SUPPLY PIER

Steel Plate Cut Away to Get
at Seat of the Blaze.

Patrolman Blancken last night dis-
covered a fire burning the woodwork
under the 100 foot municipal pier at the
foot of East Twanty-fourt- h street, which
Is now used by tho Government for
storing naval supplies. Despite the pro-
tests of tho 'sergeant of marines, who
was on guard, who said his men could
extinguish the fire unaided, the police-
man turned In an alarm.

The fire was burning the beams about
400 feet from shore, about midway of
the pier, Whep.llre apparatus reached
the scene the firemen found the fire too
far out to be reached with hose, and
llreboats which came up were unable .to
play any water on the flames because
they were too low. A call was then
sent for the rescue squad, which found
that the firs was burning directly under-
neath a steel plate about half an Inch
thlck.i twenty feet long and five feet
wide. Instead of- cutting through the
wooden flooring of the pier the rescuo
sq.ua.1 cut through the steel plate with
their oxyacetylene torches. Hose was
then lowered through the opening and
Ibe fire extinguished, At a late hour
the police were unable to learn how the
lire started.

to Moscow.

Sp'da CixhU Despatch to Tsi Bens.

London, Nov. 8. The new "rTolo-tlon- "
In Russia Is not taken very se-

riously hsre, as all the sources of news
and means for Its transmission are In
the hands of the Dolahevikl, or an-
archistic groups. One opinion expressed
here Is that Premier Kerensky, who Is
-- eported In flight, really has removed
the seat of government to Moscow after
deciding that the time has arrived to
crush the Bolehevlki, and has gone there
to rally tbe Cossacks and other loyal
troops.

It Is known that the Flrat, Third and
Fourteenth Cossack regiments have d

Kerensky that they will support
Ills government In the mot w holehearted
manner provided n compromise l
made. Intimations have been received
here from "ithern Russia that some of
the loyal troops already hae begun to
move from Moscow toward Pctrngrad
for the purpoe. it Is said, of restoring
tho provisional Goernment

developments have beet, ex-

pected In some form since, last Monday.
The Immediate question Is whether the
troops will follow the orders of tho
Petrogrsd Council or the All Russia
'"ouncll. which ! dominated by entirely
different men. The Petrograd Council
ts local ; the All Russia Council, which
Is truly representative of the nation, was
elected chiefly on the basis of population
and Is decidedly more conservative than
the Petrograd local.

The latter represents the extremist
views, which were rejected at Moscow
and generally throughout the Interior.
The extremists.- - purpose is to establish
a Government exclusively of the prole-
tariat, excluding the entire bourgeoisie,
or middle classes, while the All Russia
Council Is essentially of the middle class,
which Is the real strength of Russia, al-

though It has not asserted Itself effec-
tively since the revolution. Good Rus-
sian authorities declare the present out-
burst of extremism Is certain to bring
conclusive proof that It is not Indorsed
by the nation.

Ultimately It will .necessitate, a clash
between the forces supporting Petrograd
and those backing the All Russia Coun-
cil. In which the latter Is certain to win.
resulting In the definite elimination of
the extremists and putting an end to
Leninism.

From this viewpoint. It Is considered
that the present crlls is likely to prove
ultimately a good thing, as it will clear
the way for the assumption of authorlty
by saner men and will make possible the
more rapid reorganization of Russia's
armies and Insure her continued and
more effective participation In the war.

In any event, those best Informed as-
sert, Russia will not accept a separate
peace now. and the Petrograd coup
d'etat greatly lessened Its chance of
success by demanding tills.

That Oermsn machination organized
the present outhreak is undoubted.

Proclamation of Successful Revolt
Against Kerensky Government.

pETROGRAD, Nor, 8 (British Admiralty per Wireless Press).- -

The. Military Revolutionary Corumlttee of the Central Council of
Soldiers' nnd Workmen's Deputies, in announcing tho revolt against
the Kerensky Government, issued proclamation to the army com-
mittees and to all soldiers' and workmen's councils as follows:

We have deposed, tho government of Kerensky which rose
against the revolution and the people. The change which resulted
in the deposition of the Provisional Government was accomplished
without bloodshed.

The Petrograd Council of Soldiers And Workmen's Delegates
solemnly welcomes tho accomplished change and proclaims the au-
thority of the Military Revolutionary Committee until the crention
of a government by the Soldiers' and Workmen's Delegates.

Announcing this to tho army at the front the revolutionary
committee calls upon the revolutionary soldiers to watch closely tho
conduct of the men in command. Officers who do not join the ac-
complished revolution immediately and openly must be arrested at
once as enemies.

The Petrograd Council of Workmen's and Soldiers' Delcjmtes
considers this to be the programme of the new authority:

a First The offer of an immediate democratic peace."
Second The immediate handing over of large proprietorial

lands to the peasants. .

Third The transmission of all authority to the Council of Sol-
diers' and Workmen's Delegates.

