DRAW ON 47 TRADES
FOR BIG AIR FLEET

Uncle Sam Want Workers
for Service in France.

Washington. Nov. g. An army of
skilled worker from approximately
forty-aerr- n different trade 4a being mo-
bilised by the aviation section of the
Signal Corps for service In France In
connection with the great air drive to be
mado by Amerlcnn filers. The men will
be' employed as close to the rightliK
lines m airdromes can, be built, and tho
great part of their work will consist In
keeping every battle plane ready for
safe and Instantaneous service. In tuning
engines for duty four and live miles In
tli't air und In seeing that each plane
and Its parts are mechanically perfect.
About two-thir- of the men will be
made officers and each
will be detailed to the clasa of work for
which he Is best qualified.

Kallmakers nre wanted, Vs. welt as
cobblers and tailors for making,

and repairing wings, cabinetmakers
and boatmakers for 03kwork about the
fuslllage, riggers to assemble planes and
look after tho wiring, and coppersmith
to sea that there arc no leaky gasolene
tanks.

Tho scrxlco requires men who nre
phslenlly fit, white and not more than
10 years old.

OF HAMBURG LINE

CoiiKiiiiecJ from First Tnpf.

munlcntcd with Police Headquarters and
Blxty-flv- c detectives wcro hurried to the
building.

When --Marshall McCarthy arrived he
sought Julius P. Myer.. of
the Hamburg-America- n Line, and In-

formed him that he must notify all em-
ployees that the building had. been taken
over by thn liovernnient and that noth-
ing must be removed, Mr. Myer was In
consultation with Carl I. Kchure. his at-
torney, at the time. The Marshal's or-

der created no surprise, nil the steam-
ship officials arising from their deks
and shutting down the top.

One young woman clerk upon hearing
the news scrambled through her , de.k
and. clutching a paper, stuffed it In the
bosom of her gown. Marshal McCarthy
caught lier In the act and told her shc
must hand over the paper. She drew
forth an envelope In which reposed a
Liberty bond.

The Hamburg-America- n Line occupies
tho basement, and first,
second and a part of the third (loots.
There are many other tenants in th
building and these were unmolested,
with the exception of the Atlas Line
Steamship Company, whose offices aleo
were taken over.

All the officials and the seventy odd
men and women emploees were ordered
to return y at H o'clock, when they
will be told Just what personal efTacts
they can remove.

War Board Takes OHIeea.

Jullua Henry Cohen, secretary of the
War Board for the port of New York,
last night told of a lslt he received late
yesterday afternoon from .tullus P. Myer,
director, and W. G. Slckel, r,

of the Hamburg-America- n Line. The
two officials, accompanied by Udwnrd
Sandford. their attor;ie, were deeply
concerned over the seizure. They were
told that eerj thing which was not of
use to thin Government would b stored
at some convenient place until the close
of the war. In the meantime the steam-
ship officials might hae access to these
records in the presence of a representa-tU- e

of the Department of Justice. The
two officials also requested that they be
permitted to occupy offices In another
part of the seized building. This request
was peremptorily refused.

After notifying Irving T. Bush, who
has charge of all movement In the har
bor for the War Board, that offices had
been procured, for lilm in the llamburs- -
Ainerloan Building, Mr. Cohen accom
panied him to Newark, where the (lov- -
ernhani has authorized the expenditure
of JIO.000,000 In mpro ins harbor termi
nal f.irllltt-- s for the better stornso and
handling of supplies for our troops at
the front. William B. Wlllcoic, late

National Committee chairman
and now ii member of'the War Board,
and other officials connected with war
work, aso will be located there.

3 NEW SINN FEIN LETTERS.

Secret Service Kinds Moreme of
Herniation Pliitlers.

Three more letters brought to this
country by Thomas Welsh, who was ar
rested on board the White Star liner
Celtic by secret service operatives lstSunday,' were found esterday. Kach
contains additional names of those Im-

plicated here and abroad In the plot to
promote another revolution In Ireland.

Welsh was tho emissary of Sinn Fein
plotters In Kngland and Ireland and was
sent to this country to deliver person-
ally secret communications from the
leaders abroad to their agents and co-

conspirators here. He shipped ns u
seaman, but the suspicions of men In thn
crew were aroused and customs officials
were told in look out for him when the
ship docked.

The letters seized yesterday mention
many names that have not crept Into
print yet ns persons Identified with the
Sinn Fclners In this country. Secret
service men have Interviewed u number
of these, and chances nro they too will
bo taken to the Custom House for a
final Interrogation, when, It will be de
elded Just what action against them will
be taken.

Their "home coming" was one that
will long be remembered In this i.ectlon
of France. It was late 111 the day xvhen
long lines of marching soldiers nnd
strhlnlnx horses were seen rounding n
small mountain niHiiy miles nw-ay-. From
tho village toward which they were
marching the column could be seen wind-
ing around the mountain to the valley
up on iv nearer hill and then down again.
The rain was beating In their faces and
a village snuggled In a valley came Into
their view na they crossed the crest of
the hill.

Below them stood a grout) In uniform.

Above tho group floated the American
Hag, mid several chiiaren were gathered
about. Suddenly the band for the group
of uniforms waa a band started a tune
that brought n smile to tho. face of even
the most tired urtllleryman In the col-

umn. It was "The Campbells Are Com-
ing." Some of the artillerymen cheered
utd the bearers of thn red battery pen-
nants raised themseves In their saddles
and waved the pennants.

Tho cntlro command was Immediately
drawn i on a hillside and a gun cov-
ered with camouflage paint was drawn
out In front. On tho gun shield an ar-
tilleryman had written In chalk: "The
First Gun for the Germans." Tho Colo-
nel in command spoke to one of the
townspeople a moment, und, addressing
the men, told them tho people of tho vil-

lage wished to do honor to the gun and
Its crew nnd to tho American army.
The children' gatheard around and
plared a floral wreath over the glim
barrel and a bunch of wild flowers In-

side the empty cast of tho first shot
tired. The regimental band then played
the American and French national an-
thems.

That was all tho ceremony, but the
sight of Americans returning from com-
bat with the Germans' cheered the popu-bir- o

of the village so that when tht.
troopers dismounted mati.v old men and
many women came up to them cither
to shake hands or to put their arms

around their shoulders.

Soldiers Arc Embarrassed.
There Is not much sentiment In the

nnkeuj) of an American artilleryman.
His one Idea Is that ho Is in France to
fight, so it took a moment or two for the
men to decide to accept the demonstra-- l

yn of approval, Cven when this was
dono the Americans were more or less
embarrassed, and manv. whose business

The nrtllleimen turned In at 6

o'clock nnd wcro not called out until
hours after t,io regular time.

The horses were
worn out and some lay down as soon as
lliey reached their liens of straw.

rifice as long ns Is necessary until final
victory for tho most noble of causes,
that of the liberty of nations, the weak
as well as the mighty. Thus the deaths
of theso humble soldiers appaar to us
with extraordinary grandeur. '

"We will thereforo ask that the mor-
tal remains of tnese young men bo left
here, left with us forever. Wo

on the tombs 'Here lie the first
soldleis of tho Republic of the United
States to fall on tho soil of France for
liberty and Justice' The passerby will
stop and uncover his head. Travellers
and men of heart will go out of their
way to coir.e to pay their respective
tributes.

I thank ou. God lecclve your souls.
Farewell !"

Tho Alcedo, a converted yacht, waa
torpedoed and sunk by a submarine
early Monday morning. It was the firs'
American warship to go down slnco the
war began. No details have been made
public.
