Penn Favored Over Dartmouth
and Michigan Over Cornell
in Other Features To-da- y.

PltUburg and Washington and Jeffer-
son, undefeated football teams which ap-
pear to be tho strongest In the East,
will meet at Pittsburg In the feature of

football schedule. Despite the
fact that Pittsburg has been In tho lime-
light all season and has been heralded
as the greatest eleven In the country
little Washington and Jefferson prob-
ably will emerge from the batUe with
the bigger end or the score.

It will be a battle of giants, for both
Pitt and W. and J. have plenty of heft
both In the backfleld and In the line.
W. and J.'a ehances depend largely on
Its ability to stop George McLaren, the
Pitt back, who has been the big factor
In all of the victories scored by Olenn
Warner' combination thla season.
Those who have watched W. and J.
closely believe that Sol Monger's men
have an excellent chance not only of
halting McLaren but of outscorlng Pitt.

In Tressel and Carroll W. and J. has
two ends who compare with the best ot
other colleges, Including Carlson of Pitt,
Miller of Penn and Calao of West Vir-
ginia Wealeyan. Tresset and Carroll
may be able to stop the sweeping end
run of McLaren. In the backfleld W.
and J. has two ot the greatest forward
pass experts In tho country In Stobbs,
the quarter, and McCrelght.
