Miss Mary MacDowell of Hull House,
Chicago, and Mrs. James Quan, both
leaders In the Chicago Women's Club,
were there to tell what that organiza-
tion, had accomplished through the vnte.

,But, there waa no denying that Hoss
Hay. was the main thing, and the
women listened to her counsel as to
that of the w Iseat politician of them all.

Glrea Credit to Captain.
With a wave of one hand she

silenced the clapping and shouting and
the flapping of handkerchiefs that
Creeted her when she wa Introduced by
Mrs. Ernest Poole, president of the club.

"I don't deserve that," she said. "It's
the captains of the Assembly districts
that deserve that.

"Now I've been working a lot harder
since Tuesday that T did beroro we got
the vote- even." She looked at the

omen with a twinkle In her eye. 'TveJ
been spending my time," she explained,
"sittln" on the lid."

Her llstoners caught the point and
roared.

"I'd a lot rather tell you what not
to do than what to do," she said. "The
women of New Tork have now a great
responsibility, and we must keep our
heads. Don't be carried away by the
beautiful Invitations some women In this
loom have already received from po-

litical organisation. Keep out of pai-tla-

politics until you've learned where
you're at.

"We women scarcely reallio that we
are voters. I don't believe ten women
In this room no, I don't believe Ave
women here believed we'd win. I kept
