died at the Schuyler Hotel October 24,

left hid entltc estate to his widow, Mrs.
Ilcrtha H. Heckwlth. Tapers accompany-
ing the will, which was filed for probate
In tlm Surrogate's Court yesterday, men-

tioned that his personal property was

Mr. Heckwlth was a member of the
National Institute of Arts nnd
and of the Society of American Artists.
He made contingent bequests of all his
paintings and personal tffects. which aie
to be divided equally between the Artists
Aid Club and the Artl'ts Kund Society
In the event of the death of his widow
and a niece, Mlw Louise Heckwlth.