Fourth Tho honest convocation of a constitutional assembly.
The national revolutionary army must not permit uncertain

military detachments to leave the front for Petrograd. They should
use persuasion, but where this fails they must oppose anv tuch
action on the part of these detachments by force without mercy.

The actual order must be read immediately to all military de-
tachment in all arms. The suppression of this order from the rankand file by army organizations is equivalent to a great crime against
the revolution and will be punished by all the strength of the revolu-tionar- y

law.

INVADERS TAKE

17,000 ITALIANS

Cross Tilvonza and Bring Total
Captives to 250.000, With

2.300 Gnns.

London-- . Nov. . Austro-Oerma- n forces
In close pursuit of the retreating Italian
armies have crossed the Llvenza River,
a small stream twelve to fifteen miles
west of th" Tagllamento, where It was
expected the troops of C5en. C'adorna
might make a temporary stand. Th
Germans cut off and captured on the
middle Tagllamento, between Tolmezzo
and Gemona, 17,000 men. Including a
General and eighty guns. This makes
the total number of prisoners capttirtd
b- - the Austro-Germs- ns in the. drive
250.000. and of guns 3,300. More than
2,000 Mjuare miles of Italian terrttory
h.ivo been overrun.

Rear guard actions by the Italians
continue. The advance of the Invader"
consequently Is slow and not mde In
any great force. Especially at the
bridgeheads they are encountering fierce
resistance, and their losses arc Kiid to
be very heavy. The numerous checks
they have received have enabled the
Italians to withdraw without dl'or.ler
and to organize their lines on the Plave
River, which probably will be the main
battle front In north Italy. This la ten
miles further west and only sixteen miles
from Venice.

Food Problem Is (Irralrlt.
Advices from Rome Indicate that the

rltuatlon H Improvinfj. The principal
questions concerning cooperation by the
Allies on the Italian front have been
fettled satisfactorily and only the food
probem awalth solution. Italy, It Is
said, must have 2,000.000 tons of wheat,
but with American help, which Is confl-flontl- y

expected, this difficulty can be
overcome also.

The German headquarter report to-
day says :

Our detachments advancing on the
mountain havo broken the re-
sistance of the enemy rear guard,
Hy an outflaaklng movement our at-
tacking columns cut off the retreat
of the enemy troops still holding out
on the middle Tagllamento between
Tolmezio and Gemona and on perma-
nent fortified works of Monte Balnt
Bimeone.

NOTED BRITONS

WELCOME HOUSE

Mission to TToH Many Confer-
ences In London Before

Going to Pnrls.

fptrt.it Cable Pta(cA to Tut
Nov. 3. The American

War Mission, heads by Col. Kdwartl
M. House as epeclal commissioner with
the honorary rank of fJpeelal Ambas-s.ido- r,

arrived In London early
Col. and Mra, House were established
In Chcsterflela House, the famous resi-
dence of Lord Chesterfluld, while the
other mrfinbert of the mission are stop,
ping at the Hotel Claridge.

Col. House received the British
and American newspaper correspondents

and handed out a statement em-
bodying Secretary Lansing's announce-men- t

of the formation and purposes of
the mission,

"I am here a a political representa-
tive of the American Government," said
Col. House, "acquainting myself with
the latest developments In official circles
In Kngland preparatory to Kolng to
Trance to attend the Paris Allied Con-
ference Our stay In England will be
very brief, nnd every hour will bo
crowded with conferences, As head of
the mission I shall be consulted from
time to time by the other members, al
though ca.h of them, by the n ture
of his respective duties. Is working In- -
dependency of the others."

When he was asked a to whether
he expected to remain long In Europ.
Col. House replied that he did not. but
add.-d- :

"I nlviajs take everything with me,
to prepare for emergencies.''

Has Xo Specific Plans.
Col. Houso also said In response to

Inquiries that the mission had no specific
plans for coordinating the activities of
the Allies, but that these plans would
be developed during the conference. He
evaded the question of whether the con-
ference would discuss war alms and
peoco terms by saying that the question

as best answered by the British For-
eign Office,

Col. House replied negatively to the
uuestlon of whether Ui presence of the
mission mesnt that the United States
would Join the pact of Iondon, which
binds tho Allies to make peace or con-
tinue the war Jointly. He also stated
that Oscar T Crosby. Assistant Secre-
tary of the Treasury, would stay in Ixn-do- n

as tho American financial repre-
sentative.

A few minutes before Col House was
Interviewed an official of the Rrltlsh
Government called upon him to acquaint
him with the political overturn In Rus-
sia. This afternoon Col. House lunched
with Foreign Secretary Balfour, nnd de.
voted the rest of the dav to conferences
with Ilrltlsh officials. The other mem-
bers of tbe mission busied themselves
at the American Embassy and n con-
ferences with representatives of the
Amtriran and British War nnd Navy
departments.

When Ihey reached London the Com-
missioners were met hy Ambassador
Page, Sims, commander
of the American destroyer squadron, and
Knrelgn Secretary Halfour. There aro
twenty-seve- n persona In the party, In-

cluding Mrs, House and two women
who are acting In secretarial capacities.
